Recent Advance in Wages
Cuts No Figure.

A McKEESPORT RUMOR

Men to Strike Merely to Uphold the
Amalgamated.

PLANTS CONTINUE STARTING DP

Jiitc Meeting of Strikers Called Off

Becanae a Kiot Is
Feared.

Pitt9burg, July 26.—A McKeesport, Pa.,
dispatch says:

The present indications are that the em-
ployes of the National Tube company of Mc-
Keespoo-t will go out on a strike either to-
morrow or next week. The majority of the
employes have joined the Amalgamated As-
sociation; and, although they were advanced
on July 1, they propose to strike to uphold
the association.

Manager Cooper of the Dewees Wood
plant intimated quite strongly that the
mills \u25a0will be run strictly non-union and
that no amalgamated people will here-
after be employed in the plant. He said
he had been given to understand that the
Demmler plant also will be opened at
the same time. He added:

I understand that the National Tube Works
men will be called out to-morrow. I cannot
help this. We will open-our mill.

A Monessen, Pa., dispatch says the out-
\ook is for the early closing of the tin
jaill. The men are wavering and the or-
ganizers say they are meeting with much
more encouragement.

Injunctions.

Dispatches from Lisbon, Ohio, report
great excitement there over the presence
of two official of the United States steel
corporation, who are looking for Judge
Boone, for the purpose of securing injunc-
tions against the Wellsville strikers.
Judge Boone was out of town, but was ex-
pected home to-day. It was rumored that
the combine officials had a party of non-
unionists concealed in the outskirts of the
town. It was also rumored that several
non-unionists had been captured and beat-
en near Lisbon, but this report could not
be confirmed.

Commenting on the steel strike spread-
ing to other industries,the Labor World,
a leading labor organ of western Pennsyl-
vania,in this week's issue editorially says:

A dispatch from Washington says a general
meeting of labor leaders probably -will ba
held there to discuss the advisability of call-
ing a general strike of all trades in sympathy
\u25a0with the steel workers. Such talk is un-
adulterated nonsense and does more harm
than good. All sensible labor leaders dis-
courage It. President Shaffer has done so.
There is nothing more galling to the princi-
ples of modern trades unionism than the
«ympathetic strike, and when these rumors
are sent abroad it only fortifies the employ-
ers in the argument that wage contracts wi'Ji
labor uniona are not sufficiently binding, and
to make them binding labor unions should be
incorporated. Let us hear no more of this
foolish, harmful and unauthorised sympa-
thetic strike talk.

An Earlier View.
McKeeeport was again the center of in-

terest in the great steel strike to-day.
Intense excitement prevailed there over
the fact lhat many guards have been
mnt into the Demmler tin plate mills
and the report that arrangements had
been completed to start the works with j
non-union men on Monday. It was said
that inasmuch as the men had struck
in spite of the scale agreement the com-
pany was through with the Amalgamated
Association and would resume as soon
as men could be secured. Percy Dormer, j
manager of the Monessen plant, known ]
as a successful strike-breaker, was in i
consultation with the Demmler people
yesterday and it was said that he was
to take charge of the mill.

So ominous was the situation this morn-
ing that the Rev. Stuart Sharp hurried
to this city to beg the tin plate company
officials not to attempt to start the mills
»s bloodshed would surely occur. The
eituation at the Dwees Wood plan also
became more interesting, when at 10 j
o'clock this morning the management of i
the works announced the intention to!
Etart the plant non-union within a very j
few days and that the police department
*f McKeesport would be looked to to pro-
tect the new workmen.

Bound to Start Ip.

Manager Samuel M. Cooper of the Wood
plant, this morning, after a conference
vith head officials of the company in
Pittsburg, made a statement partly in
reply to the edict issued by Mayor Black
of McKeesport, Wednesday that the com-
pany would get no assistance from the
McKeesport police department should
they decide to start the plant. Mr. Cooper
•aid :

We are going to start up within the next
lew days, and we will look to the authorities
of McKeesport for assistance. Should our
men be Interfered with we will insist on the
police of McKeesport doing their duty. If
Mayor Black would carry out the lines he has
laid down in his statement, we will sue him
»nd the city of McKeesport, for the W. De-
wees Wood, people are heavy taxpayers in the
city and must be protected.

Another report that excited the men to-
day was to the effect that the company
had sent a man or several men to Win-
chester, Va., to employ negroes. Win-
chester Is in a manufacturing district, and
competent men can be had there, it is
gaid. The belief that they will be brought
to McKeesport to break the strike has
taused considerable uneasiness.

