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KING OF TROTTERS

Cresceus Lowers World’s Record,
Making a Mile in 2:02 3-4.

NEVER TOUCHED WITH THE WHIP

The Course Was a Bit Heavy—Crowd
of 10,000 Witness the
Event.

Cresceus, the world's champion trotting
stallion, established a new world's trot-
ting record for both sexes yesterday, at
Cleveland, over an unfavorable track, by
going a mile in 2:02%, thus replacing the
former world’s record of 2:031, held by
The Abbott. Cresceus fairly flew to the
quarter, the .timers’ watches registering
just thirty seconds. In,the back stretch
he was joined by another runner and
reached the half in 1:01. The three-quar-
ters’ pole was reached in 1:31%, and as
the great stallion trotted into the stretch
& runner on either side, his frictionless,
machine-like stride was fairly eating up
the distance. Not once did Ketcham touch
him with the whip. He was urged on to
the finish at a terrible clip solely by the
voice of his driver and the thundering hoot
beats of the accompanying runners.,

The crowd of 10,000 fairly went wild
over the trotting king's performance.

Last week at Detroit, Cresceus trotted
in 2:06% and 2:056 in his race against
Charley Herr, securing the world’s record
mile, and a new world’s record for the
fastest mile ever trotted in a race and
the fastest second heat ever trotted.

Maud S, the former trotting queen, made
her record of 2:08% over the same track,
to a high wheel sulky, which time has
never been ecuzled to a similar hitch.

Sir Thomas Lipton’s Racer Leaves
Gourock for New York.

A GREAT CROWD CHEERS HER

She Is Accompanied by the Erin—Sir
Thomas Makes a
Speech.

Gourock, July 27.—Shamrock II accom-
panied by Erin, sailed at 10:20 o’clock this
morning for New York. Great énthus-
iasm was displayed as the challenger de-
parted .

Captain Sycamore desired to go out
under canvas, and he was favored with
a light easterly wind, sufficient to keep
the flags streaming in the direction the
yvachts had to sail. The challenger cut a
strange figure with her stunted spars ahd
scanty canvas as she lay ready to start.
At 10 o'clock Sir Thomas Lipten .and Mr.
‘Watson, the yacht’'s designer, boarded her;
and a few minutes later the challenger’s
moorings were slipped, her headsails
broken out and Shamrock II, started out
her voyage across the Atlantic. Thousands
of persons®gathered-along the shore.and
on the pier at Gourock and greeted the
yacht’s departure with a great outburst of
cheering, again and again renewed. Hats
and handkerchiefs were waved, guns sa-
luted, and steam whistles and sirens
shrieked. Shamrock’s crew were all mus-
tered on deck and, led by Sir Thomas,
gave a hearty respomse to the greetings.
For miles along the shore crowds occu-
pied every vantage point and the cheers
passed from group to group until the
challenger, with her racing flag at the
masthead and Erin with the stars and
stripes flying at her fore, disappeared
from sight.
