Yachts Were Caught Qut in Fierce
Wind Storm. :

'ONE VERY NARROW ESCAPE

The Breese Capsizes—The Varuna’s
Wild Run Under Bare
Poles,

It was a wild night along shore at Lake
Mihnetonka last night. Fortunately, very
few yachts were caught out in the lake
when it “‘came on to a blow” at 10 o’clock.
So far as heard, only two boats were any
considerable distance from shore- when
the storm struck with all the suddenness
which usually characterizes a squall at
Minnetonka.

The two boats, which ran for cover be-
fore the gale, were the Varuna, Skipper
Theodore Wetmore, and the Breeze, Skip-
per Henry Eustis. Mr. Wetmore had the
forethought to drop his sails and made
a safe landing after as wildly thrilling a
sail as he has ever weathered on the lake.
Mr. Eustis and his sole companion, Albert
Duhme, took desperate chances. They
started for cover under a full head of
sail, capsized, and were rescued with dif-
ficulty.

Tennis Players Were Out.

Both boats started from the Minne-
tonka Ice Yacht clubhouse in St. Louis
Bay for Breezy Point shortly before the
storm broke. The unlucky number must
have had something to do with it again,
for there were just thirteen people on
board the Varuna. Most of the party
were Chicago: tennis players who had .ar-
rived in the morning. In the party were
Mr. and Mrs. Lockett, Miss Eddy and
Messrs. Becker, Baker, Snow, Hill, Beaks,
C. E. French of Chicago, Mr. Thompson of
Minneapolis, Mr. Sabin of St. Paul and
Commodore Wetmore.

There was a steady land breeze from
the northeast, and there was nothing
threatening in the appearance of the few
clouds that obscured the sky. The Var:
was sailed close-hauled as far as' Poin
Lookout. By that time the storm clouds
had commenced to gather. The tempest
was coming up very rapidly. Though the
wind was still light, the sky had such an
ominous look, that the bhoats decided to
run back to the clubhouse ‘while there
was yet time. The Breeze was leading. .

Half a mile from the clubhouse in the
big lake, the wind died down completely
and there came the lull before the storm.

Lightning Was Vivid,

The lightning had become very vivid
by this time, and with the frequent claps
of thunder combined to make everyone on
board uneasy, though all remained cool.

Mr. Wetmore’s weather eye had de-
tected wind in theclouds, He says he
“smelt powder.” The sail was dragging
listlessly to ‘starboard, and with the help
of Mr. French and Mr. Thompson, the
600 feet of canvas was dropped -and
stowed firmly to the boom. It was just
in the nick of time. The sail was scarcely
furled in shipshape before the ‘“wind she
blew like a hurricane.” Under bare poles
the boat ran like a race horse for the
clubhouse, with Mr. Wetmore guiding her
straight as an arrow. She fairly flew over
the big seas which came up quickly, but

danger of capsizing. A safe landing was
made at the clubhouse with the aid of
the attendants and , everyone - got © off
safely.

The Breeze Capsizes.

Not so* the Breeze, which - Mr. Eustis
held up all sright until she struck the
mouth of the bay off Cresthaven. Then
an unusually heavy squall struck the
sloop, under full sail, and over she went.

The two sailors kept their heads, and
promptly climbed up on the center board,
where they held on for dear life, with
the seas washing clear over them.

A Rescuer Rescued.

A clubhouse attendapt promptly put off
in a rowboat to the rescue. He wasn’t a
dozen yards from the clubhouse when the
boat was swamped and the attendant had
to swim back ‘to the island. = He had a
hard time breasting the waves, and was
nearly exhausted when he struck shore.

As the boat drifted nearer the shore at
Carlson’s, Archie Walker succeeded fn
reaching them in a Towboat and rescued
them from their perilous position.

The construction held by this office in re-
gard to the rate of tax on comveyances of
real property is thaf all conveyances where
the consideration or value is $2,500 or 1€ss are
exempt from tax and that amount is to be
deducted from the value of all conveyances
where the consideration or value exceeds
$2,500. Therefore in a conveyance where the
consideration or value was stated to be $5,100,
$2,600 thereof would be taxable at the rate
of 25 cents for each $500 or.fractional part
thereof.

The Board of Control Will Make No
Wholesgle Decapitations.

CIVIL SERVICE IDEA OBSERVED

Heads
Free to Appoint Their Own
Subordinates.

The hungry ones knocking at the door of
the board of control will get small satis-
fuction this year. It is given out cold
that there will be no charges in the
staff of the stafe Institutions, except for
cause,

The board of control act is framed in
the spirit of civil service, and the mem-

bers of the board declare that they in- |

tend observing 'it. All heads of instftu-
tions bave been notified in a circular let-
ter that they will be retained after Aug.
1 until further notice, and that no
changes will be made except for the good
of the state.

