Just the Same, Soldiers Liked the
Flannel Shkm.

GENERAL CHAFFEE ORDERS COATS

Returned Volunteers Say This Order
May or May Not Infliet
a Hardship.

Lieutenant Donald F. Fitzgerald says
that General Chaffee’s order that the
troops under his charge in the Philip-
pine islands shall wear their coats but-
toned everywhere outside of the barracks
will work a hardship to the men if it re-
fers to the heavy blue uniforms, and that
it will not if it refers to either the khaki
or drill blouses. This coupled with the
direction to the officers to wear khaki
for all duty and swords when actively
commanding”the lieutenant believes to be
sort of a bracing up order after the long
service in the fleld. The men became
slouchy in their habits because of the re-
laxing of dress regulations while in thg
field.

General Chaffee was moved to issue the
order when he found at Manila a great
variety of uniforms and much laxity.
‘When in action or on a reconnoitér even
the officers cast aside their swords and
wore the typical blue shirt of the army.
Comfort was the first requisite, but the
cocmmanding officer will not allow the
practice to be carried into city life.

Lieutenant Fitzgerald says that the
Thirteenth soldiers on duty in Manila al-
ways wore the white drill uniforms but-
toned up before.

““The khaki,”” said he, “is about the
same texture as unbleached cotton and the
men wore them while on police duty or
during drill and were comfortable. I
think this rule was already in existence.
The men have become lax from field duty
where it is not necessary to have strict
dress, and General Chaffee is simply get-
ting back to the rule again.”

In regard to the blue shirt which Gen-
eral Chaffee’s order puts out of use in the
city Lieutenant Fitzgerald says: “For
wear and heavy work notking compares
with the blue shirt; it protects from the
cold and is cool in the direct rays of the
sun. I have been soaked through while
wearing one and have suffered no evil
effects. I have still my blue shirt and
think a good deal of it. But it is not a
good-looking garment for city life.

“Our regiment wore the khaki at Lake-
view last week where it is just as hot as
in Manila, although the atmosphere was
not as dry, and the men were very com-
fortable. If General Chaffee’s order re-
fers to the white or kbaki uniforms it is
all right.”

“MEN FROM MOSCOW

They Are Here to Investigate the
City Water System.

THEY VIEW THE BIG RESERVOIR

No One Points With Pride to the
Lower Pum_plng' Station,
However.

Three prominent Russians, two of them
direct from Moscow, reached Minneapolis
this morning, and are engaged to-day, un-
der the direction of J. T. Fanning, in
an investigation of the Minneapolis water

system. The party consists of K. K. Bar-.

soff, who manages the water distribution
of Moscow; V. V. Oldenberger, a water
works machinery manufacturer of that
city, and Paul Killduchesky, an electrical
engineer of New York city. -

The trio are under instructions from
the municipal government of Moscow to
investigate the water systems of the cities
of the United States and to report a plan
for the enlargement of the Moscow water
system. They visited the reservoir and
the Camden Place pumping station this
morning.

EVIDENCE IS PUBLISHED

Anonymous Letter in the Gjertsen
Case Made Public.

This will be the fateful day for
the Trinity Norwegian Lutheran church
and for the pastor, Rev. M. Falk Gjertsen.
It is belleved that this evening an
investigation of his conduct in Norway
will be ordered. It is even possible that
the evidence sent here from Norway may
be considered and the matter disposed of
then and there. That Mr. Gjertsen has
lost many of his stanchest supporters is
generally known and it is belleved that
his days as pastor of Trinity are num-
bered.

A local Norwegian weekly reproduces
what is alleged to be a copy of the
famous letter to Mrs. Hsther Paulson.
The letter is full or words and terms of
endearment and fairly glows with love
and passion.

A secret meeting of the deacons of the
church was held last evening, but what
they did regarding the case, if anything,
has not been revealed.

ARRESTS MAY FOLLOW

“The Letter to Esther” May Make
Trouble for Publishers.

The attention of the postal authorities
has been called to this week’s number of
Nye Normanden, a local populist weekly,
containing the anonymous letter which
is the most important document in the
evidence sent from Norway to be used
against Rev. Falk Gjertsen. If the letter
is & fraud, neither party could have a
cause for action, as it is neither addressed,
dated nor signed, and the heading “The
Letter to Esther—according to report not
written by a clergyman to a Jewess,” is
the only clue given by the paper to its
readers. Still this is all sufficient.

