There also were contests for
smaller yachts, the two fast schooners,
Quizetta and Elmina, being pitted against
each other in the schooner class, Rainbow
and Virginia in the seventy-foot class for
slops, and Hester, Isolde and Ellen in the
smaller sloop class, while the yawl class
was represented by the very best of the
large type, Vigilant, Navahoe and Ailsa.

The early morning showed many signs
of a good yachting day. The sky was
clear, the air light and invigorating, while
from out of the northwest a fine breeze
was blowing.

New York Sun Special Service

New York, Aug. 1.—A tale ecirculated
among yachtsmen here is that Thomas W.
Lawson has promised his crew $100,000 if
Independence defeats Constitution and
Columbia. Constitution being out of the
races, it is declared that the offer holds
for the defeat of Columbia alone in the
present series. This extraordinary
amount of race money would give each
member of the crew about $2,000, some-
thing worth working for.

The yachtsmen on the Independent say
that their boat is in much better trim
than when it last raced here. Columbia,
members of the yacht club concede, is a
‘better boat just now than Constitution,
and there is a general feeling that Colum-
bia will prove to be better than Independ-
ence in to-day’s race, no matter what the
weather conditions are.
