the: midsummer berries.

In this delightful group.we have the rasp-
berry, blackberry, dewberry, blueberry and
huckleberry. These, like the strawberry, ex-
cel in flavor when allowed to choose their
native heath, though the blackberry increases
in size and luxuriousness under cultivation.
The blackberry does not reach the full flavor
and sweetness until it is dead ripe and ready
to fall from "the bush; consequently the mar-
ket berry gives us but a poor idea of what
our country cousins enjoy who gather the
berries fresh from the bramble or trailing low
bush.

The huckleberry loves old pastures and
rocky, barren hillsides, while the blackberry
and raspberry reach the perfection of
sweetness and juiciness in the shadow and
moist coolness of the wild tangle of bush
and vine along the quiet counfry road or
shady brook.

The blueberry grows larger and Juicier than
its litte dark cousin, the huckleberry, and
has smaller seeds.
•The black raspberry, like the blackberry,

seeks the cooler, shady nooks, and has a
spicier flavor than the red raspberry. But
all are alike good and to be enjoyed in many
ways, either fresh or converted into desserts
or conserves.

Blackberries have very distinct medical
properties, and should be used freely in Au-
gust and September, when they can be ob-
tained in good condition.

Blackberry Flummery.

Stew the berries until soft, sweeten to taste
and thicken with a little corn starch wet
with the juice; stir into the boiling berries,
and when it thickens pour it into small cups
or molds that have been rlnseti with cold wa-
ter. When cold, serve with cream and sugar.

Blackberry Cheese.

This is nice for afternoon tea or picnic
sandwiches. To a pound of berries add three-
quarters of a pound of sugar, and cook until
it is thick enough to cut into slices when
cold. Pour into a small, oblong porcelain
or glass mold. Cut in thin slices and place
between two thin slices of buttered bread; a
few chopped nuts sprinkled over the berries
is very nice.

Blackberry Shortcake.

Measure three cups of sifted flour; add a
teaspoonful of salt and three teaspoonfuls
of baking powder; sift together twice. Then
rub into the flour with a spatula or flexible
knife a scant half cup of butter; wet with
sufficient milk to make a soft dough that
will spread out easily. Butter two pans and
spread the dough out on them, smoothing
with the knife. Bake in a quick oven from
twenty to twenty-five minutes. When done,
put together with sugared blackberries that
have been standing for some time. Put ber-
ries on top and dust with powdered sugar
and heap more berries around the base of tho
cake. Serve with cream.

Blackberry Sponge.

Put half a box of gelatine to soak in half a
cup of cold water until soft; then pour over
it one pint of boiling water; add half a cup

of sugar and stir until dissolved. Then add a
cup of blackberry juice and strain all through
thin, coarse muslin into a basin set oa
cracked ice; stir occasionally, and as soonas it begins to thicken beat to a stiff froth
and add the stiffly beaten whites of foureggs. Turn into a mold that has been rinsed
with cold water and set away to get firm.
Serve with solf-boiled custard, flavored with
orange or vanilla.

Blackberry Pudding.

Beat three eggs without separating,, until
light, then add two cups of milk. Sift 3ftcups of flour with three teaspoonfuls of bak-
ing powder and half a teaapoonful of salt.
Stir the milk and eggs into the flour and
beat to a smooth batter; then add a table-
spoonful of melted butter and a pintof black-
berries, well floured/ stir into the pudding
until well mixed, then turn into a greased
pudding mold; cover closely to keep out
moisture and stand on a ring in a kettle of
boiling water; do not have the water deep
enough to boil over the mold. Keep boiling
continuously for three hours. Serve as sooa
as done, with hard or fruit sauce. Thi«
pudding can be baked in a moderately hot
oven.

Raspberry Mousse.
Sweeten a pint of good, thick cream with

three tablespoonfuls of powdered sugar and
beat in two-thirds of a cup of strained rasp-
berry juice Set the bowl of cream in cracked
ice and whip to a stiff froth; when all the
cream is whipped turn it into a mold; cover
very closely to keep out the salt and water,
and bury it in cracked ice and salt for three
hours. Serve with white sponge cake.

Put a pint of raspberries through a coars*
sieve to remove the seeds; then put into
a double boiler over the fire; when hot add
2% tablespoonfuls of farina moistened in a
little milk; add a pinch of salt and stir until
the farina is clear, then cover and steam
for half an hour. Turn into molds and serve
cold for breakfast with cream.

Raspberries and Rice.
Boil half a pound of rice in a large quan-

tity of salted water rapidly for five minutes;
then drain and put into a double boiler with
a pint of milk and two tablespoonfuls of
sugar. Cook, stirring occasionally, until the
milk is absorbed. Pack into a buttered
border mold and set on ice to get thoroughly
cold, then turn out on a platter; nil the
center with raspberries; make a cupful of
very rich syrup, with raspberry juice and
sugar, and when cold pour this, a little at
a time, over the rice until it is all absorbed.
Then heap whipped (ream on top of the ber-
ries and garnish the base of the rice mold
with fine, large berries.

Raspberry Mould.

Blueberry Roll.

Make a regular biscuit dough and roll
out into a square, having the dough a quar-
ter of an Inch thick. Spread with the berries
and sugar them lightly. Do not have the
berries come too near the edge of the dough,
or they will roll out., Now roll the dough
as you would a jellycake roll. Then fold it
In a, cloth, leaving room for it to swell.
Place in a steamer and cook for an hour.
Serve with any kind of pudding sauce.
