RAIN LODGES THE GRAIN

MORE COMPLAINTS IN NO. DAKOTA

Harvesting Set Back a Few Days—
Yields and Conditions in
Various Localities.

Specials to The Journal.

Grafton, N. D., Aug. 10.—This section
has been visited by a drenching rain. It!
is exceedingly untimely as it has stopped
all harvesting, lodged the grain in many
places and makes the ground very soft.

Grand Forks, N. D., Aug. 10.—Reports
recelved to-day state that grain is badly
lodged in many localities. There will be
some loss, but it is not expected to be
very heavy.

Morris, Minn., Aug. 10.—A hard rain fell
over Stevens county Thursday night and
stopped stacking and threshing for a
while. It was invaluable to the corn and
late flax. The corn never looked so well
as now.

Parkston, N. D., Aug. 10.—The heaviest
rain of the season fell Thursday night.
There was over two Inches of water which
practically insures a fine crop of corn.

Alexandria, Minn., Aug. 10.—A good
shower of raln Thursday night and cool
and cloudy Friday. A hail storm passed
over the southeastern part of the county
this week but as there was no wind very
little damage was dcne,

Iowa Falls, Iowa, Aug. 10.—A drenching
rain in this section yesterday morning did
an untold amount of good to crops and
will help out the corn crop wonderfully.

Osceola, Wis.,, Aug. 10.—A copious rain
has fallen in this part of Polk county. It
will be the saving of many thousands of
dollars to the farmers, as potatoes and
corn were commencing to suffer.

Slayton, Minn., Aug. 10.—Threshing has
begun here. Wkeat is badly shrunken
and the yield light. Oats and barley are
average crops, and recent rains will bring
the corn crop up to an average yield. Po-
tatoes are almost a failure.

Fergus Falls, Minn., Aug. 10.—A little
threshing has been done in this vicinity
and the first new wheat was received to-
day. It was somewhat shrunkem and
graded Ne. 2 northern. One farmer in the
town of Western reports a yield of forty
bushels of oats an acre and fifteen bushels
of wheat.

Finley, N. D., Aug. 10.—Harvest is about
to commence in earnest. Some early
pieces of wheat have been cut and a large
acreage of the earlier ripening grains is
now in shock. The flax crop is going to
turn out much better than was expected.

Sherbrooke, N. D., Aug. 10.—Crop condi-
tions in this (Steele) county are very
favorable. Wheat will be a good yield,
but not as large as expected. Oats and
barley are fine. Corn, of which there is a
largely increased acreage, is the finest in |
the histery of the county. Flax is im-
proving. Millet excellent. Hay is pleati-
ful, and imnmense quantities have been put
up. Potatoes are extra good and promise
a large yicld. Some binders have been
started, but the harvest will not be gen-
eral hefore next week.

Willmar, Minn., Aug. 10.—John Dokken,
of the town of Burbank, finished threshing
this week and had only six bushels of
wheat to the acre. It graded No. 3. Other
reports from the same town are discour-
aging. About ten bushels to the acre is
reported from the vicinity of Kirkhoven
and all No. 2 grade. Norway Lake has a
good crop. The first wheat threshed and
marketed in Willmar was by 0. B. Glar-
um. He has threshed about 1,200 bushels,
grading No. 2. M. O. Sletten, residing in
the north part of the township, has fin-
ished ihreshing with a yield of twelve
bushels an acre. Threshers report the
quality of flax as good, with an average !
of about ten bushels. All threshing will |
commence by the first of next week.

Brainerd, Minn., Aug. 10.—The acreage
in Crow Wing is greatly increased this |
vear and a larger crop will be harvested
than ever before. Oats-is really the larg-

. est crop this year, although there is a

very fair acreage of wheat.

GENERAL TRADE GOOD

Relief Because the Position of Par-
ties to the Strike Is Known,

New York, Aug. 10.—R. G. Dun & Co.’s
weekly review of trade says:

There is no complaint from any part of
the country over the volume of current |
distribution of merchandise, and what hesi-
tation is observed in general trade is chiefly
due to the uncertainty as to the duration
of the labor troubles in the steel manu-
factures. Collections continne good, better
weather has helped the agricultural classes,
money is easy and stocks of merchandise
carried are not above the average for this
season of the year, particularly in the west
and southwest.

