sentatives to this country to get pointers.
On board the Aguste Victoria, he said,
were three or four representatives of Ger-
man firms who came over for that pur-
pose. A large oil-producer had told him
that he had sent his representatives to
America to study the situation and thatas a result of their observations he had
found out that five American working-
men could do the work that in Europe
gives employment to thirty men.

FALL OF BISMARCK
How the Empress Frederick Brought

It About.

CHAPTER FROM SECRET HISTORY

Empreii Influenced Her Son, Sow

Emperor, Through Ilia For-

mer Tutor.

London, Aug. 10. —No description has

been given in the records of the career of
the late Empress Frederick of the part
which she played in bringing about the
downfall of Prince Bismarck, and there
seems to be so great a disposition to mini-
mize the political role which she filled In
Germany during her widowhood that It
may be well, to offer a few notes for the
construction of an as yet unwritten chap-
ter of German history.

If the empress, whose death, by a
strange coincidence, has occurred during
the Cowes week, like that of her Bailor
brother, Alfred, Duke of Coburg, Just
twelve months ago, succumbing to the
same fell disease, was the principal agent
in bringing about the overthrow of the
iron chancellor and his withdrawal into
private life, it was not from any motives

I of personal animosity and of revenge, al-
| though she had ample cause, both for
: the one and for the other.

Throughout her married life and during
her widowhood she was an object of un-
disguised and openly acknowledged enmity
of the bitterest kind on the part of the
prince, who feared her more than all his
masculine rivals and opponents put to-
gether. She was a political foe worthy
in every respect of his steel. For she re-

jpeatedly checkmated those of his moves
which she regarded as reactionary and
unconstitutional, and if Bismarck was
wont to speak of her with a brutality and
a degree of vehemence altogether out of
place this must be regarded as having
been more of a compliment than as a
mere piece of discourtesy.

Bismarck did not hesitate to express tho
fear, thoroughly justified, that the English
princess would imbue her husband with
her English notions of liberalism and con-
stitutionalism, and immediately com-
menced a warfare upon her which lasted
without interruption until his death.

He used every weapon against her that
his ingenuity could devise. He aesailed
her both in her publio and in her private
life, and in his reminiscences as published
by his Roswell, Dr. Busch, he acknowl-
edges that he caused her to shed many a
bitter tear by his interference, through
her father-in-law, in her domestic affairs.

Yet she carried the day In the end, and
her son is now the first to acknowledge his
mother's cleverness, and the fact that she
showed herself more than a match in
statecraft for the man reputed as the
greatest statesman of the nineteenth cen-
tury—namely: Bismarck.

Secured Blimarok'i Downfall.
The manner in which she brought about

the fall of the chancellor was, perhaps,
the most clever of the many clever things
that must be plaoed to her credit. She
was too shrewd to dream of exercising
any direct pressure on her son, the em-
peror, in the matter. It was done indi-
rectly and with so much diplomacy that
William never dreamed at the time when
he dismissed the iron chancellor that he
was playing the game of his mother, with
whom, thanks entirely to Bismarck, his
relations were then most strained.

Bimuarclc Feared Her.

Abstaining from any open steps toward
an understanding with her son, she took
advantage of his visit to Westphalia to
place in his path one of his old tutors,
Prof. Hint^peter, a pedagogue of whom
William had been fond, and whose teach-
ings had left a deep impression upon the
mind of his imperial pupil.

Like William, his old tutor is full of
contrasts. For while on the one hand he
has always professed the most advanced
radical and even socialistic doctrines, yet
he would tolerate no familiarity or con-
descension to inferiors on the part of Wil-
liam, when the latter asa boy was his pu-
pil.

Hintzpeter, full of his former sympathy
for autocracy and socialism at one and
the same time, called William's attention
to the fact that Bismarck's policy had
merely had the effect of vastly increasing
the strength of socialism as a factor in
German politics, and of rendering the la-
bor difficulties more acute. He therefore
suggested to the emperor that he should
endeavor to solve both problems by means
of an international congress under his
own presidency, at which means should be
devised for reconciling the interests of so-
cialism with the state and those of capi-
tal with labor.

