CHANGES 1IN

FOOTBALL TEAM

Riordan, Chamberlain and Tratt
Will Be Out—Lots of
Material.

Madison, Wis., Aug. 10.—All but three
of the members of last year’'s Wisconsin
football team are expected to don the
moleskins at the state university again
this year. The three who will be missing,
however, comprise three of the strong men
of the team, whose places will be hard to
fill. They are ex-Captain “Jerry’’ Riordan,
the big guard, Roy Chamberlain, center
and guard, and Paul Tratt, quarterback.
Riordan and Tratt have played their full
four years and are not eligible. Cham-
berlain is entitled to play another year,
but it is stated that he will not be back.

Notices have been sent out by Coach
Phil King to about 150 prospective candi-
dates for the team, directing them to re-
port for practice on Saturday, Sept. 14.
The 150 who received these notices in-
cluded, besides the old men and substi-
tutes last year, promising high school play-
ers who graduated this year and will come
to the university. King expects to have
75 candidates on the field by the time the
university opens.

King says he has no special stars in
sight among the new men, and he is mak-
ing no predictions as to the strength of
this year’s team. One of the hardest
games of the season is expected to be
that with Minnesota. The gophers, ac-
cording to reports which have drifted
down from the north, will be bigger and
stronger -than ever, and Wisconsin will
have a hard task to overcome the defeat
of last year.

HAVE TO GIVE UP

Craps, Poker and Fights Compel the
Abandonment of Religious
Meetings,

Williamstown, Ky., Aug. 10.—The Crit-
tenden Baptist association has found it
too hard to preach against poker and crap
games as counter attractions, so the as-
sociation closed its grounds yesterday and
will no longer try to evangelize the un-
regenerate.

The association is one of the oldest ir
northern Kentucky and is made up of a
number of the most influential churches
in the denomination. Each year a ten-
day' series of meetings has been held in
a,big grove near here, where an open tab-
ernacle' had been built for the preacher
and congregation. During the last sev-
eral years it was hard to tell whethel
!t was a picnic, a honk-a-tonk or a relig-
lous meeting that was being held.

Yesterday the grove was black" with
poker games, crap games and shell fakirs
anq half a dozen fights broke out, in which
knives were used and blood was drawn.
The firing of pistols sounded like the fir-
Ing of a picket line on the outskirts of an
army. The preachers in charge of the
meeting was compelled to stop talking and
wait until the fighting was over. At the
end of the morning services, the trustees
of the association met and figured that of
the 4,000 people on the grounds, about {
Ler cent had attended the religious meet-
ing. Then it was decided not to attempy
to hold any further meetings, and the as-
sociation will disband.

WAS WITH BRESC

Record of Granotti as Given by «
Paterson Anarchist.

New York, Aug. 10.—Luigi Gianotti i
not known among the Paterson anar-
chists, but Luigi Granotti is well known
to them, and it is probable that he is the
man under arrest. Granotti was known
as a rabid anarchist. He was the owner
of “La Questione Sociale” the anarchist
organ and was the closet friend of Gaetani
Bresci, boarding with King Humbert’'s as-
sassin at Paterson. Last February hae
sailed for Europe, arriving there just one
month ahead of Bresci. Benjamin Ma-
zotti the present leader of the ‘‘group for
the right of existence” in Paterson, said:

“I know Granotti well, but I don’t know
Gianotti. Granotti and Bresci met in
France and went to Italy about the same
time. When Bresci arrived at Monza he
telegraphed to Granotti, who was in an-
other city, and I am quite sure Granotti
was present when Humbert was killed.
Granotti was chased through Italy, Ger-
many and France by the Italian govern-
ment detectives. While he was hiding in
Paris we received a letter from him and
a subscription was at once takem up for
kim. We sent him sufficient money to
pay his passage to South America and I
was under the impression that he had
sailed for there.”
