OUR DAILY BREAD

Valuable Suggestions for the Kitch-
en and Dining Room.
By Katherice Kurtz.
IN PICKLING TIME
“0ld cooks are fond of spice
As children are of sugar.”

Old-fashioned housekeepers still prefer to
“put up’’ their own spiced fruits and pickles,
and at this season the odor of fragrant and
pungent spices pleases the senses and sug-
gests a well-stored pantry of dainty and ap-
petizing goodies for winter use. While salt,
vinegar and spices have their value in our
dietary, their excessive use is to be guarded
against. Persons with weak digestion must
be exceedingly cauttous in the use of all con-
diments when used singly for the ordinary
seasoning and flavoring of foods, and when
all are combined in the quantities given in
recipes for pickling and spicing they certainly
are not suitable for the delicate or invalild.

The vegetables used for pickles are general-
1y of indigestible nature. For example, green
cucumbers, green tomatoes, cabbage and corn,
etc, True, the spices and vinegar ald very
materially in getting rild of these rather

troublesome substances, but then they in
their turn may exclte irritation and disorder)
of the digestive organs.

However, there being of necessity such a|
diversity of tastes, according to races, habits,
digestive force and nature of food supply,
one must not be too dogmatic in regulating
dietetic rules for the masses.

Homemade Pickles.

Admitting that pickles are not wholesome,
there are many who will for the pleasure they
give the taste occaslonally Indulge in them.
When it is at all possible it is probably the
safer plan to make them at home. In this
way the family taste and preference may be
catered to and all substances of a highly inju-
rious nature can be avoided. 5

Never use metal epoons or vessels that are
not porcelain-lined of so protected that the
acid of the vinegar cannot have action on
their surface. The practice of using copper
or brass vessels for the purpose of coloring
the pickles a beautiful green will indirectly
produce the same effect as sulphate of copper,
which is used to color pickles and which is
& deadly poison. The use of aium to “crisp”
the pickles is also objectionable. Pickles will
absorb the vinegar more readily if they are
parboiled or scalded before putting them into
the vinegar, but they are not so crisp and are
apt to be tough.

Have good, strong clder vinegar and see
that there is enough to completely cover the
pickles and keep them excluded from the air
When vinegar loses strength and the pickles
do not seem to be ripening well, pour off the
vinegar and cover with fresh. Always heat
the vinegar to boiling point before pouring it
over the pickles.

Horseradish is added to pickles, as it is
thought to keep them from molding.

Pickled Onions.

Reme: tside skins from a gallon of
emall onions, Cover with a brine
strong erv.gh to float an egg and let stand

for three days. Drain and place in.stone jars
in layers three inches deep: sprinkle each
layer with following mixed spices: Four large
sticks cinnamon broken into bits, two level
tablespoonfuls chopped horseradish, two tea-
spoonfuls of cloves, one teaspoonful pepper-
corns and a teaspoonful of chopped small, red
pepper. Add a pound of light brown sugar to
one gallon of vinegar—corn vinegar is nice
for these pickles—iet vinegar boil hard and
pour at once over the onions. Tie up when
cold. A few white mustard seed may be
added to this pickle.

Abandoned.

The fate of the visiting nurses’ associa-
tion will be decided on Tuesday afternoon.
| A board meeting will be held at 2 o’clock
{at the nurses’ home, 1309 Fifth avenue
| S, and to this all interested in the future
, of the home are invited. The movement
| has not received the support to which it
| is entitled, a condition due not to any
! lack of appreciation of the work, but to
lack of a strong organization to put it be=
fore the public. The whole responsibility
of managing the nursing and attending to
the finances has fallen upon the self-
sacrificing nurses. They have been so
much occupied in taking care of those who
have applied to them for aid that they
have not had time nor strength to canvass
for funds.

As a result, they have not been pro-
vided with sufficient food to sustain them
in their exacting labors. The little flat
which is the nurses’ home, which has been
run wholly on a vegetarian diet for the
past week, not because the nurses ob-
jected to meat, but because they had not
the money to buy it. They have even
done their own washing in order to cut
down expenses.

As this program cannot be continued,
the meeting on Tuesday will be asked
either to help provide adequate support
for the work or to assist in closing up the
association affairs honorably. The three
nurses of the association have more calls
than they can fill in caring for the suffer=-
ing poor in their own homes and it would
certainly seem as if some provision could
and should be made to put the movement
upon a permanent and satisfactory finan-
cial basis which would leave the nurses
who give their services, free from all
anxiety, and provide them with suitable
quarters and a good living.
