Native of Japan in Sioux City for

That Purpose.

A POLITICAL CAREER PROPOSED

Contrast In Methods Xot Pleasing to
Americans- ' Two

' LeadJns Parties.

Special to The Journal.
Sioux City, lowa, Aug. 14.—Jusaku

Kurisihima, a native of Japan, has come
to Sioux City to finish his education in
American politics, for he is to become a
professional politician in Japan and ex-
pects to be elected to the national as-
sembly. In contrast with American meth-
ods, he has studied for years to fit him-
self to be a legislator.

The young Jap is attending Morning- |
side college, a Methodist institution, I
which is redolent of the western atmos- i
phere he wants to become familiar with.
He has been in this country for three
years, first visiting New York, Boston
and other large eastern cities, and then
attending a university at Syracuse. In
New York he saw much to open his eyes
regarding the conduct of public affairs.
In an interview he said:

You live fast, but there is much in your
politics which deserve condemnation. I notice
in your country everywhere there is much
venal voting. Now in.Japan, there can be ]
no purchase of votes. Before a man can vote i
for a member of the national assembly, he I
must be over 25 yeurs of rgo, and must pay ;
10 silver dollars annually in taxes. In order 'to be such a man, one must be educated and ;
must have property. Such voters will not sell
their vote. In Japan also a man holds office
for a longer time than in America, and gets j
accustomed to his work and can do the I
country good service before ho is turned out. j

Political parties are about the same with
us as with you. The political history of the
new Japan is the history of the two great ,

political parties of the country. Marcus Ito
is the leader of the sei yu kai, and Couut
Okutna of the shin po te party. The Chinese
question divides the two parties to-day—
that is the issue. The shin po te party is for
maintaining China as It is to-day, while the
other party is flor dividing it.

Christian laymen have more influence in
my country than the preachers. Many of the
members of the national assembly are Chris-
tians. I thought at first that I would be a
preacher, but instead I shall go back and be
a candidate for election to the assembly. I
believe I can be elected and that I can do
my people more good than if I were a
preacher.
