MEN MUST VOTE AS THEY STRIKE

President McKinley Called Down
for Neot Extending Sympathy
to Oom Paul,

Lincoln, Neb., Aug. 16.—Mr. Bryan in
this week’s Commoner urges labor gen-
erally to back up the fight of the steel
workers. He says:

The conquest, while apparently over an ah-
stract principle, really involves the right of
the laboring man to organize. It i{s undoubt-
edly the purpose of the trust to destroy labor
organizations, and the purpose will be relent-
lessly pursued if the time seems propitious.

It is strange that any.laboring man should
fail to understand the nature of a private mo-
nopoly or give any support whatever to the
enormous consolidation of capital which is
now going on. It means death to the wage-
earner as well as the destruction of individual
irdependence., Unless all the mills are com-
pletely unionized the trust can run the non-
union shops and keep the union ones closed
indefinitely.

The trust can afford to lose a year’s divi-
dends if necessary, but the employes cannot
afford to lose a year's work. The strike is at
present the laboring man’s only protection,
but it is a costly and ineffective one. The
ballot box affords the only permanent and
complete remedy.

If the laboring man would march to the
rolis and vote with the party that favors ar-
bitration and opposes government by injunc-
tion and the blacklist, they would be able to
protect their Interests without a resort to
strikes and lockouts. While the strike lasts,
it be conducted within the law; when the
strike is over, let the men remember to vote
the way they strike,

Criticism of McKinley.

W. J. Bryan criticizes President Mec-
Kinley for sending a message of sympathy
to Emperor William on the death of his
mother and neglecting a few weeks ear-
lier to condole with Paul Kruger on the
loss of his wife. Mr. Bryan says in part:

It was proper that Mr. McKinley shouid
express sympathy with the German emperor
because of his mother’'s death, but we are re-
minded that although Mrs. Kruger, the wife
of the president of the South African republic,
djed more than thirty days ago, the President
of the United States has not seen fit to ten-
der his sympathy or the sympathy of the
American people to the grief-stricken presi-
dent of & republic that is fighting for exist-
€nce
It cannot be that Mr. McKinley feared ‘o
ss  his sympathy with the republic’s
ident on the ground that it might be con-
ed as an expression of preference between
two friendly powers that are now at war, It
happened that the Queen of England died
while this war was in progress, and no words
of eulogy were too strong for our president
to convey across the water by way of assur-
ing the English people that we sympathized
with them in their great loss.

How, then, does it happen that, although
the president of a small republic is staggers
ing under the greatest load that falls upon a
man, no werd of sympathy has reached him
from the president of the greatest republic
on earth? How does it happen that, although
the president of this great republican govern-
ment loses no time in expressing sympathy
with kings and emperors, he utterly ig-
nores the opportunity to exprese sympathy
with the president of a republic?

He
came to Flint, drew $350 from the bank,
which represented the savings of himself
and his second wife, and $200 which he
bad in the house was also taken, and he
then left, presumably for Chicago.
