Joliet, lii., Aug. 17.—1t Is expected that
the lack of rods at the American Steel and
Wire mills will force them to shut down
as early as Tuesday, thus increasing the
number of men out to 6,000, nearly half
of them involuntarily. The rods are fur-
nished by the Illinois Steel company.
There were no signs of violence to-day,
though the streets were full of idle, talk-
ative men.

The announcement is made that an ef-
fort will be made to organize the skilled
workmen in all Joliet mills. The scope

of the movement has not been definitely

outlined, but the strike leaders believe
that a membership of close to 2,000 can
be secured. There is fear that the com-
pany may endeavor to operate several
branches of the Illinois plant with what
Is known as skilled workmen and handy

men not identified wilfli the union or
affiliated with the Amalgamated Associa-
tion.

One of the first moves to be made, it is
said, will be directly against the Ameri-
can Steel and Wire company, a constitu-
ent of the United States Steel Corporation.
Four plants of that company in Joliet
have no union and all efforts to organize

these men in the pa3t have been fruß-
trated. There are 2,000 men employed in
these mills and it is stated at least 700
men are eligible for membership.

Tha four steel mills lodges on strike
were in secret session from early morn-
ing. How long the conference will last
or the nature of the proceedings could
not be ascertained.

The conference ended at noon. The of-
ficials stated that no business of import-
ance was transacted. Vice-President

.Adams brought a special message from
president Shaffer and so far as could be
learned made no statement of importance.
There is a rumor that the lodges will
meet again to-night or to-morrow after
reports from Bay View have been received.
If the men at Bay View refuse to strike
there is a possibility that the men here
Trill go back to work.

TRADE RECIPROCITY
National Association of Manufactur-

ers Moving.

EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE TO MEEI

President Search Says American In-
dustries Suffer From Present

Tariff Laws.

Philadelphia, Aug. 17.—President Search
of the National Association of Manufac-
turers has called a meeting of the execu-
tive committee of that organization for
Sept. 4, for the purpose of taking up
the question of reciprocity. The subject
will be considered in all itfe phases after
which a call will be issued for a national
reciprocity convention. This action is
taken as the result of dissatisfaction
among manufacturers who are in the
export trade and congress at its next
session will be asked to give the desired
relief.

The sentiment of the manufacturers,
says President Search, is in favor of se-
curing treaties of commercial reciprocity
with other countries, with a view to the
extension of America's trade in foreign
lands. Within "the past few months he
says, Russia, Italy and some other coun-
tries have dealt a heavy blow to our for-
eign trade, by the levying of a counter-
vailing duty. It will be endeavored to
show to congress that American industries
have suffered by the present tariff laws
and their interpretations and congress
will be asked to give the required remedy.

THE IOWA, RANGER AND MACHIAS

Venezuelan Consul General DWaectv

Washington, Aug. 17.—There was an

entire absence of news at the state de-
partment to-day concerning the Colombia-
Venezuelan troubles. The navy depart-
ment, which is directing all its energies
to hurrying ships to the scene of the dis-
turbance, in order to enforce our treaty
guarantees, expects to have three ships
on the way within twenty-four hours.

The Machias, which has been detained
at Hampton Roads by the threatening
weather south of Cape Hatteras, will be
able to start on her journey to-day, as-
surances having been given by the weather
bureau that all danger from the gulf
storm along the southern Atlantic has
now passed.

Word was received at the navy depart-
ment to-day that the battleship lowa had
arrived at San Francisco and she was
instructed by telegraph to proceed as
soon as possible to Panama on the west
coast. It is probable she will be able to
sail on 3,400 miles journey by to-mor-
row morning.

No word has come from the Ranger at
San Diego, and the officials at the de-
partment are somewhat puzzled at her
delay in" starting. It was supposed that
she woujd be able to sail at short notice,
as her commander had warning to prepare
her for sea, but nothing has been heard
from him since the orders were sent him
yesterday morning.

VENEZUELAN VOICE

Consul General Dissects a Colombian
Denial.

