Maguire is charged with having received
booty from the men who about ten days
ago robbed a Hamilton Jewelry store of
diamonds valued at about $2,000. He is a
saloonkeeper in Chicago. When the Ohio
men recently investigated the case and
pronounced what they considered strong
enough evidence against him, the Chicago
police refuse to interfere. It Is said that
four men were implicated in the robbery,
and that the stolen jewels were sent toMaguire in two bays. It Is charged thatMaguira told the investigating officers
conflicting stories and that certain tele-grams aent from Hamilton to him and hispartner Brennan contained evidenceagainst him. Maguire is a state senator
from the Ninth district of Chicago. He iia saloonkeeper and well-known among
democratic local politicians.

MRS. STOKES' CHAIN
Duties Will Be Decreased by Dis-

mounting and Reimportation.

New York, Aug.. 17. — After a careful
search of the records the local customs
officials have been unable' to ascertain
whether or not the jeweled chain pos-
sessed by Mrs. W. E. D. Stokes when she
returned from abroad on the Oceanic re-
cently ever paid duty in this country. As
a result Mrs. Stokes will probably avail
herself of a clause in the law which will
allow her to send the chain back to
Europe, there to be dismounted by the
maker. The chain then will be reimported
and in the dismounted state will pay duty.
at 10 per cent on the diamonds, 20 per
cent on the pearls and 60 per cent on the
setting.

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PERJURERS CAUGHT
Expensive Trials at Deadwood

Worth All They Cost.

MORAL EFFECT WILL BE FELT

Caddy's Famous Robbery and the
Quartet Who Undertook.

to Save Him.

Special to The Journal.
Deadwood, G. D., Aug. 17.—The most

interesting court caaes in the Black Hills
for many years have been those of the
four men who perjured themselves and
of Herbert D. Caddy, one of the two men
who attempted to rob M. R. Russell, a
saloon-keeper 1.

Early on the morning of Oct. 30, 1899,
two masked men entered the saloon of
Russell & Higbie, in this city, and at
the point of the revolver demanded of
Russell that the contents of the safe be
delivered to them. The only occupant
of the saloon at the time was W. L. Mc-
Farland, a newspaper man. Russell re-
sisted one of the men and McFarland
made his escape from the other and gave
the alarm. Russell, in the encounter,
tore the mask frbm the face of his an-
tagonist, and recognized Herbert D.
Caddy. The other man was supposed to
have been Thomas Carberry.

In the afternoon of the same day Caddy
entered the Russell saloon and called for
a drink. He was immediately recog-
nized by Russell, and his arrest was
made. He waa subsequently found guilty
and sentenced to a term of twenty years
in the state penitentiary. Thomas Car-
berry made his escape, and it is not
known where he is.

In the trial of Caddy an attempt was
made to establish an alibi. Witnesses
swore that Caddy and Carberry had been
in a saloon at Lead at the time that the
robbery occurred in Deadwood. These
witnesses were the four1 men who have
since been found guilty of* perjury. The
fifth man was Scovil Bemis, who skipped
his bonds, given by two Lead- men, and
has made good his escape.

In the conviction of these men there
were seven trials, there having been
three disagreements. The attorneys are
expecting to get a new trial for Caddy.
Strohm, the last man to be convicted of
perjury, will likely get a light sentence,
as it was shown that he was drawn into
the matter in a peculiar way and that he
had borne the best of characters before.
He may receive a short jail sentence or
his attorneys may ask for a new trial.

The, trials cost the county something
like $10,000, but the taxpayer's feel that
the result in bringing the standard of
court testimony higher has been worth
all the money expended.
