FRUIT COMPOTES

Simple, but Delightful, Desserts for
l.ute Summer Days.

Fruit is such a favorite article of diet at
this saaeon one can scarcely know too many
ways of serving it, and one of the simplest
and at the same time most delightful methods
is a compote, which means cooking the ripe
fruit In a syrup so as to keep its original
form. The fruits must be flue and ripe for
compote. Compotes should be served cold
and may be used as the base or as a garnish
for a dessert.

The fruit may" be cooked In water, then
carefully removed, the water measured andsugar added to it and boiled to a syrup, then
turned over the fruit, or the syrup first
made of sugar and water and the fruit
dropped Into the syrup and cooked slowly
until tender. The latter method preserves
the shape of the fruit much better and thb
fruit is clearer, and will also keep longer,
although fruits cooked in this way are not
intended for long keeping. Several kinds of
fruit may be used In a compote, often the
Juice of one kind for the syrup instead of
water.

Compote of Apple*.

Select six medium-sized apples, pare them,
cut in halves, remove the cores; rub each
piece of apple over with a little lemon; put
half a pound of granulated sugar in a sauce-
pan with half a pint of water and a stick of
cinnamon and boil ten minutes: then lay in
the apples and Juice of a lemon. Let the
apples cook gently until they are tender;
then remove them carefully; drain and boil
the syrup quickly for a few minutes to re-
duce it. Let both get cold; then arrange the
apples on a glass dish with smooth side up
and garnish with red cherries that have been
preserved in syrup or bits of red jelly. The
syrup is poured over the fruit after it is ar-
ranged in the dish. Small apples may be
pared, cored and cooked whole in this man-
rer.

Rice With Peach Compote.
Prepare a compote of .peaches according to

recipe given. Wash half a pound of rice;
throw it into plenty of boiling salted wfler
and cook for ten minutes; drain in a rolander;
dip into cold water for a few minutes and
then drain again; then put into a double
boiler with sufficient warm milk to well
cover; cook the rice until tender and all the
milk is absorbed, adding more hot milk if
necessary while . the rice is cooking; when
rice is n-early cooked add a stick of cinna-
mon broken Into small pieces, and two large
tabiespoonsful of sugar. Butter a border
mold and when the rice is done fill the mold,
pressing it down firmly. Let remain where it
will keep hot for a few minutes, then turn
out on a tllsh, selecting one with a green
border if possible: heap the halved peaches
In the center of the rice border, piling them
up high; pour the syrup over them and
dust with macaroon crumbs. Pears or
orartges may be used instead of the peaches;
also green gages, pineapples and figs.

Apples a la Parinienne.
This is nice for breakfast. Make a compote

of apples, adding a good-sized piece of butter
to the syrup in which they are stewed; lay
the apple halves on slices of zwieback that
have been moistened in a iittle hot water; add
currant or red raspberry jelly to the syrup
and pour over the apples and toast.
