MRSrCALLANAN'S DEATH
An lowa Pioneer in the Work for

Women'i Advancement.
Mrs. Martha C. Callanan, one of the

wealthiest women, died in Dcs Moines on
Saturday from injuries received in acci-
dent. She was a delegate to the Na-
tional Woman Suffrage association in this
city in June and was a prominent figure
among the lowa women. She was a lead-
er in the old association for the advance-
ment of women and was the friend and
associate of Jultft Ward Howe, Mary A.
Livermore, Susan B. Anthony and other
pioneers in progressive ideas for women.

She was at the head of the lowa State
Equal Suffrage Society for years, was at
the head of the Killard Woman's Chrid-
tian Temperance Union of lowa, president
of the Dcs Moines Women's Club for sev-
eral years, and was more recently at the
head of the Home for the Aged and the
Benedict home in Dcs Moines. She has
given thousands of dollars to these insti-
tutions.

The Prediction*.

She was born in Albany, N. V., married
there in 1846, and came to lowa in 1863.
Her husband has amassed $10,000,000 out
of lowa farm lands and the iron mines at
Durango. It Is expected that her will
will contain many charitable bequests.

NATIVES ABE FEWER
A Majority of Minnesota Voters of

Foreign Extraction.

NO NEGROES IN MANY COUNTIES

Chino* and Japi Are Euually Scarce
in Some Sections— Unequal

Apportionment.

An Interesting feature of the latest
census bulletin on Minnesota is the table
showing the distribution of the state's
new citizens. Among males of voting age,
the foreign born exceed the native born,
having 51.4 per cent of the total. Only

20.6 per cent are native born of native
parents, while 27.1 are native born,. but
with one or both, parents foreign born.
The remainder, .9 of 1' per cent, are
colored, and with the exception of a few
Chinese and Japanese, are native born
negroes and Indians.

An analysis by congressional districts i

shows the foreign born exceed the native I
born in three districts, the seventh, j
eighth and ninth, leaving out a large j
number of "unknown,"- probably for the |

most part foreign born.
The following table shows the number of |

males over 21 in each county and congres-
sional district, divided into: Native
whites, native colored, foreign born
naturalized, foreign born who have taken j
out first papers, and "unknown.", Com- i

parison with the map will show that the
foreign born population predominates in
the new counties of the north and west.
The eighth district, which includes the
iron range, has a very large proportion
of aliens. : .

COL AMES SUPREME
All Branches of Police Work Con-

solidated Under Him.

THIS REDUCES CAPT. N. W. KING

He'll Have No More Authority Now
Than Any Other Plain

Clothes Man.

An order of the mayor, issued last
night, makes Fred Ames, superintendent
of police, also chief of detectives and tho
immedidate supervisor of all of the work
of the various departments of the polico
system. Heretofore "Norm" King has
been chief of detectives, but he is now
on equal footing with the twenty-six i
plain clothes men over whom he has been 1
director since Dr. Ames went into office.
There has been considerable friction be-
tween the erstwhile detective chief and
some of the mayor's close friends, and
this, together with the current rumor
that the superintendent of police is only
the nominal head and that he has not
been directing the affairs of the police
department, caused the change. Captain
King is in Duluth on a week's vacation.
The mayor's order follows:

"Colonel Fred \V. Ames, Superintendent
of Police—Sir: You are hereby directed
to consolidate every branch, of the police
service in the city under your own per-
sonal direction, including the stations, de-
tective department, license, pawnbroker
and bicycle departments. You will issue
every order, make all details and have
all reports made to you personally from
each of these branches of the service, re-
porting to me daily all matters of impor-
tance.

"You will make such details and regu-
lations as you deem advisable and neces-
sary for the carrying out of this orden
Thanking you for the excellent service
rendered the city by the police depart-
ment as a whole, I am respectfully,

"—A. A. Ames, Mayor."

WILLING TO PA¥~sls,ooo
PARK BOARD TO HAKE AX OFFER

For the Tornblnd Corner —J.uat Half
What Mr. Tarnblad

Ask*.

The Minneapolis park board et its meet-
ing yesterday voted to offer Swan Turii-
blad $15,000 for his lot at Hennepin avenue
and Oak Grove street adjoining. Loring
park. Mr. Turnblad is said to have set
$30,000 as the lowest price he will accept,
and to be planning to build an apartment-
house on the lot this fall. It is the inten-
tion of the beard to begin condemnation
proceedings in case he refuses the $15,000
offer. The p"lan is to raise the money un-
der the recent act of the legislature al-
lowing park boards in cities of over 50,000
to issue bonds to the extent of $8,000 an-
nually without submitting the question to
the people. Mayor Ames announced that
he would fight the issue in the courts if
necessary; also that he would invoke the
court's aid if the city council passed th<:
bridge and permanent improvement bond
proposition over bis veto.

Among a number of recommendations,
President Folwell suggested that the Cal-
hcun boulevard should be extended clear
around the lake and that the old pavilion
site on the east shore s«hould be purchased.

