MAGISTRATE LECTURES STRIKERS

Day’s Developments in the Steel
Region Preponderate in Fa-
vor of the Masters.

Pittsburg, Aug. 22.—Developments in
‘the steel strike this morning were &ll
favorable to the masters. Early this
morning the American Tin Plate company
succeeded in getting about 100 men safely
inside tne gates of the Star plant in this
city, and preparations were in progress
for starting up two mills before the close
of the day. Another crew was put on at
«the Lindsay & McCutcheon works in Al-
legheny and the ‘“Jinney” mill started and
250 men were reported at work in the
Painter plant on the south side.

Seven foreigners arrested for disturbing
the peace at the Pennsylvania tube plant
last evening were given a hearing by
Magistrate McGarvey this morning and
severely reprimanded. All were discharged
but one, who was fined for having e dan-
gerous weapon in his possession when ar-
rested. The magistrate requested the
Amalgamted officials to instruct the for-
eigners as to the rights of others as well
as how far they themselves could go
without breaking the law. He then said:

Must Not Law-Break.

The recorder, the police and the magistrates
mean to maintain civic order at all costs.
Hereafter, I want it very clearly understood
anyone who is arrested in connection with
strike disorders will be made to feel the ut-
most penalty of the law. The police de-
partment, myself, Director J. O. Brown and
Superintendent Leslte, nc matter how our
political sympathles stand, have but one duty
to perform, and that i{s to protect the com-
monwealth; and this duty will be fulfilled at
all hazards. Inspector Henry Whitehouse Is
an efficient officer and he and other officers
sent down to the varlous works to do their
duty and they will do it. It is now the duty
of the officers of the Amalgamated Association
to inform the men that have been arrested
and those not arrested, that strikers must not
congregate at the mills, at the street corners
or even on the streets; and if they do so
especlally after this warning, it will be the

' duty of the magistrates to impose upon <hem
the utmost penalty of the law. It is a dis-
graceful state of affairs when the police, as

“ in this case, had to draw their revolvers to
protect those whom they had arrested from
being taken from the patrol wagon. The
excuse that these men did not understand
Bnglish will not count. On other and less
important occasions they understood it very
well, but when they get into trouble they
plead as an excuse the fact that they are from
& foreign country, speaking a foreign tongue
and used to foreign laws. Let it be fully
understood that the laws of this country to
which they have come to earn their bread are
to be fully enforced at all hazards and that
ignorance of them or of the language will not
be accepted as a plea.

More Non-union Men Come.

The arrival from the east of thirty-two
‘non-union men for work in the Star tin
plate works was attended by great ex-
citement but no disorder. When the
. train reached the union station it was met
by Police Captain Cramer and a squad of
twenty-five men, who surrounded the new
workmen and marched to the mill. Out-
side the station strikers to the number of
several hundred were in waiting. They
fell in behind and several times attempted
to talk to the men, but the policemen kept
the strikers on the outside of the pave-
ment and they had no opportunity to do
missionary work. When the works were
reached the nonunionists quickly filed
through the gates, which were quickly
closed, lcaving the strikers on the outside.
The strikers were orderly. Not a hiss or
& jeer was heard from the time the po-
lice-protected party got out of the union
station until the miss was reached, and
not a loud word was heard from the strik-
ers, even as they watched the nonunion
men cross the mill yard to the place
where the cots were lying, ready to re-
celve the new workmen.

As soon as the men were safely inside,
the police requested the strikers to leave,
and they at once dispersed. Previous to

. the arrival of the eastern men fifteen men
" entered the works. They were not mo-
lested.

Active preparations are now going on
for an immediate resumption, and the
steel officlals claim that in less than a
week the entire plant will be in opera-
tion.

Will Not Appeal to the Courts.

A report that the Amalgamated assocla-
tion will enter suits against the operat-
ing companies of the United States Steel
corporation charging violation of the
Pennsylvania law respecting the discharge
of union labor, is denied by William J.
Brennan, solicitor for the workers’ or-
ganization, who said that the association
will not seek to terminate the strike by
litigation or attack the legality of the
United States Steel corporation in the
courts.

Notices have been posted at the National
Tube works, McKeesport, requesting the
srikers to call to-morrow and Saturday
and receive their money, The strikers
are guessing as to what the move made
by the company means. It was reported
that every employe will be asked when he
calls for his money whether he wants to
return to work and if enough men signify
their intention to return, the mill will be
started Monday. The story could not be
confirmed at the company’s office.

The fires in the bar mill of the Painter
plant have been lighted and preparations
made to start the mill. According to
Manager Harper, many of the old men are
back at work and more are coming in
each day. He expects to have the entire
plant running next week.

