The Inn, which has been placed in a very
sightly location near the railway station,
differs in architecture from the conventional
lake style. It is of the Spanish type, the
sides being of very light gray stucco, with
foundation and roof of red. The house is
rectangular and rather low. Across the front
extends a wide veranda which, Instead of
ending in abrupt, square corners, spread
out in fan-shape and extend about half way
across the ends. The pillars of the veranda
are painted a leaf green edged with white.
Within, all of the main floor opens together,
the rooms being divided only by archways.
The hall at one corner is also used as an
office and from this the stairs ascend, winding
round the big red brick chimney and fireplace
which make decorative features of the room.
All of the rooms are paneled and the panel-
ing of the hall is red, as Is the woodwork of
the stairs. The walls are a pale gray green
and the dado Is deep green. Beside ihis
room is a small music room that is also used
as a downstairs reception-room, whose deco-
rations are the same as those of the hall. The
dining-room, which occupies nearly all of this
floor, has a heavy timbered ceiling, the square
beams of which and the wall paneling are in
deep green. The walls are a soft, warm yel-
low and the dado a pale gray. Across one
•nd of this room is a partition inclosing a
private dining-room, which gets the full
splendor of the morning sun and will be
especially appreciated on cool days in the
fall and spring.

The parlor in the center of the front up-
stairs projects over the veranda and has wide
windows, filling one-half of the wall space,
which admit a flood of sunlight and the air
and breeie of the lake, which it overlooks.
The walls are a restful gray tint just tinged
with green and the ceiling yellow, while the
flat mouldings and woodwork are white. The
house has hardwood floors throughout and
is furnished with rugs, enameled iron beds
and ia fresh, cool and attractive.

Mrs. F. H. Strong, who has taken the Inn,
will give especial attention to all the year
around business and the new place will be
found a convenience for those who wish to
visit the foot of the lake late in the season
for hunting and fishing. It3nearness to town
and its facilities will undoubtedly make it a
favorite resort for pleasure parties.

REVOLUTIONISTS ROUTED
COLOMBIAN TROOPS VICTORIOUS

Explanation of the Bnoneoni Re-
port That Kcuadureaim Were

to Invade Colombia.

Washington, Aug. 22.—The Colombian
minister, Dr. Martinez Silva, to-day re-
ceived an official letter from the minister
of Colombia at Quito, Ecuador, which re-
ports an engagement near Tomaco in
which a force of Colombian revolutionists
was defeated and arms, ammunition and
prisoners taken. The letter also dis-
closes the satisfactory condition of affairs
between Ecuador and Colombia and dis-
poses of reports that an armed invasion by
Ecuadorean troops was to be apprehended.

The minister at Quito does not refer to
any trouble with the government of Ecu-
ador. He states that almost all the revo-
lutionary chiefs, who had fled from Co-
lombia and taken refuge in Ecuador, had
gone back to Colombia. Dr. Sllva consid-
ers this an explanation of the recent press
reports that a force from Ecuador was
about to invade Colombia and fight a bat-
tle near Hasto. Concerning the engage-
ment near Tomaco, the latter states that
General Palasius, commandant of the city
of Barbaucas, which had been recovered
by the government, was in command ofthe
government force. The revolutionary force
was on its way to Tomaco on the island of
Gaille and was surprised.

Reference to the map makes it evident
that the engagement referred to'at To-
maco is part of the same movement re-
ferred to in the press dispatches as going
on near Pastol, as these two points are
near each other on the Colombian side of
the frontier with Ecuador.

TO SOUND A WHIRLPOOL
UNDERTAKING AT NIAGARA FAL.LS

Mr. Nissen Insists That He Li Not m
Crank, bnt Devoted

to Science.

Chicago, Aug. 22.—P. M. Nissen, who, as
"Bowser," gained a name and fame for
himself last summer by shooting tho
whirlpool rapids at Niagara in an open
boat, is prepared to repeat the experiment
in a short time with a steamboat. He has
almost entirely rebuilt the Fool Killer,
the craft he used before, having installed
in it an 8-horse power boiler and engine
and a 28-inch propeller, which will, he
thinks, enable him successfully to navi-
gate the rapids and give him sufficient
control of the boat to allow him to take
soundings of the whirlpool, a thing never
done before.
"Ihave a scientific object in view," said

Mr. Nissen, "and am not, as most people
think, a crank or a notoriety seeker.
Soundinga of the whirlpool will be of
great value to the scientific world, and
I hope to do this successfully this time."

The boat will be entirely enclosed and
water tight, and the soundings will be
taken in a novel manner through a 4-inch
pipe extending into the water from the
engine-room. This engine-room is proba-
bly the smallest of its kind in the world,
afloat or ashore. It is less than 3 feet
square, and hardly more than that in
height, but by sitting on top of the engine
Mr. Nissen says he makes himself very
comfortable. The boiler is in a water-
tight compartment just abaft the engine.

NEW TOWNS PUT BACK
Deadly Storm Strikes Oklahoma

Communities.

Anadarko, Okla., Aug. 22.—Three per-
sons were killed, two seriously and a num-
ber slightly injured in a heavy wind and
rainstorm which visited Anadarko last
evening. Twenty buildings were almost
wrecked, hundreds of tents (occupied by
homesteaders) were torn to pieces and
great quantities of merchandise was
strewn far and wide over the prairie.

Those killed were Dr. Mayse, W. P. Levis
and John Antone. Anadarko is one of the
\u25a0three towns which sprang up after the
opening recently of the Kiowa-Comanche
Indian reservation.
