The trade was
momentarily startled by the posted figures
showing 490 cars in Duluth. Not much seil-
ing agalnst this developed, however, and it
is thought that the bulk of the Duluth re-
ceipts for some time will pass right through
on former contracts for shipment. Corn was
off at first and the wheat weakness was In
part sympathetic, and with later recovery
in corn a better feeling came out all around.

Paris declined 1%e, Antwerp closed un-
changed. Broomhall cabled a report said to
emanate from the Austro-Hungarian consul
at Bucharest who says that the Roumanian
crop will aggregate 216,000,000 bushels, which
estimate is some 36,000,000 bushels larger than
that published by the London Economist on
Baturday. Bradstreet's figures for the world's
visible are for an increase of 1,131,000 bush-
els. Clearances wheat and flour showed 621,-
000 bushels.
