DIGEST OF GAME LAWS
BY THE DBP'T OF AGRICULTURE

Liffht on Subjects of Interest to
Sportsmen—A Good Cause

Helped.

Washingtonfl, Sept. 3.—T. S. Palmer and

H. W. Olds, of the department of agri-
culture, have prepared a work for distri-
bution by that department containing a
diigest of the game laws of the various
states. Of course the Lacey act for the
protection of birds leads the book, and it
is followed by general comment on the
recognition by the legislatures of the
various states of the necessity for laws
for the protection of game. A hopeful
sign of this is the recognition of the
principle that game preservation is a
national rather than a local question. Or-
ganized effort has accomplished more this
year than ever before. By reason of the
efforts of the American Ornitholgists'
union eight states and congress for the
district of Columbia have enacted laws
for the preservation of non-game birds,
and incidentally the adoption of a uniform
definition of game birds.

Through the agitation started by the
League of American Sportmen laws pro-
viding for a close season of from three to
ten years for antelope in six states and
for mountain shepp and wild turkeys in
two states and that of certain species by
others, because of the agitation by the
league. The result has been the practical
removal from the markets of three kinds
of game, antelope, elk and prairie chicken,
except in states where their killing is still
permitted.

Says the report:
The opening year of the new century has

witnessed an unprecedented interest .in game
protection. Nearly four-fifths of the states
and territories have enacted some amend-
ments to their game laws. These amend-
ments vary from a slight change in the Dela-
ware law regarding close seasons to the adop-
tion of a general game law or code In Ari-
zona, California, Connecticut, Indiana, Michi-
gan, Missouri, Nebraska, Nevada, New Hamp-
shire and New Jersey.

Changes in dates for opening or closing the
seasons have been the most common, but
i-estrlctlons on methods of capture, on sale,
shipment and storage, also have been numei-
ous. In many instances the laws necessarily
have become more complex, but there has
been a strong tendency toward extending pro-
tection to more kinds of game, shortening the
seasons, limiting bags, and throwing greater
restrictions about the trade in game. Nebras-
ka and Missouri, which suffered severely from
wholesale shipments of game last year, have
joined the great majority of states in adopting
stringent non-export laws, leaving less than
half a dozen states now without protection
of this kind.

Other states, notably Indiana, Montana, Ne-
braska, Pennsylvania and Washington, have
restricted hunting by requiring license* of
non-resident hunters, a favorite expedient,
particularly in the middle west, for providing
a game protection fund. South Dakota has
followed the example of Michigan, Minnesota,
North Dakota and Wisconsin in requiring
residents as well as non-residents to obtain
licensee, and Oregon now licenses non-resi-
dent market hunters. In ail the northern
states, from the Alleghenles to the Pacific,
with the exception of Ohio, Idaho and Ore-
gon, non-resident hunters must now secure
licenses at a cost of $10 to $40.
