BRITISH WHEAT

Trade of the Year Showed but Little

London, Sept. 4.—The Times to-day reviews
the cereal year which ended on Aug. 31. It
says:

The wheat trade was subject to remarkably
little excitement, the weekly average price
of English wheat fluctuating only 37d per
quarter. Three years ago, the fluctuation
was more than 17s, caused by the Spanish-
American war and gigantic speculations in
the United States. All prices were slightly
lower at the end of the year than at the be-
ginning. Forty-one and flve-tenths per cent
of the wheat grown jn the year was reported
sold in the statutory markets in England and
Wales, which were established by the corn
returns act of 1882. These figures are exact,
and the average prices thus established are
important. Tithes are based on them yet,
and, as they are only for the best salablegrains, they represent something more than
the real value of the whole output. The
average price of wheat was 27 l-12s per 480
pounds.