It was extremely quiet at Wellsville
Ihis morning. Four mills were in opera-
tion, and Manager Brookman was prepar-
lug to make good his assertion to have
$he entire plant in operation on Monday.jt is said the men are beginning to re-
alize that the management is in earnest
and many have notified Mr. Brookman
that they will repwrt for duty next week.
To-morrow will be pay day, and the strik-
ers will receive their wages for the timo
\u25a0worked before the strike.

Well Reported Poisoned.
Some excitement was caused last night

\>y a report that a well just outside the
plant had been poisoned, and that two
»trlke-breakers living in the mill had been
taken violently ill. The placing of a
juard over an artesian well near by gave
color to the report, but it was stated at
the mill that there was no sickness, and
Ihe guard was merely a precaution.

The giant mass meeting of union men
rhich was. to have been held on the pub-
lic square here to-night has been called
tiff. The leaders of the Amalgamated as-
sociation fear that they will be unable to
£eep such a crowd of men in control, and
(ear that a riot might be precipitated that
rould cost the association the sympathy
•f the general public.

The only change in the local situationwas the closing down last night of theopen hearth furnaces at Clarks. A num-
ber of the men who had been working
at the furnaces quit and went to work
for the crucible steel company. The or-
der has gone forth that now that the men
have struck the furnaces will be dis-
mantled.

At the Amalgamated offices the officers
•* the association said that they had hj»ard

of no changes of importance in the strike
at any point. The reports concerning
the alleged move of the unorganized men
of the Duqueßne mills of the Carnegie
company were not credited at Amalga-
mated headquarters.

HAXXA AS MEDIATOR

Strike; Leaders Exert - Pressure
I poii the Senator .

Plttsburg, July 26.—1t Is reported here
that the strike leaders are again bringing
influence to bear on Senator Hanna to get
him to settle the strike on a compromise
basis. They are seeking to convince him
that if the strike is lost it will be blamed
on the republican party and cause the loss
of Ohio to the republican state ticket and
make the legislature, which will elect
Poraker's successor, democratic on joint
ballot. It Is said that the Ohio state
board of mediation has made an appeal to
Hanna. Many plants of the three com-
panies involved in the strike are located
in Ohio and the state is a very strong
union locality.

This action was taken yesterday after
it was definitely learned that Mahlon M.
Garland, surveyor of the port at Pittsburg
and former president of the Amalgamated,
had failed in hie efforts to induce Mr.
Morgan to agree to a compromise with
the striking steel workers.

Cleveland, Ohio, Jvly 26.—Referring to
the statement that Joe would be asked
to act as mediator between the United
States Steel corporation and the Amalga-
mated Association with a view of reach-
ing a settlement of the strike. Senator
Hanna said to-day:

"I know nothing about the matter
aside from what has been published in the
newspapers. Whether I would be willing
to act as mediator, I do not care to say.
The strike has been most unfortunate, not
only for those directly interested, but
for the whole country at large. I sincerely
trust that the trouble will sooa be amica-
ably adjusted.

One Struggle Over.

New York, July 26.—General Secretary
White of the United Garment Workers of
America, to-day announced that the strike
of his fellow craftsmen was practically
ended except in the cases of several firms
against whom the workers have griev-
ances. White said the strikers would re-
fuse to deal with some of the smaller
firms until they comply with the de-
n-ands for improved sanitary conditions.
The strike affected about 70,000 workers.

Tin Plate Up.
Philadelphia, July 26.—The strike of the

steel workers has raised the price of tin plate
in this city from 20 to 30 per cent. Before
the strike, tin plate sold at ?4 a box in the
mill and $4.17 in Philadelphia. Prices to-day
average }5 and $5.25.

"PITCHFORK" PRODDCTION
McLAURIX 'FIRED" BY DEMOCRATS

Tillman Gets in Hit) Work With the
South Carolina State Com-

mittee.

Columbia, S. C, July 26.—A tremendous
surprise was created last night by the
state executive committee that had been
called to meet to consider purely routine
matters, and nothing sensational was ex-
pected. By a vote of 25 to 5 Senator
McLaurin was bodily fired out of the
democratic party.

Senator Tillman led the fight, making
a violent attack on McLaurln's course.
The senator spent the day with State
Chairman Jones. Both Jones and Till-
man said there was "nothing doing."
Resolutions were adopted censuring Mq-
Laurin in strong language for his course
in Washington. His voting with the re-
publicans Is vehemently denounced.