As for-'subbrdinate positions, they are
entirely in the hands of the institution
heads. The board fixes the salary list,
but hae, in theory at least, nothing to
say ds to who shall draw the salaries.

The superintendent of each institution
appoints his subordinates, and is re-
sponsible for their conduct and efficiency.

The scheme is susceptible of being
“worked,” of course. The board could
dictate appointments to a large extent,
but will not do so. The board is a finan-
cial clearing house for the state institu-
tions, and not a political machine.

Estimates for the first quarter’s ex-
penses at each institution have been re-
«weived by the board and revised. Every-
thing will be bought "on the basis of
these revised estimates. Contracts for
nearly all articles will be let this week,
as Thursday the new fiscal year and the
new scheme are inaugurated.

FLOUR SHUT 0UT

Minneapolis Millers Receive a Hard
i Blow at Buffalo.

STORAGE CHARGE BOOST DOES IT

Eastern Trade Must Now Deal With
Mills Direct—Campaign of
Education.

Minneapolis millers are being subjected
to no end of inconvenience by the action
of the interstate commerce commission in
coming to the rescue of the Buffalo mills
in the matter of storage charges on flour.
The inconvenience has been carried to the
extent of an abselute abrogation of for-
mer “treaty rights’” regarding the storage
of flour at Buffalo.

Formerly Minneapolis mills kept one-
half miilion or more barrels in storage at
the Pan-American town. This flour await-
ed the demands of the eastern trade at
that point. Now comes the interstate
commerce commission and imposes prohib-
itory tariff rates, affecting the flour and
other wheat products, upon the trunk
lines. The local rates have also been
boosted in a prohibitive way to the dis-
may of the local millers. The result is
they have simply “pulled out” of Buffalo
and will put no more flour off at that town
unless the commission’s action, coupled
with that of the Buffalo mills, is re-
scinded.

Condition Deplorable.

In discusisng the dilemma which con-
fronts them, this morning, @ prominent
miller said:

The whole thing is deplorable, but there is
no-help for us. The eastern trade had come
to regard Buffalo as their flour trading center
as we kept a vast quantity of flour there every
day in the year. But now we are out of it.
The trading must be done with Minneapolis
mills directly. This is inconvenient.

A Way to Even Up.

However, we all maintained expensive of-
fices in Buffalo and we are not disheartened
over the trick that has been turned om us.
We can educate the easterners to remember
the flour town of the world, and we hope to
even up things as soon as this educational
problem is understood throughout the east.

Mrs. Helen Johnson, wife of John John-
son, 827 Eighth avenue S, committed sui-
cide by taking carbolic. acid Saturday
evening.

W. P. & Y'S LINE TO FT. SELKIRK

Extension Will Cost $300,000 and It
Will Require at Least Two
Years.

New Yerk Sun 8peclal Servica
Tacoma, Wash., July 29. — During the
next two years the White Pass & Yukon
railway is to be extended 200 miles, from
White Horse to Fort Selkirk, on the Yu-
kon, 200 miles above Dawson. It will
obviate the necessity of steamers’ passing
through the dangerous Five Finger rap-
ids, where strong steel cables are now in
use lining them up and down. The cost
of the extension will exceed $3,000,000.
President Graves, Vice President New-
ell, Traffic Manager Lee, all Chicago men,
and General Manager Hawkins, are now
at Dawson investigating the swift compe-
tition caused by the combination of the
Lower Yukon Transportation company.
Contractor M. J. Haney has completed a
preliminary survey for the railroad be-
tween Valdez and Eagle. He found a pass
through the Copper river mountains, the
highest altitude of which is 2,400 feet, or
400 feet less than that of White Pass.
The road will be between 450 and 500 miles
long. Haney figures he ecan build it in
two years, working from both ends.

ADDING A THIRD RAIL

Burlington Rushing Things on the
B. H. & Ft. P. Road.

Lead, 8. D., July 29.—The Burlington
company has put to work 160 men on the
Black Hills & Fort Pierre narrow gauge
road between this city and Englewood. ‘A
third rail will be put on to make the road
standard gauge. In some places it will
be necessary to change curves and grades
in order to make it possible for the stand-
ard gauge cars to enter the city. It is
reported here that the price paid for the
sixty miles of track, rolling stock, etc.,
by the Burlington company, was about
$1,000,000. For the present, there will be
no change in the schedule of trains.

G. W. Holdredge, general manager of
the Burglington company states that there
will be an electric system on the Dead-
wood-Central line between this city and
Deadwood, before many months. Traims
will be run every twenty minutes instead
of hourly as at present. There is little
doubt that the city council of Lead will
grant the franchises for the right-of-way
through Main street for an extension of
the Deadwood-Central narrow gauge,
which will then connect with the Fort
Pierre road in the western portion of the
city. The passenger dépot for both lines
will be moved to a more central part of
the city.