‘Whether the letter is a copy of the orig-
inal or not, is immaterial to the postal
authorities and it is understood that they
hold that it comes within the federal
statute prohibiting the sending of obscene
and indecent matter through the mails.

Arrests are looked for either to-day or
to-morrow if the federal authorities hold
 that the letter is obscene within the

meaning of the law.

NO MORE SMALLPOX

The ¢Epidemic”’ Is to Be Declared
Off Formally.

ONLY ONE CASE IN QUARANTINE

Medical Men Praise the Skill With
Which Disease Has Been Han-
dled This Year.

It will be only a few days now until the
smalpox ‘“‘epidemic” in Minenapolis,
which the public generally had forgotten
all about, will be officially declared to be
at an end. There is but one patient left
at the quarantine hospital and he will
be out by the last of this week. No new
cases have developed in the past ten
days, and Health Commissioner Hall be-
lieves the trouble is all over for this year.
He thinks it natural to look for a recur-
rence of the disease, probably in a milder
form toward the end of the year.

There have been 299 cases diagnosed as
smallpox in Minneapolis since Jan. 1,
and but one death, The disease was of
even milder type than that of the previ-
ous year, when there were 406 cases and
thirteen deaths.

Of the cases this year 129 were of the
confluent type. That the disease is un-
mistakably smallpox Dr. Hall believes is
amply proved by the fact that the milder
cases mingled freely with the more ser-
ious ones and there was not a single
case of infection from the latter. There
were thirty-six people held at the de-
tention ward on suspicion and only three
of these came down with the disease.
The longest period of quarantine was
forty-two days.

It is the universal testimony of local
medical men that the epidemic was han-
dled with consumate skill and vigor by
the health department this year, and to
this fact as well as to the fine facilities
afforded by the new quarantine station for
the sequestration of patients is attributed
the marked falling off in the number of
cases the year preceding.

State Institution Heads Meet Board
of Control Members.

A PLAN OF WORK IS OUTLINED

Superintendents Are to Be Placed on
a Common Baxis so Far as
Possible.

The state board of control and the super-
intendents of twelve state institutions
held a long conference this morning at the
state capital.

valuable information exchanged. The
board’s idea of quarterly conferences was
heartily indorsed. The following heads of
institutiops attended: g

Dr. H. A.- Tomlinson, St. Peter hospital;
Dr. A. F. Kilbourne, Rochester hospital; Dr.

President Leavitt explained to .the offi-
cials that ihe board expected to save
money by economy in the purchase of sup-
plies and the management of the institu-
tions, but that the financial feature was
only a small part of its functions, It
would look after the general welfare of
the inmates.

Will Hold Heads Responsible.

The board found, on taking up the work,
that in some institutions there was a di-
vided responsibility. It had decided that
in the future only one person will he held
responsible for the conduct of each insti-
tution. The superintendents have already
been given to understand that they will
keep their places. President Leavitt re-
peated that there would be only one rea-
son for removal, charges preferred and
proved.

Mr. Leavitt stated it as the judgment
of the board that-employment should be
furnished for all inmates as far as pos-
sible, even at a financial loss. He re-
quested the superintendents to keep an
accurate account during tbhe next quarter
of all profit and loss from home manu-
factures.

Common Basis of Estimates.

The superintendents were asked to get
together in making their estimates, so as
to have uniformity in the grades and
brands of articles to be bought. The
board has noticed great differences in the
number of pounds of food per capita con-
sumed. In some cases the consumption (_)f
certain articles reaches an amount detri-
mental to health. The superintendents
were asked- to furnish opinions omn this
question. How far is the state justified
in providing luxuries for the table and in
furnishing, beyond those customary among
the so-called middle class of society?

The superintendents were requested to
select two of their number to .assist the
board in letting contracts for supplies
within a few days, when the samples have
all arrived. They were asked to pur-
chase all goods bought locally by com-
petitive bids, as far as possible.

WORK GOES A-BEGGING

RUSH FOR THE HARVEST FIELDS

It Leaves a Shortage in the City-—
Factories Find Themselves
Hampered.

The servant girl shortage which irou-
bles the housewives is not to be compared
with the scarcity of laboring men to carry
on various industries. The steady depar-
ture of men for the harvest flelds of the
Dakotas continues. From fifty to seventy-
five are shipped every day by each of the
different employment agencies. This
eagerness of laboring men to get out in
the country has produced a condition in
Minneapolis which has not existed for
years. Said H. S. Birch of the National
Employment company to-day:

I have been in the business here twenty
years, and never before have I received an
order from the flour mills for men. Last week
one of the big firms asked me for help.