Relief is felt in all departments of the
iron and steel industry now that uncertainy
is ended and the position of the contestants
made clear. Now the issue must be deter-
mined permanently, and a settled condition
will greatly facilitate operations.. Structural,
wire and plate mills are not affected, and
the production of rails will not be materially
curtailed. Supplies of bars and tubes will
be restricted, and quotations in these lines
tend to follow the advance already secured
for sheets and hoops.

A bad feature is the increased importation
of tin plate, which had been manufactured
in sufficient quantity to about meet the do-
mestic demand, 1mports in the last fiscal
year being valued at cnly $3,770,062, against
$35,746,920 ten years ago. Purchasers of many
forms of finished steel are showing much
eagerness to place coutracts, while, on the
other hand, pig iron is in less urgent request.

RAILROAD RUMBLES.

RATES WON'T DO

Judge Carland’s Decision in South
Dakota Maximum Rate Case.

Judge John E. Carland of'the United
States court in South Dakota, has decided
the South Dakota maximum rate case
against the railway comisisoners. He
holds that the schedule of rates for freight
and passengers, fixed by the commission,
is unconstitutional, as it conflicts wit
the letter of the constitution in that it
would operate to take the property of a
railroad without just compensation or due
process of law, and deprive it‘of the pro-
tection of the law.

It is held that the schedule adopted by
the railroad commission would not af-
ferd rallroads reasonable compensation for
service performed and the present rail-
road commissioners and their successors,
agents, etc., are perpetually enjoined and
restrained from putting into effect or at-
tempting or claiming to put into effect a
schedule of freight and passenger rates
adopted by the board.

It is ordered that the railroad company
recover of the commissioners its costs to
be taxed, together with its disbursements
necessarily incurred.

Judge Carland further decides that when
circumstances have changed so that rates
adopted in the schedule shall yield the
railroad company reasonable compensation
for service performed, the board of rail-

road commissioners can apply to his court |

by supplemental bill or otherwise for fur-
ther order in that behalf.

FLOUR RATES FIRMER

Local Freight Men Cancel All Cuat

Rate Contraects.

The result of the meeting of the flour
committee of the local traffic associa-
tion yesterday was an agreement to can-
cel all cut rate contracts on flour at once.
Whether this will be done or not is the
question that is interesting railroad men
and flour shippers. It is the testimony
of railroad men that the agreements are
going from bad to worse as far as their
effectiveness goes.

An element in the situation which
promises firmer rates in flour is the
shortage of cars. 'This is not improving.
There is no disposition to make induce-
ments for business when the roads are
behind on their car orders to the extent
of from 100 to 200 per day. One of the
roads expects 2,000 new cars to be ready
for use this month and next, but esti-
mates that the new supply will not entire-
ly ease the situalion on its line.

WILL MEET SO0 RATE

Chicago Lines Come to the One-Cent- |

a-Mile Figure for G. A. R,

The Chicago lines, at a meeting held
Yesterday, decided to meet the rate of 1
cent per mile to the G. A. R. encampment
made by the Soo. General Passenger
Agent Callaway, of the Soo, has declined
to grant the request of the Western asso-
ciation to cut down the time limit on
summer tourist tickets, which are now
good until Oct. 31.

Railroad Officials Amused.

New York, Aug. 10.—The Canadian railway
managers find an element of humor in the
proceedings entered against them before the
interstate commerce commission by the Na-
tional Hay associatioun, says the Montreal cor-
respondent of the Times. The roads affected
are the Canadian Pacific, Grand Trunk and
Canada Atlantic and an inquiry is at present
being held by the government into the
charges of Canadian farmers that their rates
are too high. At the same time,” said G.
M. Bosworth, freight traffic manager of the
Canadtan Pacific, “‘procedings are bzing taken
against us by the interstate commerce com-
mission because our rates for carrying hay
;md'straw into the United States are too
ow.””

N. P. Crop Estimates.

The Northern Pacific crop report estimates
an average yield of wheat for Minnesota at
from 15 to 20 bushels; cats at 25 bushels and
barley and flax at ‘“‘good.”” East of Perham,
Minn., nearly all of the crops have been
harvested and threshing is in progress in
many places. North Dakota flax wili yield
from 7 to 10 bushels to the acre.

Secret Contracts Not Filed.