Ridiculed the Emperor's Scheme.

Prince Bismarck realized the Utopian
character of the scheme, saw its imprac-
ticability, and proceded to condemn it
with more than his ordinary irritability
and brusqueness. Finding, however, that
the emperor was not to be argued out of
the idea of holding a conference, he pro-
ceeded to ridicule it and to cause it to
be scoffed at and treated with derision as
the vaporings of an inexperienced and too
generous minded youth in German as well
as foreign papers which William knew
derived their Inspiration and financial
support from the chancellor's palace in
the Wilhelmstraase.

Finally, William, discovering that Bis-
marck was negotiating with the various
parliamentary leaders—notably with t"he
late Dr. Windhorst, leader of the Catholicopposition in the ißeichstag— with a view
to the prolongation of the anti-socialistmeasures, in defense of his wishes, madeup his mind that the time had come to
dismiss him, and called for hie resignation
for having ventured to negotiate with theparty leaders of parliament without hisknowledge or consent in order to obtain
their support for a measure to which the
emperor had expressed his objection.

That iwas the real cause of Bismarck's
fall. As foreseen by Empress Frederick,
with Prince Bismarck once in retirement
the kaiser proceeded to reverse the entire
Bismarcklan policy.

AMBITIOUS CANKER
Has Mr. Cummins a Weather Eye

on the Senatorship?

ADMITS "HIGHER ASPIRATIONS"

Plenty of Buaineaa Ahead for the
New Machine—Policy of

Conciliation.

Cedar Rapida, lowa, Aug. 10.—A. B.

Cummins, republican candidate for gov-
ernor, left Cedar Rapida last evening for1

Dcs Moines, where he was given a big
reception, the Cummins club and band
meeting him on his arrival there.

Before leaving Mr. Cummins said he
had higher political aspirations, and that
had it not been for this fact, he would
have not felt especially elated at se-
curing the nomination for governor. He
has one of the largest law practices in
the state and It is estimated that his
income is easily in excess of $10,000 a
year. He is reported to have said some
time ago that if he were defeated in this
contest he would give up his political
aspirations once for all and devote him-
self exclusively to his law practice; but
if he were successful he would give up
his law practice and devote his atten-
tion to politics. His reference to higher
political aspirations, meant, of course, the
United States senatorship. Someway,
somehow, Mr. Cummins now expects to
represent lowa in the upper house of the
national legislature and will devote all
his energies to that end.

From this on it is expected that the
Cummins machine will ceaselessly oper-
ate in every part of the state until Cum-
mins men occupy every federal office now
held by the anti-Cummins men. In many
ways, the position of the republican party
in lowa, since the overwhelming victory
of the Cummins machine at this conven-
tion resembles the position of the na-
tional democratic organization. Cummins
is regarded as the Bryan of the republi-
can party in lowa and his lieutenants,
who are all of the younger element of the
party, will not rest until they are ln con-
trol of every minor organization and
every office. It is regarded as certain
that plans of campaign will be immedi-
ately formed in several of the congres-
sional districts and the Cummins ele-
ment expects to unseat sever'aj members
of the present delegation who have been
either actively or passively hostile to
Cummins.

There Is one difference, however, be-
tween the victory of Cummins ln lowa
and the victory of Bryan last year in the
democratic party. Cummins' victory is
purely personal. The principles on which
his campaign was conducted, among
which was radical legislation regarding
railway taxation, were not incorporated
into the platform. Some of his strong
champions, with pronounced views in this
respect, were not placed on the committee
on resolutions, as had been expected. In-
stead, conservative men were elected and
the result is that the platform Is ex-
tremely conservative, so that it will be
readily accepted as sound republican doc-
trine by those who have been opposed
to the candidacy of Mr. Cummins. His
speech in accepting the nomination was
along the same lines. He praised the
action of the executive'council, although
during the oarapaign it was severely crit-
icised by the Cummins press. He will
seek to placate and win over 1 the support;
of those who have been opposed to him.
Whether he can do this without offend-
ing his present supporters remains to
be seen.