New York, Aug. 17.—Colonel E. Gon-
zales. consul general of Venezuela, in this
city, says that he has received informa-
tion from his government, which enables
him to make the following statement:

Colombian officials have been busy discred-
iting the report that the recent invasion of
Venezuelan territory was made by a Colom-
bian army. In reply to these denials, the
significant fact can be pointed out that Senor

j Herran, Colombia's charge d'affaires at Wash-
| ington, has not yet contradicted the report
i of his government's participation in the in-, vasion nor the presence on the Venezuelan
j frontier of General Gonzalez Valencia, for-
mer minister of war of Colombia. But there

j are more convincing proofs than this mere
| circumstantial evidence. The Caracas gov-j eminent has been officially informed by the
i commander of our army in San Cristobal that
j among the troops that invaved Venezuela
were Colombian regiments known as Sucre,
Bembona, Giraldot, Vencedores, Tenerife and
seventeen more commanded by Colombianarmy officers. Some of the latter were Gen-
erals Gasparini, Pedro Leon Canal and Rias-
cos. My advices say that the killed, wounded
and captured of the other side wore the uni-
form of the Colombian army. Two of the
prisoners wore the insignia of the Grenadiers
of Cucuta. The Venezuelan authorities on
the frontier have ordered an investigation
which is expected to yield further evidence of
Colombia's complicity in the two unsuccess-
ful raids on our frontier.

Senor Thomas Herran, charge d'affaires
of the Colombian legation at Washington,
is in the city awaiting the arrival of hi 3
family from Colombia. He said:
"There Is no doubt that Venezuela has
given help to the rebels in Colombia,"

CONTROL. OF ISTHMUS

This Is the Ambition of President

Washington, Aug. 17.—The state de-
partment has reports from Its represen-
tatives in both Colombia and Venezuela
which indicate that the trouble is more
serious than an ordinary revolution
against the present government of Colom-
bia. There is no room for doubt that the
leader of the revolution, General Uribe, is
co-operating with President Castro of Ven-
ezuela, and has the support of the present
Venezuelan government. The purpose is to
reunite the three governments of Vene-
zuela, Colombia and Ecuador, with Presi-
dent Castro at the head of the proposed
federation. Were this the only purpose
of President Castro and General Uribe,
there would be no serious necessity for the
interference of the United States. But
Castro is ambitious to secure control of
the isthmus of Panama. He has for the
last year taken every occasion to embar-
rass the United States, going so far as to
invite Germany to purchase the Mar-
guerita island, off the coast of Venezuela,

INTEREST OP FRANCE

It Is Confined to the Execution of a
Contract With Colombia.

Paris, Aug. 17.—The Journal Dcs Debats
says:

The general question of the relations of the
United States with Venezuela or Colombia has
hardly more than relative interest for us and
the present moment is not the one for the dis-
cussion of this question. It would be well
that people should be convinced, both in
France and in the United States, that in the
present imbroglio all we have to take care
of is respect for and the carrying out of the
contract entered into between the Colombian
government and a French enterprise and fur-
ther that, though we have decided to insist
peremptorily on the carrying out of this con-
tract, we have no other object in view in the
development of present events.

Castro of Venezuela.

Troopa Restore Confidence.
Colon, Aug. 17.—Nothing was heard of the

rebels yesterday. A certain degree of confi-
dence has been restored along the railroad
line, owing to the presence of the troops.
The French cruiser Suchet is coaling at the
railroad wharf. Several of her officers went
to Panama to-day on an excursion.

Military Pouts Ectablished.
Colon, Aug. IT.—The government has estab-

lished military posts at stations along the
line of the Panama railroad as a protection
against rebel attacks.

HIS FIRST PARLIAMENT
EDWARD'S WORDS OP DISMISSAL

Briton's Ruler Says What Every-

body Knows Abuut South
Africa.

London, Aug. 17. —Parliament wound up
its business to-day and was prorogued.
Black Rod (General Sir Michael Biddulph)
summoned the commons to the house of
lords to hear the king's speech. The
speech says:

My Lords and Gentlemen—lt is satisfactory
to be able to close the first parliament of my
reign with the assurance that the cordiality
of the relations of Great Britain with the
other powers remain undiminished.

A reference to China is merely con-
gratulatory, on the attainment of an
agreemnt in regard to the Indemnity, se-
curity for its payment and the punishment
of the guilty offenders. In regard to
South Africa, the speech says:

The progress of my forces in the conquest
of the two republics by which my South
African colonies have been Invaded has been
steady and continuous. But, owing to the
difficulty and extent of the country to be tra-
versed, the length of the military operations
has been protracted.

The rest of the speech merely records
the king's satisfaction with the liberal
provisions made for the naval and mili-
tary services, the arrangements made for
the maintaining the dignity of honor of
the crown, "especially those which affect
the state and comfort of my royal con-
sort," and the authorization to change the
royal title.