The committee appointed to investigate |
the matter of the disputed location of the i
Lake of the Isles boulevard recommended
that the west line of the boulevard south
of Franklin avenue be changed so as to I
conform with the original acquisition, and |
that the condemnation proceedings be
dropped.

Commissioner Smith reported that the
finance committee had decided to ask the
board of tax levy for $102,101 for next
year. Of this amount $32,535 is for pay-
ments of interest on bonds and $69,566 for
the purchase, improvement and mainten-
ance of parks. This resolution was adopt-
ed, and the proper officers were authorized
to draw warrants for $61,455.64 to pay
park certificates due Sept. \u25a0 1, 1901.

SHE HAS WON IN A BRAVE FIGHT

Now Site In Coming to Minneapolis

Mrs. Jennie Lewis Evans, a singer of
national reputation, whose work in such
musical comedies as "Gayest Manhattan,"
and other similar pieces has made her
known all over the country, will come to
Minneapolis Sept. 1 to make this city her
home. She has engaged as soprano solo-
ist of the Plymouth Congregational
church choir, and will sing for the first
time in a Minneapolis church on the first
Sunday of September. Mrs. Evans is the
operatic prima donna who married Dr.
Evans of Fargo, and who was deserted by
him ere their honeymoon had waned.
Her atory is a particularly sad one.

A few years ago Jennie Lind Lewis and
her sister were prominent members of
Boston's social set. Both were beautiful
girls, fine musicians and popular. Their
father was one of the prominent mer-
chants of the Massachusetts metropolis
and he idolized his girls. Later they re-
paid that love.

Finally, owing to the rascality of his
partner, Mr. Lewis failed. Always a
proud man, and very jealous of his com-
mercial honor, the blow proved too hard
for him to bear, and he suffered a para-
lytic stroke which left him an invalid for
life. Neverthel&ss he insisted upon sur-
rendering everything to the firm's cred-
itors, and his daughters were compelled
to look about them for employment which
should keep the traditional wolf from the
family door. i

Success Rouses Jealousy.

At this juncture their musical training
stood them in good stead. Miss Lewis de-i
termined to go upon the stage. She was
accustomed to singing in public and she
easily secured an engagement. After a
brief season in the east she was engaged
as prima donna with "Gayest Manhattan,"
and with that company came to Minneap-
olis. Everywhere she met unusual suc-
cess. Critics praised and the public ap-
plauded her. Her salary was raised until
she was able to support her invalid father
with no difficulty, and to provide him with
all the little luxuries to which he had
been accustomed.

He, however, did not like the idea of
her traveling about the country alone,
ard after the first vacation, when it be-
came time for Miss Lewis to rejoin her
company he insisted that her sister ac-
company her. This was easily arranged,
a place in the chorus being secured for
her without difficulty. Again "Gayest
Manhattan" started on tour and again its
prima donna was received with acclaim.
This second season, however, was un-
fortunate. Miss Lewis was too success-
ful. Her rise had been accomplished
quickly, and it aroused jealousies. During
the vacation her manager had married
the soubrette of his company, divorcing
his first wife in order to do so, and trouble
was not long delayed.

Every favorable newspaper notice that
Miss Lewis received seemed to anger the
bride, and one by one her songs were
taken from her, and either cut out of the
piece altogether or alloted to other mem-
bers of the company. It was mid-season
by this time, and engagements were
scarce, so Miss Lewis had to submit.
Shortly after the company left Minneapo-
lis, however, and started west for the
second time, the persecution became un-
bearable and Miss Lewis handed in her
resignation. Then, in Fargo, she met Dr.
Evans, whom she had known in her more
prosperous years, and their engagement
was announced.

An Unfortunate Marriage,

Miss Lewis was very happy in her love,
but it was not for long. Her father's
malady took a turn for the worse. Then,
one afternoon she was married, and that
very night started for home to cheer her
father by her presence in his last illness.
The end was delayed somewhat, but it
came all too soon, and after Mr. Lewis's
burial the young bride, arrayed in deepest
mourning, started west to rejoin her hus-
band.

He welcomed her with outstretched
arms, but fate had not yet finished, and
one night, only ten days after her return,
her husband disappeared. The young
bride was distracted. Days passed and
she received no word. Finally she made
up her mind that her husband had been
killed. He was notoriously careless in
money matters and was known to have had
a considerable sum of meney with him at
the time of his disappearance. For some
time the Fargo detectives worked upon
that supposition, but ultimately they dis-
covered that Dr. Evans had gone to Chi-
cago, supposedly accompanied by another
woman who had been employed as a wait-
ress in one of the Fargo hotels.

MILLER MA\\LEAVK

Report That He May Become Trl-
Road Traffic Director In Revived.

The report that Darius Miller, second
vice president of the Great Northern, is
to go to Chicago within a short time to
assume the position of traffic director of
the Great Northern, Northern Pacific and
Burlington roads, has been revived. It
is asserted that if he does his duties on
the Great Northern will fall to General
Traffic Manager F. B. Clarke, and that
the position of second vice president of
the Great Northern will remain vacant for
some time.