Three furnaces were lighted yesterday at
the Demmler Tin Plate works at McKees-
port, and everything points to an early
resumption of operations. The plant is
the pioneer in the tin plate industry in
the United States and when running full
employs aebout 500 men.

something is done quickly looking towards
peace. The structural iron workers and
bricklayers, it is reported, are likely to
be the gm of the outside trades called
to strike. The Bricklayers will be asked
to refuse to do any repair work at mills
of the United States Steel corporation
and the structural iron workers will be
urged to refuse to handle material made
at plants of the steel combination. This
would have the effect of tying up build-
ing operations and throw many more men
out of employment.

Aulltanpt Secretary Tighe of the Amal-
gamated association denied the story that
Secretary Bishop of the Ohio state board
of arbitration was in New York with a
new proposition of settlement. Bishop,
he said, was in Columbus, and had no con-
nection with the organization.

SHAFFER HAS A PLAN

Says He Can Bring Peace—Not Arbi-
tration or Litigation,

Pittsburg, Aug. 22.—President Theodore
J. Shaffer of the Amalgamated association
said last night that he had well defined
plans to bring the strike to a close. This
is to be done by bringing about such a
crisis in the differences between the steel
corporation and the Amalgamated asso-
ciation as will force a settlement. Just
how all this is to be accomplished is a
mystery, but it will not be by arbitra-
tion or litigation. In answer to questions
about the numerous stories going the
rounds of meditation or arbitration, Mr.
Shaffer dismissed all by saying:

We have not.heard from the other side; we
have not placed anything before them and I
know of nobody acting for either side or on
any side. We are not hunting for arbitra-
tion. Arbitration, representing both sides,
might be worse than the strike itself, Two
willing champions, one for either side, might
have a worse fight in choosing a third party
and in settling the differences than we in
the continuation of the strike. I have told
the other side that personally I would con-
sent for disinterested arbitration in the hands
of such public men as Bishop Ireland, Bishop
Potter and Seth Low—although I do not as
an officer of the association suggest such &
move, I was willing to advise it.

CRUISER TO GRESCENT

ANTI-TURXISH

DEMONSTRATION

France Further Lifts Her Upper Lip
to Show More of Her
Teeth,

Parls, Aug. 22.—The Matin announces
that the French second-class cruiser Cas-
sard started for Turkish waters yesterday
and that a naval division is ready to
follow. >

Foreign office officials refuse to confirm
or deny the reports that three battle-
ships and a cruiser which arrived at Tou-
lon this morning are taking coal and pro-
visions. M. Deschanel, president of the
chamber of deputies, who was attending
the council general at Chartres, suddenly
went to Rambouillet this morning to see
President Loubet. M. Delcasse, minister
of foreign affairs, leaves the council gen-
eral at Ariege and returns to Paris to-
morrow to attend a special meeting of the
cabinet, called, it is asserted, to arrange
the program for the reception and enter-
tainment of the czar,

One of the oldest members of the diplo-
matic corps said:

The sultan’s hand contains one trump just
now: It is not likely that France will run
the risk of opening the eastern question on
the eve of the czar’'s visit.

The newspapers here, under the influ-
ence of the overwhelming joy at the czar’s
approaching visit, are paying scant atten-
tion to Constantinople and generally are
taking the view that the matter soon will
be settled to France's satisfaction. The
Temps, semi-official, has a note this after-
noon saying:

“The rupture, as yet, is only the per-
sonal act of M. Constans, and will only
become official and important if the sultan
persists in his present attitude, in which
case, as Munir Bey is absent from France,
it only will be necessary to notify him not
to return until diplomatic relations are
resumed.”

The Temps adds that there is no ques-
tion at present of a naval demonstration
and hints that if it shall become necessary
France may imitate the example of Aus-
tria which once, under similar circum-
stances, seized the custom-houses of cer-
tain Ottoman ports,

New York, Aug. 22.—The difficulties
which have arisen between the French
government and the porte are three in
number, two of which concern sums of
money due to French subjects for ad-
vances maade in the construction of rail-
ways. One of these claims, with interest,
amounts to nearly 45,000,000 francs.

The third question relates to the Con-
stantinople Dock and Quay company,
which was created in 1890 for the con-
struction and working of quays on both
shores of the Golden Horn. That company,
under Ottoman domination, is described
as being exclusively French by its origin,
capital and personnel.

In addition to the working of the quays,
the firman of concession conferred on the
company the right to establish docks and
custom-house depots, with the privilege of
issuing warrants, and also creating and
working steam ferryboats and tramways.
The company never has been able to enter
into possession of those advantages, as the
sultan intimated his intention to buy back
the concession, and two years' ago nomi-
nated a commission to negotiate for the
purchase with representatives of the com-
pany.