Senator Tillman made one of his bit-
terest speeches. Just two months ago
Tillman said he would oppose any effort
to rule McLaurin out of the party, but he
seems to have changed his mind. Follow-
ing is the resolution adopted by the com-
mittee:

Whereas, John T. McLaurin, elected to rep-
resent the state of South Carolina in the na-
tional congress, has, by his affiliation and
votes in that body. Ignored the national dem-
ocratic platform and thereby misrepresented
his state and his constituency who elected
him; therefore, be it resolved, that it is the
sense and conviction of the democratic state
executive committee that Senator John Mc-
Laurin, from the standpoint of honesty and
self-respect, should tender his resignation.

Belle Campbell kept a miners'
boarding house and the shooting wae the
result of a dispute over a board bill
claimed to be long overdue. There is
great excitement at Monongah and it is
feared an attempt will be made to lynch
Gordon. The sheriff has called in all of
his deputies and announces that he will
defend the jail and his prisoner as long
as life lasts.

COALJ\ND COKE
Combine of Somewhat Formidable

Proportions Effected.

Columbus, July 26.—1t was announced
here to-day that all of the coal and coke
properties along the Kanawaha river in
West Virginia, covering a territory of
about twenty miles, have been taken over
by the Kanawaha and Hocking Valley
Coal and Coke company. Twelve com-
panies are included in the combine. The
company will work in harmony with the
Sunday Creek and Buckeye company and
will have a common headquarters in this
city. Receipts will not, however, be
pooled. Cleveland and Columbus capi-
talists are said to control the new com-
bine.

KOCH ON MALARIA
Mosquitoes and Gnats and Not

Swamps, Furnish the Disease.
London, July 26.—1n an address deliv-

ered bef-re a health congress held at
Eastbourne this afternoon, Dr. Robert
Koch, of Berlin, spoke of the treatment of
malaria. He reiterated his dictum that
malaria does not emanate from swamps,
but Is ctiused by the inoculation of mos-
quitos and gnats. He said that malarial
parasites can be stamped out with quinine
treatment.

TRANSPORT DELAYED
The Buford Tarries at Honolulu for

Repaira.-

Spanish Commander's Intention
Was to Ram the Brooklyn.

A DISCLAIMER FROM SAMPSON

He Declares That He Furnished No
Material for Maclay's

Washington, July 26.—Friends of Ad-

miral Schley are considering the advis-
ability of securing the attendance of the

Spanish admiral, Cervera, at the court of
inquiry. If the action of Schley at the
battle of Santiago is to be made one of
the counts in the criticism, one of the best
witnesses would be the commander of
the hostile fleet. Cervera has already tes-
tified in a pamphlet in the possession of
the bureau of naval intelligence here that
it was his purpose to ram the Brooklyn.

This would justify Schley in making the
famous "loop" for which he has been
blamed.

Captain Victor M. Concas y Paula, com-
mander of the Maria Teresa, chief of
staff for Cervera, testifies in a history

he has written of the engagement that it
was the purpose of the Teresa to ram the
Brooklyn, and he gave orders for that
purpose. The Brooklyn's maneuver, he
says, exposed the Teresa to ramming by

the Oregon and Texas simultaneously,

and caused Cervera to change his pur-
pose.

Cervera had a court of Inquiry in
Madrid and was cleared of blame, after-
wards taking his seat in the court. His
evidence will doubtless be introduced in
the trial. He may not have to ocme in
person, an affidavit being substantiated,
but, if necessary, friends of Schley will
pay his expenses and secure his voluntary
presence.

Didn't Help Mac lay— Not Retire

Boston, July 28.—Rear Admiral Sampson
is confined to his residence at the Charles-
ton navy yard by an attack of illness
which developed Monday night..

It
was said by those who are in close touch
with Admiral Sampson that he willtre-
main silent about the Sampson-Schley
controversy until the investigation begins

In Washington. His friends regret • that
he has made the statements •he has and,

they are - responsible for his jdecison not
to discuss Schley further "until the inves-
tigation.

Admiral Sampson, according to his
friends, is more pleased over the an-
nouncement of Secretary Long that there
will be an official investigaton than any-
thing that has happened since the Span-

ish-American war, and they say he will
be able to place evidence in the hands of

the investigating board which will satisfy

it beyond a doubt that he was not re-
sponsible for the statements made in the
Maclay history about Admiral Schley; that
Admiral Schley was given orders when
he was sent to Cienfuegos that he did not
obey and that since the war he (Sampson)
ix&s been a very much abused man. and

that Schley and his friends have been
responsible for the abuse for which Ad-
miral Sampson and his friends allege there
has not been the slightest justification.