During these twenty years I have never
before struck a time when I couldn’t supply
my customers. I have been told by a rail-
road official who has returned from Ender-
lin, S. D., that the country cannot be over-
stocked up there. But I am pushing the
railroad work and shipping men daily. I
have an order for twenty men for work here
in town and cannot supply it.

Mr. Birch has an order for the Halvor-
son-Richards company for work on the
Bemidji extension of the Northern Pacific.
It calls for 100 men at $2.25 wigh board at
$4; for the same firm fifty men are wanted
for surfacing and steel relaying. Free
transportation will be given and no fee
will be charged. Fifty men are also
wanted for the same contractors at St.
Croix Falls at $2. McIntosh Brothers want
fifty men at Winona; free transportation
and no fee. The agency cannot flil these
orders at present.

Julius Johnson of the Flour City Em-
get men for
North Dakota. Men want to go but they
ask prices that farmers cannot afford
to pay. He also has an order for men for
work in the city at $1.75 and $2 a day,
with board, and cannot fill it. ‘Mr. John-
son says that green men, just over, un-
able to speak English, will point to the $5
jobs advertised for experienced men and
deml:nd that they be shipped for that
work.

THE NEW TAX LEVY

County Auditor Scott Discusses Its
Problems.

il

CAUSES OF COUNTY INCREASE

Difficulty and Complexity of the
Problem to Be Solved by the
Board of Tax Levy.

To the Editor of The Journal.

Your editorial of July 24 headed “An
Unwarranted Increase’ brings to the
front a matter is great importance to the
citizens and taxpayers of Hennepin coun-
ty. Within a few weeks the board of

tax levy will meet for the purpose of de-

termining the amount of taxes to be
ing year. That board is composed of the
following officials: County audltor, presi-
dent of the school board, president of the
park board, chairman of county commis-
sioners, the mayor, the. city controller
and the chairman of the ways and means
committee of the city council. When it
meets, the different departments of the
city will' present ‘to it their respective
claims and upon it will devolve the neces-
sity of determining between the im-
portant and unimportapt and of de-
termining such amount which it will be
possible for the city and county to do
business upon for another year.
preliminary to that meeting, the. board
of county commissioners has prepared
the statement of its necessities which was
the subject of the criticism contained in
the article referred to. That statement
is based for the most part upon the actual
expenditures of the county for the six
months ending June 30, 1901. More than
half of the amount, including such items
as interest on bonds, sinking fund,
salaries fixed by law, court expenses, etc.,
are items over which the board of county
commissioners has no control. It is true
that the preliminary estimate calls for
an increase of about $14,000 over the ap-
propriations for the current year. An
examination of all the items included in
the total and a comparison thereof with
the corresponding items of expenditures
for this year will show that reductions
have been made in certain departments
aggregating about $21,000. On the other
hand, other items have been increased
and new items added which make the
total about $454,000. Included in that
amount are items such as the following:

Elections

Several of these items it is obvious can-
not be eliminated. Provision must be
made for elections and for the care of
contagious diseases. As to the other itens
it may be a question whether they ought
to be included at all or whether the
amounts/asked for are excessive. The
board, by including them in its estimate,
has put itself on record in their favor to
the amount stated. But it goes without
saying that if the other boards having the
expenditure of public funds will make pub-
lic in advance the estimates which they
propose to present to the board of tax
levy, much good can be accomplished by a
public discussion and comparison of the
merits of claims made in behalf of differ-
ent departments.

The board of tax levy is compelled to
view the subject from two points of view:
One, that of the taxpayer, tnxious to
keep the levy at its lowest possible limit;
the other, that of the citizen and resi-
dent, anxious to secure for himself and
fellow residents'the greatest advantages
possible to one living in a city like ours.
It thus becomes: a’' matter of give and
take between the different departments
and the citizens. interested in special fea-
tures of our munieipal life. .

Is the bicyclist willing to forego the ex-
penditure of $3;000 on county paths in
order to help meet the expenses of heat-
ing and lighting the new city hall? Are
the claimants of the inheritance tax re-
fund willing to postpone their claims in
order that the county may construct new
iron bridges and culverts? Are the sum-
mer residents at Lake Minnetonka willing

to forego the removal of dangerous reefs .3

and the making of other improvements
about the lake the lake in order that the
bieyclists may have greater facilities for
traveling about the county?