Confidential reports of all of the cut freight
contracts for the benefit of competing roads
are not being filed by all of the western lines.
The agreement to file these reports was made
at a recent meeting of Chicago traffic officials.
The time limit has, therefore, been extended
until Aug. 12. It is known that some of the

The Canadian Pacific yesterday landed 3,000
laborers from eastern Canada at Winnipeg for
work in the harvest flelds.

The Northern Pacific contemplates an ex-
tension from its James river branch in North
Dakota to the state asylum. It will be two
miles in length.

By an injunction granted at Carson City,
Nev., the Oregon Short, Line is restrained
from interfering in any way with the San
Pedro company (the Senator Clark road), on
the line in Lincoln county, Nevada.

WHERE THE SENATORS STAND

Eddy Opposed to Parks From Agri-
cultural Lands—Lumbermen
Withdraw Opposition.

Cass Lake, Minn., Aug. 10.—The efforts
of the people of Cass Lake and Walker
to bring about the opening of the reser-
vation are already bringing returns. The
resolutions adopted at a joint meeting of
the Commercial Club of this place and
the Industrial Association of Walker were
published in every paper in the north-
west, including many magazines. ' Several
of the Minnesota congressmen have writ-
ten personal letters to A, G. Bernard,
president of the Cass Lake Commercial
Club, indorsing the resolutions and agree-
ing that something should be done. One
of the drawbacks has been the attitude
of the lumbermen, who apparently did
not want the lands thrown open and the
pine disposed of. It is now said the two
largest lumber companies operating in
Minnesota are desirous that the pine be
sold, and, if this is true, it is more than
likely that congressional action will be
taken in the matter. Following are let-
ters received by Mr. Bernard:

From Senator Clapp—Yours, containing
copy of joint resolutions, received, and the
same will receive due consideraticn. This
whole matter has got to be taken up and
something done with it. The difficulty so
far has been, s near as I can get at it, to get
every one to work along some one line. I
had expected to be up and see you before this,
but it seems as though something happens
every day to prevent, but I shall certainly
come up before very long.

From Senator Nelson—Your favor of the
i]st, inclosing copy of a resolution favoring
the opening of the Chippewa reservation, 1s
Iat hand. Early last spring, just before leav-
|ing Washington, I

had a Personal interview
with the secretary of the interior and urged
upon him to open all the land on the Chip-
pewa reservation which is suitable for agri-
cultural purposes to homestead settlement.
Since my return here (Alexandria), in April,
I wrote him a very urgent letter on the same
subject. I shall do all I can %o aid your
people in the premises. I believe all the land
which is suitable for agricultural purposes
should be thrown open to homestead settle-
ment at as early a day as possible.

i beer surveyed and examined. My theory in
| regard to the agricultural lands is this: That
! every pressure ought to be brought to bear
ion the Minnesota delegation in congress and
on the secretary of the interior and president
{ of the United States to open all the sur-
veyed and examined agricultural lands at the
earliest possible date. The secretary of the
interior may also offer for sale, under the
provisions of the Nelson law, all the pine
lands, but I am satisfied that the present
! secretary will never do this, as he is strongly
| opposed to the terms and provisions of that
i legislation, and I think he is correct in this
| position.
{ While the Nelson law, at the time of its
passage, was the most sensible piece of pub-
lic land legislation ever put on the statute
books, it does not exactly meet the conditions
of the present time. My theory is that the
pine timber on these reservations ought to
be sold on the bank scale, under sealed bids,
to the highest bidder for cash, and that legis-
lation to this effect should be passed at the
earliest possible date. A man purchasing a
tract should be required to cut the same
clean of standing, growing and dead-and-
down timber and pay the price of his bid
on the bauk scale.

In regard to the park provision, any portion
of the public domain that contains natural
wonders and is unfit for agricultural purposes
and contains timber of comparatively little
value, I am willing should be set aside as
a mnational park, but I further believe that
God Almighty could not devise better use for
160 acres of agricultural land than to make a
home of it, and of a pine tree than to have
it cut down, sawed into lumber and built
into a house. I can assure you that if I
can help it, as long as I remain in congress,
no more agricultural or lumber lands than
can be utilized for'the purposes above men-
tioned will be set aside as parks to form
recreation places for that class of our citi-
zens who have money enough to go where
they please and enjov themselves at the ex-
pense of the home builders of America, and
I am conceited enough to believe that I pos-
sess sufficient influence to stop any further
legislation of that kind.