ARREST OF DETECTIVES
ABETTING GAMBLERS TUB CHARGE

Members of a Secret Service Bureau

Said to Hare Done Some

"Tippimr-O«."

New York, Aug. 10.—Disclosures involv-
ing attempts to buy up an officer of the
Society for the Prevention of Crime, and
implicating men on duty at police head-
quarters and several sergeants in the tip-
ping off of gambling houses previous to
contemplated raids have followed the ar-
rest of Edgar A. Whitney and E. Berg-
dorff, alleged to be members of a secret
service bureau In this city. The men
were arrested on a charge of conspiracy
and aiding and abetting gamblers and
were arraigned before Justice Jerome in
the rooms of the society. They were each
held in $3,000 bail.

It is claimed that the two detectives had
approached Agent Dillon of the society
and offered him money to keep them in-
formed of the movements against pool
rooms. The agent appeared to acquiesce.
Whitney was induced by Dillon to call at
the rooms of the Society for the Preven-
tion of Crime and while there was ar-
rested. He immediately tossed a bundle
of papers out of the window. These pa-
pers were recovered by a policeman on
the wetch. Among them was found a du-
plicate list of pool rooms which Whitney
had previously supplied to Agent Dillon.

One of the most remarkable phases of
the developments as related by Frank
Moss in the presence of the executive
committee of the society was the state-
ment that thirty pool rooms were emptied
promptly by means of telephone communi-
cations, following lines laid down by
Whitney in his arrangemnets with Dillon,
some of the messages being sent through
police headquarters direct to the captains
or sergeants in charge of precincts in
which the gambling houses were in oper-
ation.

Mr. Moss claims that by this system of
telephoning a "moral and practical con-
nection has been established between thepolice headquarters and the pool room*."

RECORD HEAT IN ITALY
Vineyard* Are Ruined and the Air

Barely Respirable.

Rome, Aug. 10.—Nothing like the heatwave which is scorching all Italy has
ben known within living memory. The
thermometer in many parts of the country
registers 43 centigrade in the shade. The
vineyards In whole districts have been
shriveled up by the corocco and ruinedto the very roots as though set on fire.
The air in the province of Syracuse isbarely respirable and the sea water is sowarm that bathing has been abandoned.The people have been forced to sleep inthe open air.

Train jobber's Plant Found
Lincoln, Neb., Aug. 10.—Two children

playing with rakes on the farm of Joe
Lamb, near Hubbell, Neb., to-day un-
earthed a roll three Inches through of
paper money supposed to contain a mod-
est fortune. The bills were badly rottedbut examination with a magnifying glass
disclosed that one was of the denomin-
ation of $1,000 with a strong
liklihood that others will prove of the
same value. The money will be sent to
Washington for redemption.

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WILSON IS HOPEFDL
Very Few Western Farmers Will

Need Financial Help.

ROTATION OF CROPS NECESSARY

Lessons to Be Learned in the Disas-
ter to Corn-Ampler Forage

in tbe Went.

Traer, lowa, Aug. 10.—Secretary "Wilson
of the department of agriculture, hascompleted his tour of the corn belt and is
resting for a few days on his farm andamong his townsmen of this place.

The weather of the future, said the secro-tary to an Associated Press reporter, will
have much to do with regard to corn, and
the final figures cannot be given by anybody
at the present time. Late corn will be bene-
fited by favorable fall weather and early
corn, growing under the best conditions, will
fill out better with sufficient rainfall in the
near future.
I have been traveling through the corn

belt more with a view to studying the con-
ditions that have brought about present re-
sults than to ascertain the precise amount
of damage dona to the corn crop by the hot
weather, in order that I may have bulletins
prepared in the department for distribution
among the farmers showing them where they
may Improve their methods.
I observe that the corn is seriously injured

In a good many localities and promising In
others. The reasons for the variations ara
found in conditions tracing back to the plant-
Ing season, and also to the system of agri-
culture pursued by the several corn-growers.
There has been some injury owing to the
protracted heat, to all corn fields, but much
less where rotation In crops has been ob-
served than where the land is perpetually
cultivated and crops are grown for the p-ur-
poae of selling the grain,