It is said that Mr. Stubbs, representing
the Union Pacific; Mr. Miller, represent-
ing the Great Northern group; Paul Mor-
ton of the Atchison; H. A. Parker of the
Rock Island; S. M. Felton of the Alton;
Mr. Harahan of the Illinois Central; Mr.

McCullough of the North-Western, and
Mr. Bird of the Milwaukee, may form a
traffic board for the arrangement of
practically all 'traffic matters in the west-
ern territory.

HLRRYIXCJ THE ROAD

Soo-Michii»icoten Brunch Will Be
Operated Next Winter.

Special to The Journal.
Sault Ste Marie, Mich., Aug.- 20.—Con-

struction work on the Algoma Central
Railway between Michipicoten and the
Canadian Soo is being energetically
pushed at both ends and midway. At ihe
Soo end forty-five miles have been graded
and trains are running thirty miles. At
the upper lake end about thirty miles
have been graded and track laying Is pro-
gressing. A large force is working both
ways from Algoma on the middle eection.

The Soo-Michipicoten branch will in all
likelihood be in operation this fall. The
distance is about 140 miles. The roadbed
is perfectly ballasted and constructed
and 85-pound steel is being laid. This
means that each rail weighs 850 pounds.

Iron ore from the Helen mine at Michi-
picoten will undoubtedly be laid down at
the Clergue company's immense steel
plant at the Canadian Soo by rail this
winter.

Will Ltte Electricity.

The Great Northern has completed plans
for equipping from 75 to 150 miles of the
Cascade division of the road with electric
motors for operating trains. Power will
be generated from the water falls on the
Skykomish and other streams along the road.

Low Rates Knocked Out.
Officers of the six railroads between Chi-

cago and Minneapolis have agreed that the
low passenger rates scheduled to go into
effect between Chicago and the twin cities
Sept. 1 shall be canceled. The effect of the

The Chicago, Milwaukee & St. Paul road

is making considerable improvemeuts in its
yards at Fargo, which include a sixty-foot
addition to its present passenger station, to
be used as a freight office.

The Great Northern passenger department
was yesterday advised from Fargo that prac-
tically all surplus laborers from the harvest
fields were employed in threshing operations,
and a request was made for more.

The Rollins Mills Here May Change

pany, and again put in operation. The
mills have been idle ever since their
absorption by the Chicago firm, but there
are now strong indications that they will
be reopened before many weeks have
passed. Und«r the old management the
mills did well, and too much money is
tied up there to permit them to be idle
longer.

The Republic company has no represent-
ative in Minneapolis, the only man in
their employ here being a watchman,
and so it was impossible to confirm the
rumor of the sale this afternoon. How-
ever, there appears to be every likeli-
hood that the deal will go through.

LAKE AMELIA'S HOPES
Residents Would Like to See Lake

Residents and property owners about
Lake Amelia are interested in the plan
to make that lake a reservoir from which
to supply Minnehaha Falls in dry seasons.
W. A. Loveland suggests that a dam at
the Rice lake exit would cause the water
to back up filling Rice lake, the creek
and Lake Amelia, giving a body of water
sufficient to meet the demands of the
most trying season.

Park Commissioner Adams, however,
says the expense resulting from damages
to farm lands in the bed of Rice lake
would render this plan undesirable.

HARVEST NEARLY OVER
Threshing: From the Shock Is Al-

ready In Frojjres*.

For the week ending to-day the weather
and crop conditions of Minneapolis are
summarized as follows in tbe regular bul-
letin issued from the weather bureau by
T. S. Outram, section director:

A moderately warm week. On the 12th and
13th there were scattered and light showers
in the western part of the state, and locally

heavy showers in parts of the extreme' south-
east. Where the showers were heaviest, the
corn, potatoes, gardens and pastures wer«
benefited somewhat, and the ground was soft-
ened for plowing, but in most of the sta'e
there was practically no benefit from the
moisture of the week. A severe storm of
wind, rain and hail passed across the north-
ern part of Polk county on the 13th, with,
some damage to the standing grain.

Harvesting has made rapid progress during
the dry weather in the Red river valley, so
that all grain, except late oats and flax, ara
cut as far a.s northern Norman county; in.
Kittson county a few have not yet begun to
harvest. Late wheat is not filling well and
late oats are in danger of rust. Threshing
from the shock is going on In central portions
and preparations arc being made in the south
for threshing from the stack. The cutting
of flax has advanced to north of the central
part of the state, and threshing is going on
in tho south; the crop is poor in the north,
and in the south that sown late and on sandy
soil, is also poor. Corn la irregular and gen-
erally very poor because of the drought,
which has interfered with the formation of
ears, and their filling where they were
formed; many fields look to be nearly ripe.
Potatoes, except in a few scattered places,
are poor. Pastures are drying up, so that
cows have to be fed in order to keep up the
flow of milk. Gardens are seriously injured,
and vegetables of all kinds are scarce, poor
and very high-priced.

Plowing is being done In much of the south,
but the soil is so dry that the work is diffi-
cult and unsatisfactory. In central portions
a large wild hay crop is being secured.