The French contend that two things
alone are possiblé: Either the company
must be placed in possession of the ad-
vantages granted by the sultan or the
Ottoman government must buy up the con-
cession.

It is stated that the approximate cost
of the quays constructed was about 35,-
000,000 francs. The price the company
places on its concession is about 50,000,000
francs. )

New York, Aug. 22.—Edwin Bruwaert,
the French consul general in this city,
ridiculed the possibility of a war between
his country and Turkey. He said:

The trouble arises over the wharves in
Constantinople. A French company built
wharves there. They were to charge vessels
for docking privileges and the Turkish gov-
ernment guaranteed the income up to a cer-
tain fixed sum yearly. If the income from
the wharves did not reach that amount, the
Turkish government was to make up the
difference. The income did not reach the
sum fixed and now the company wants Tur-
key to make good its guarantee.

There cogpes In another question. You
know France has a postofice of her own in
Constantinople. Turkey does not like that.
She says it interferes with her postal serv-
ice; but France will not consent to do away
with: her postoffice. Then Turkey tries to
force France. She says: ‘“Very well. You
keep your postoffice and we will keep the
money belonging ‘to your wharf company.
When you abandon the postofice we will
pay the wharf company.” Now France in-
tends to have both the postofice and the
wharf company’s money. She has seen the
success your country has had in collecting
money from the sultan and she is going to
collect the money due her,

But war; no. This is what you call a
bluff, You may think of war when France
sends Munir Bey, Turkey's ambassador in
Paris, his _passporis. France will not do

_that. Munir Bey is very well liked in Parls.

Mehmet Webb, the Turkish consul gen-
eral in this city, also said that he did not
think there was any possibility of war be-
tween France and Turkey.

West Superior Post Divided Over
the Postmastership.

OLD SOLDIERS TURNED DOWN

Resolutions of Condemnation of
Congressman Jenkins Defeat-
ed by the "l‘ho_m-- Men,

Special to The Journal.

West Superior, Wis., Aug. 22.—The
Grand Army post of this city has quit the
field of politics which it has occupied for
several weeks. It only pulled out after a
lively session in which it is reported some
strong language was used by different
members.

The trouble all arose over the appoint-
ment of a postmaster at the West Su-
perior office. Kirby Thomas, James H.
Agen and the present incumbent, C, C.
Pillsbury, were the candidates. The fight
waxed rather warm and Pillsbury, a G.
A. R. man, was notified by Congressman
Jenkins that he would not be reappointed.
Then it was between Agen and Thomas,
the former being a G. A. R. man. The
latter got the appointment and Agen’s
friends started out for revnege.

A meeting of the post was held and a
committee appointed to draft resolutions
of condemnation of Congressman Jenkins.
The meeting was @ warm one, for Thomas
seemed to have as many if not more
friends than Agen. But the fact that a G.
A, R. man had been turned out and an-
other member of the post refused the
pogition, led to the adoption of the reso-
lution to appoint the committee.

The committee worked for weeks to find
some opposition to Thomas. The matter
finally culminated in weak resolutions
against Jenkins and in branding Thomas
as a “deadly” to the Grand Army.

When the committee reported the reso-
lutions back to the post the fight took
place. The supporters of Thomas were
more numerous than those of Agen or
Pillsbury and the battle waxed merry.
hTe Thomas men made an effort to have
the resolutions thrown out of considera-
tion altogether, and in this they were
thoroughly succeasful. James A. Agen,
the defeated candidate, was present and
it i1s claimed that he made a fight to have
the resolutions stick, but even among the
Grand Army men Thomas found the most
advocates. Agen and C. W. Robinson
passed some vicious words. Post Com-
mander Cleveland became disgusted with
the proceedings and the way that things
were going, and members of the post say
he announced it as his intention to re-
sign at the next meeting.

The opposition to the resolution was too
strong for the other side and by a vote of
two to one won out in the fight and or-
dered the committee discharged and the
records of former proceedings in the
matter taken off the books. Alonzo Pal-
mer post has made its first and perhaps
its last essay in the political field.

{GIRL CIGARETTE FIEND

CHILDREN’S SMOKING PARTIES

A Gotham Girl Says Nearly All East
Side School  Girls
Smoke,

New York 8un Special Service

New York, Aug. 22.—An astonishing
confession was made yesterday by Annie
Neff, a 13-year-old girl cigarette fiend, in
Yorkville court. She said that all the
girls in her neighborhood on the East
Side smoked cigarettes; that dealers con-
tinually violate the law compelling them
to sell cigarettes in unbroken ‘packages,
and that parties of boys and girls gather
on the docks and have ‘inhaling parties,”
the one holding the smoke in the lungs
longest collecting a tribute of a cigaretie
from each of the other contestants.