Admiral Sampson will reach the age

limit for retirement next February, and
without a doubt will retain his present
position until then. Contrary to published
rumors, he Is said to have no intention
of asking for premature retirement, al-
though It is a known fact that he is in
poor health. Ho has for several months
been visiting suburban towns with a view
to purchasing a desirable home, where he
intends to live after he severs his official
connection wth the navy.

TESTIFIES FOR SCHLEY

Spanish Captain on the MHBcnvorit
of the Brooklyn.

New York, July 26.—Captain Eulate,

who commanded the Vizcaya at Santiago,

in a cabled reply to a request from the
Journal and Advertiser as to his opinion

of Rear Admiral Schley's maneuvers in
the battle of Santiago, says:

As a gentleman I cannot regard any ma-
neuver of the Brooklyn in the battle on the 3d
of July in front of Santiago as an act of
cowardice, because, although the Brooklyn
went to port when the Teresa, with Admiral
Cervera aboard, tried to ram him, and after-
ward when I, in the Vizcaya, also steered
toward him, he further fell off twenty-two
degrees. This maneuver, considering the
position of the other American shipg, which

"Tenth—The circumstances leading to,
and the incidents ana results of a con-
troversy with"Lieutenant Albon C. Hodg-
son, United States navy, who on July 3,
1898, during the battle at Santiago, was
navigator of the Brooklyn, in relation to
the turning of the Brooklyn; also the col-
loquy at that time between Commodore
Schley and Lieutenant Hodgson and the
ensuing correspondence between them on
the subject thereof, and the propriety of

the conduct of Admiral Schley in the
premises.

"The foregoing are given primarily for
the information and guidance of the court
but do not limit or restrict the scope of
its inquiry into the 'entire matter,' the
investigation of which is asked by the
officer concerned."

THE PRECEPT

Herewith It Is Given, "Line Upon

Line."

Washington, July 26.—The precept to the
court was issued this afternoon. It is as
follows:

Rear Admiral Schley has been informed
of his right to be present, either in per-
son or by counsel, during the investiga-
tion, to cross-examine witnesses and to
offer evidence before the court, should he
so desire. The court may at any time
grant to others interested and entitled
thereto like privileges.

"The investigation will be held in open
court. This employment on shore duty
is required by the public interests.

"Given under my hand, at the navy de-
partment, Washington, this 26th day of
July, Nineteen hundred and one.

To Admiral George Dewey, U. S. N.,
Washington, D. C.—Upon the recommen-
dation of Rear Admiral Winfleld S. Schley,
U. S. N., made in a letter dated July 22,
1901, copy herewith, a court of inquiry, of
which you are hereby appointed president,
Rear Admirals Lewis A. Kimberly'and An-
drew E. K. Benham, U. S. N., members,
and Captain Samuel C. Lemley. U. S. N.,
judge advocate general, judge advocate, is
hereby ordered to convene at the navy de-
partment, Washington, D. C, at 1 o'clock
p. m., on Thursday the 12th day of Sep-
tember, 1901, or as soon thereafter as may
be practicable, for the purpose of inquir-
ing into the conduct of the said Schley,
commodore in the navy, during the recent
war with Spain and in connection with the
events thereof.

I.EMLY NAMED

The court will thoroughly inquire into
all the circumstances bearing upon thesubject of the investigation hereby or-
dered, and to this end, besides examining
orally all proper witnesses whose atten-
dance can be secured, will call upon the
department for all documentary evidence
in relation thereto in its files.

"Upon conclusion of the investigation
the court wil lreportr its proceedings and
the testimony taken, with a full and de-
tailed statement of all the pertinent facts
which it may deem to be established to-
gether with its opinion and recommenda-
tions In the premises.

"While the department relies upon the
cretion of the ocurt to make its examina-
tion into this matter full and complete, as
requested by the officer at whose instance
it is convened, the report should show the
conclusions reached upon certain points to
which atetntion is speciflcaly directed, as
follows:

"First—His conduct in connection with
the events of the Santiago campaign.

"Second—The circumstances attending,
the reasons controlling, and the propriety
of the movements of the 'flying squadron'
off Cienfuegos in May, 1898.

"Third—The circumstances attending,
the reasons controlling, and the propriety
of the movements of the said squadron in
proceeding from Cienfuegos to Santiago.