These are questions which arise upon
the statement of the board of county com-
missioners alone. When we come to in-
clude the other boards, the question be-
comes a much larger one. There are cer-
tain matters of superior importance, to the
city, notably that of securing an improved
water supply. The full completion of the
new city hall and the necessary expenses
attendant upon its operation is constantly
before us. Just at present the necessity
for improved bathing facilities seems im-
perative. Are we willing to forego im-
proved bathing facilities, the completion of
the city hall, the extension of paving and
improvements of city streets in order that
the largest possible amount of money may
be obtained for the. installation of an im-
proved water supply system?

TheJournal and other pepers can
render the city great service by publish-
ing in advance the estimates of the several
boards and inviting and pursuing the pub-
lic discussion of some of the questions
herein suggested. After the 9th day of
September there will be no occasion for
further discussion so far as the tax levy
for the year 1901 is concerned. Both from
the standpoint of the taxpayer and the
citizen the matter will then be closegl for
another year. And if, on the one hand,
the tax rate is to be kept at a low level,
or, on the other, our city is to have those
improvements of which there is absolute
need, it behooves us for the next few
weeks to give careful and considerate at-
tention to this matter.

I apprehend that none of the boards
which will present their estimates to the
board of tax levy have any personal in-
terest therein. They aim cnly to make
their respective departments as efficient
as possible within the limits of expendi-
tures granted to them by the board of tax
levy.

It is but matural that each board should
think its own necessities most imperative.
I do not doubt that they will all welcome
public discussion and do all in their powef
to make it intelligent and timely by fur-
nishing statements in advance, as has
been done by the board of county commis-
sioners.

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IN BARRY’S DEFENSE

Taint of Insanity Is Expected to
Save Him.

ERWIN’S OPENING STATEMENT

State Retells the Story of the Mur-
der and Rests Its Case Rather
Suddenly.

Special to The Journal.

Langdon, N. D., July 3).—The state has
rested in the Barry case, its last witness
leaving the stand at the close of yester-
day afternoon’s session. The defense
opened at the morning session to-day with
Attorney Erwin’s statement of the case to
the jury. The appearance of the widely
known criminal lawyer was met with a
crowd of spectators that packed the court-
room to the doors.

His prefatory remarks based the defense
as one of insanity and intimated that
Barry himself would take the stand. Much
was said of the taint of insanity in the
ancestory of the Barry family, two broth-
ers and a sister being among relatives of
the defendant that have spent much time
in insane asylums. Before closing the
attorney pictured the household of Barry
in the last few days before the crime,
and gave an insight of what may be looked
for in the testimony brought in by the
defense.

Non-expert evidence is to be given by
some ten witnesses, also several deposi-
tions from relatives of Barry in Ontario,
both sides have yet in reserve their insan-
ity expert testimony which will occupy
two days. The defense expects to reach
the close of their side by Friday.

‘With the rebuttal and closing arguments
by the attorneys it will easily be the
middle of next week before the case is
glven to the jury. -

Barry’s Confession.

Leslie McCullough told the story of the
murder as he heard it from Barry's lips
in a drug store at Milton. He quoted
Barry as saying:

The; witness then went on to relate how
Barry told of the killing. Barry had
first asked Mellem whether he would
rather be killed by the rope or by the
knife, and the latter replied: “If I have
to die it doesn’t make very much differ-
ence.”

The rope was first resorted to and he
tried for fifteen minutes to hang Mellem,
but his hand gave out, and evidently afraid
that he would get the worst of the mix-
up, he drew the knife, gave Mellem five
minutes to pray at which time he heard
Mellem say “Lord help me,” and at 9:10
the murder was committed.

This witness was followed by T. W.
Cox, who gave substantially the same evi~
dence as McCullough, relating the above
story as it was told to him by the
witness.

Andrew Morken is a cousin of the deal
man Mellem, and the only relative he had
in this country. He has resided in the
vicinity of Milton for the past eighteen
vears. There was a commotion in the
courtroom when his name was called and
everyone seemed anxious to get a look
at him, he being in a sense the represen-
tative in this trial for the murdered
man. His memory was very clear and
his evidence strikingly impressive.

He related how he had come into Mil~
ton about 10 o’clock on the day of the
tragedy on response to a notification sent
by Barry and of his meeting the latter at
the hotel in Milton. As soon as Barry
saw him he said, “Well Andrew it is a
sad affair.” “Well,” sald the witness,
“I guess it is.”

At this point the state rested its case,
The evidence of experts as to Barry’s
sanity will probably be the ground work
of the defense, as no denial has been