Thomas J. Shanley sold his meat mar-
ket business and good will to Henkel
Brothers, who have another shop here,
for a consideration of $2,500.—The crops
of this county are excellent, and nothing
but a destructive storm can prevent a
great yield. A conservative estimate
places wheat at twenty to thirty bushels
an acre, flax twelve to fifteen, oats forty
to fifty, barley fifty to sixty.—Theré is
some talk of organizing a Towner County
Fair association.
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SEWER EXTENSION LITIGATION

Watertown’s Council and Certain
Citizens at Loggerheads.

Watertown, S. D., Aug. 10.—There is a
fair-sized legal battle brewing between
the city of Watertown and the residents
of a proposed new sewer district lying in
the eastern part of the city. Nothwith-
standing the protests of a large majority

ordered the extension of the sewer to the
proposed distirct under the general sewer
laws of the state. As the city of Water-
town is acting under a special charter,
suit will be brought to enjoin the city
from entering into such, a contract, on
the ground that the general sewer laws
do not apply to Watertown. The question
of the council’s power to make a special
assessment against certain property own-
ers for sewer purposes will also be deter-
mined. The bids for the etxension will
be opened Monday night, but it is not
thought contractors will be prone to bid
for work where a lawsuit is lpvolved.

SALES WERE SLOW

SEASON’S SHIPMENTS ARE BIG

431,616,000 Feet Notwithstanding
Navigation Opened a Month
Later Than Usual.

Special to The Journal.
Duluth, Minn., Aug. 10.—There have
been few sales this week in the local lum-

ber market. One lot of 20,000,000 feet,
the entire season’s cut of a new operating
concern, is under negotiation and is gen-
erally thought to have been sold at the
prevailing prices, but the principals to the
deal deny that any sale is actually closed.
Aside from this lot of lumber, it is
stated that there are not to exceed 10,000,~
000 feet of No. 8 and better unsold on
docks here and at Superior. There are
more No. 4 and No. 5 boards than any-
thing else, but the supply of these grades
is limited also. With this situation as
to unsold stocks, the lumbermen here are
not pressing their coming cut on the mar-
ket.

Custom-house reports for Duluth-Su-
perior for July showed a shipment of
69,192,035 feet of lumber, of which 55,-
588,000 feet was from Duluth and 20,000,000
shingles, of which 1,120,000 were from Du-
luth. The balance were Pacific coast
shingles shipped through; and 2,000,000
lath. There were recelved from outside
the custom districts 25,400,000 feet of logs
and 39,800 ties. The reports of the Sault
canals, -showing the business of Lake Su-
perior for the  same month, show that
there passed out of the lake 183,844,000
feet of lumber, making a total for the
season to date of 431,616,000 feet, against
a total for the corresponding period last
year of 368,069,000 feet, in spite of the
fact that navigation opened this year a
month later than in 1900. July this
year shows an increase over the same
month last year of 66,000,000 feet, in fact
this July was the largest month on record
by 8,000,000 feet.

There has been a beautiful stand of
virgin white pine west of the Mahoning
mine location, near Hibbing, that has
been the delight of all comers for years.
The Swan River Logging company has
now put in camps at Carson lake and ):u;s
run tracks through this timber and is
engaged in cutting it off. There are
several sections covered with ripe timber
that will be cut off this fall and winter
and dumped into the Mississippi at Swan
river landing.

G. Fred Stevens, surveyor general, is
back from a trip to the Rainy lake region,
where he has been to look up timber mat-
ters. He says the water in the Rainy is
high, with most of the logs of the streams
out, though there are 15,000,000 feet hung
up on the Little Fork that will be freed
soon. The total cut of logs in that region
is increasing yearly, and has been very
large this eason on account of the con-
struction of the Canadian Northern, on
which some 4,000 men are at work.

It is said the Weyerhaeuser interests
are buying lands along the ore-bearing
formation in northern Minnesota, but this
probably rises from other purchases of
theirs. They have incorporated- the
Weyerhaeuser Smelter company, capital
$100,000, to ‘“‘smelt minerals’ and it is said
they propose to erect works at Cloquet.
All this, however, musf be taken with
several grains of salt, for it will be in line
with the policy of the Weyerhaeusers to
find their ore before they begin to smelt
it and to locate smelters where there is
fuel instead of at Cloquet.