A common observation regarding the corn
crop this year is that the tassel, upon com-
ing out, has been withered by the heat and
failed to fertilize through the silk. This is
the case more or less in all the fields that
I have visited; but pollination has been much
more perfectly performed where the soil was
full of organic matter from plowed-under
grass roots, than where corn has been grown
so long that the organic matter has been
oxidized—burned out of the soil. Where
there was plenty of organic matter in the
soil and thorough cultivation had, the effects
of the heat upon the tassel has been to a
great extent balanced by the amount of mois-
ture that the plant could get to offset evapo-
ration. In cases where the ground was sat-
urated by excessive rains in the spring (and
this has occurred in many fields), the roots
spread near the surface. They could not
get into the saturated soil because they
could not find oxygen there. The growth
under these conditions was retarded, and
when the heat came, such fields were in
bad condition to resist it, particularly where
cultivation was not as frequent and aa thor-
ough as it should have been.

In many cases corn fields under the latter
conditions seemed stunted —under-sized, and
a goodly per cent should be cut up now for
fodder. Some farmers are outtlng such corn
for fodder and it will make better fodder
than the average, because the stalk will re-
tain the strength that otherwise would have
gone Into the ears. Early corn has suffered
most, where all the conditions, inoluding
organic matter in the soil and thorough cul-
tivation, have obtained; but where these
conditions have obtained, early corn Is the
finest.

Conditions cannot be altogether determined
by latitude. Some of the finest corn fields
I have seen are west of the Missouri river,
and I hear of localities in western Nebraska
that have had rain and give promise of good
crops.

The oat crop Is abundant and variable. It
may have ripened prematurely In some cases,
but there will be plenty of oats. Wheat is
excellent everywhere. The hay crop is abun-
dant and, of course, put up in fine condition.

\u25a0Northern and extreme western states have
an abundance of potatoes to supply the states
further east, where they have suffered. The
sugar beet is entirely healthy everywhere
and has withstood the drought admirably.
I have visited no locality where the people
need help from anybody. There is an abun-
dance of forage In the west to winter all
kinds of stock, and the damage done to the
corn crop may result in management in the
future that will enable the farmer to avoid
to a large extent a repetition of this year's
experience.

DREADFDL FROM DEPEW
WILL BE INTERVIEWED XO MORE

Then He Discusses American Pros-
perity and Foreign Trade

and the Boers.

London, Aug. 10.—"1 am going to retire
from the interviewing business perma-
nently," said United States Senator
Chauncey M. Depew to a reporter to-day.
"I have served my full term and have gen-
erally enjoyed it, but there have been so
many fictitious and erroneous reports of
my sayings and speeches since I arrived
in Europe this summer that I have con-
cluded to give up the Job." Then the
senator said:

It is impossible to discuss the great strike
intelligently at this distance, but the impor-
tant thing is to note that the prosperity of
American manufacturers and agriculture con-
tinues in eplte of everything. The fact is that
Amerloan prosperity is now so great that
nothing but a revolution could stop It and
nothing can produce a revolution.
I have been seriously misquoted in an!

American paper concerning the efforts of
European governments to offset American In-
roads Into their trade and manufacture*. My
observation of this movement leads to the
conclusion that 'while the European govern-
ments view with alarm the increasing inroads
of American products, it is Impossible that
they should successfully combine against
them. I am led to this conclusion by my
railroad experience. We often get a half
dozen or more trunk line managers together
who agree upon certain rates; but when the
question of percentages was discussed It was
always found that their aggregate demands
reached 800 or 400 per cent, when there was
only 100 per cent to divide. There is no
chance of European nations ever agreeing
upon a basis of division.

As a United States senator I am precluded
from discussing Lord Kitchener's proclama-
tion, which undoubtedly was the moat impor-
tant feature of EnglLah politics this week. It
is hopeless to expect European intervention.
No matter how much the people sympathize
with the heroic conduct of the Boers, govern-
ments are forced to determine exactly what
effect intervention is going to have for tbe
Boers and where they themselves stand when
England declines their demands.