"Fourth—The circumstances attending
the arrival of the 'flying squadron' off
Santiago, the reasons ofr its retrograde
turn westward and departure from off
Santiago, and the propriety thereof.

"Fifth—The circumstances attending
and the reasons for the disobedience by
Commodore Schley of the orders of the
department contained in its dispatch dated
May 25, 1898, and the propriety of hi*
conduct in the premises.

"Eighth—The condition of the coal sup-
ply of the flying squadron on and about
May 27, 1898; its coaling facilities; the
necessity, if any, for or advisability of,
the return of the squadron to Key West
to coal, and the accuracy and propriety
of the officialreports made by Commander
Schley with respect to this matter.

"Seventh —Whether or not every effort
incumbent upon commanding officers of a
fleet under such circumstances was made
to capture or destroy the Spanish cruiser
Colon as she lay at anchor in the entrance
to Santiago barber.

Hope is still ex-
pressed at the navy department that the
indisposition from which the admiral is
reported to be suffering will be only tem-
porary, and that he will be able to act
on the court.

YOUNG FOSBURGH
NOT GUILTY

Judge Directs Verdict for the Young
Man Tried on the Charge of

Having Killed His Sister.
Plttsfleld, Mass., July 26.—At the

opening of court to-day in the Fosburgh
trial, Judge Stevens instructed the jury
to bring in a verdict of not guilty, and
this was done, ending the trial.

The jurymen did not leave their seats.
The verdict was received with shouts of
applause, which the court immediately
suppressed. The demonstration, however,
was one of the most remarkable that has
ever occurred in a court of justice. Judge
Stevens, in ordering a verdict of acquit-
tal,'said:

Mr. Foreman and Gentlemen—During six
daya we have listened to a painful recital of
one of the saddest tragedies ever presented to
a jury. A beautiful girl, Just budding into
womanhood, was shot down, and her brother
has been accused of the crime. The govern-
ment has endeavored to prove that the girl
was not shot by burglars; it has endeavored
to exclude all other members of the family
from the affair, and, third, to prove that the
shot was fired by her brother, Robert S. Fos-
burgh.

The trial has proceeded somewhat in the
form of an inquest and has been tried with
great pains on the part of the government
and th/s defense. There has been a desire to
obtain proof, and so a great deal of evidence
has been introduced and admitted without
objection which might have been excluded
under the strict rule of the law. I think I
ought also to say to you that it is due to the
chief of police, who has stood behind this
prosecution, that in the view of the court he
has tried to do hia. duty with a single eye to
ascertaining the truth. Now, Mr. Foreman
and gentlemen, a motion has been made that
this case be taken from the jury, and it be-
comes my duty to say to you that in the opin-
ion of the court the government has not fur-
nished proof sufficient to sustain a verdict of
guilty against the defendant; and therefore,
under the direction of the court, in the in-
dictment of Robert S. Fosburgh for killing
his sister, you will return a verdict of not
guilty.

burgh case. The first affldaviC Is
made by Alice Dugan, who says that she
is a housekeeper on East Forty-second
street, this city. She says:

"That a girlnamed Handiside of Spring-
field, Mass., who is living with her now,
told her about three weeks ago, that a
man named Lew Gray and another man
viaited the house of the Fosburghs on the
night of the 19th of August, 1900, and
found a revolver on the table and that he
shot a girl and escaped."

The second affidavit ig made by the
Handiside woman but signed "J. Gray,"
the last name being that of the man with
whom she had been living. She says that
her home is in Springfield, Mass.; that
she was at Springfield on Aug. 19; that she
remained there until Labor Day and came
to New York. On Aug. 19 she met Gray
on Main street, Springfield. He told her
he was going to "make a touch." She
met him again on the 21st, and he told
her that he and a fellownamed Alfred Foy
"did a trick" at a house in Pittsfield; that
he heard a noise in the house and found
a revolver on a table and h© shot at some-
one. He also said that he got a gold
watch and hid it under a large tree at
Warren. He then left.

Washington, July 26.—A man claiming
to be James Gray, formerly of'Union Pier,
Mich., and Chicago, was arrested here
to-day on suspicion of being implicated
in the Fosburgh murder at Pittsfield.
Mass. Gray had just stepped out of jail
after serving fifteen days for stealing a
hat from a hotel when detectives ar-
rested him. Detective Captain Boardman
learned three days ago that Gray was
taking an unusual interest in reports
of the Fospurgh trial and spent much
time in its discussion. Gray told the de-
tectives he was from Indianapolis, but
the authorities there have no trace of
him. To-day he said his father lived
there and he himself had lived at Union
Pier, then- went to Chicago and laterwas employed on a railroad at Cumber-
land, Md.

The crowd lnJJie courtroom, which in-
cluded hundreds of friends of the de-
fendant, broke into loud applause, which
the court immediately quelled by sternly
raising his finger and commanding the
sheriff to see that demonstration was not
repeated.

Robert Stewart Fosburgh, the defend-
ant, was then ordered to stand while the
foreman of the jury was asked: "What
is your verdict?" The reply was "Not
guilty."

Judge Stevens then, in a few words,
expressed his thanks to the jurymen for
their careful consideration of the case
during its presentation to them. Young
Robert Fosburgh was then discharged
from custtflfy and court was adjourned.
The great crowd then rushed as one per-
son to shake the hand of the smiling
young man and it was several minutei
before the courtroom was cleared,

Given a Reception.

Immediately after his discharge, young
Robert Fosburgh, accompanied by the
members of his family, went to the Wen-
dell House, where a reception was held and
where hundreds of people shook hands
with the young man.

As soon as the jury was dismissed the
foreman called them together in his pri-
vate room and for the first time there was
a conference as to what the jurors be-
lieved. Without exception they declared
that they would have returned a verdict
of guilty within fifteen minutes, even had
they not been instructed by the court.
They acknowledged they would have paid
no attention to the exhibits in the case.

While Judge Stevens was speaking to the
Jury, the members of the Fosburgh family,
realizing what hie remarks meant to them.
burst into tears, while the defendant sat
with his head buried, the tears coursing
down his cheeks. When District Attorney
Hammond, who has been the prosecuting
officer in the trial, was asked to make a
statement he said that he thought it
would be improper for him to say anything
at this time, except that from the evidence
submitted the court was fully justified in
taking the case from the jury. He
thought, however, that Chief of Police
Nicholson was fullywarranted in making
the investigation that he did.

King Edward's Revised Title
London, July 26.—1n the house of lords to-day Lord Salisbury, the premier. In-

troduced a bill authorizing King Edward to assume by proclamation within six
months of the adoption of the bill, such title as he may think fitly recognizes his
dominion beyond the seas. The premier added this title would probably be as fol-
lows: "Edward the Seventh, by the Grace of God of the United Kingdom of Great
Britain and Ireland, of British Dominions Beyond the Sea, King, -Defender of the
Faith and Emperor of India."

Uncle Sam's Pin Money
Washington, July 26.—The annual preliminary report of Commissioner of Internal

Revenue Yerkes for the fiscal year ended June 30, 1901, shows that receipts from
all sources of internal revenue for the year aggregated $306,871,669. There was an
increase of $11,555,561 over the receipts for the fiscal year ended June 30, 1900.

The expenses of the bureau for the fiscal year will approximate $4,437,191, and the
percentage of cost of collection will be 1.55, a reduction of .03 in the percentage of
cost of collection as compared with the preceding fiscal year, when the percentage of
cost was 1.58.

Kennan Ordered Out of Russia
St. Petersburg, July 26.—A high Rus-

sian police officer called upon George

Kennan, the American author and lec-
turer, at his hotel Thursday evening, and

informed him he must leave the country
by 10 o'clock this (Friday) evening. Mr.
Kennan was not allowed to leave his
room in the interim, but was courteously
treated.

This action by the Russian authorities

is taken under the law giving the minis-
ter of the interior authority to expel un-
desirable foreigners. The notice served
upon Mr. Kennan characterized him as
untrustworthy politically. He has deliv-
ered lectures in the United States attack-
ing the Russian government. Mr. Ken-
nan has informed the United States min-
itser, Charlemagne Tower, of this action
of the Russian authorities, but has not
asked Mr. Tower to intervene.

CONVENT BURNED
Twenty-nine House* Likewise De-

stroyed In Canada.

Montreal, July 26.—Fire destroyed
twenty-nine houses and one convent at
La Prairie last night. It was near
midnight when the blaze broke ou> in
a frame cottage and quickly spread to
others in the immediate vicinity. The
most important structure burned was the
convent of the congregation of Notre
Dame. The loss is $100,000.

THAT I. S. W. A. ASSESSMENT.
West Superior, Wis., July 26.—At the

meeting at the I. S. W. A. grand lodge
to-day the delegates settled the assess-
ment question which has been up for over
a year now. It was voted that the assess-
ment should be alike for all, instead of the
older members paying the greater part of
it. The matter was given a great deal of
discussion. Reports show a great increase
in the number of members of the order.
