PROPOSED MILITARY COLLEGES

Admiral Crowninsuield's Plan to See

Klujt Edward Crowned Gets

a Deadly Frost.

Washington, Sept. 7.—According lo a

bulletin recently issued by the census
office there are 767,870 persons of school
age, 5 to 20 years, in the state of lowa.
Of these 387,930 are males, and 379,940 are
females. The native-born persons in this
class aggregate 743,306, and the foreign-
born, 24,562. The total of whites is 763,-
--786. The total of native whites i» 739,231,
of whom 465,841 were born of native pa-
rents and 273,390 of foreign parents. The
foreign white aggregate 24,554. The col-
ored population of school age numbers
4,085, of whom 3,913 are negroes.

Of the 387,930 males of school age in the
atate, 375.182 are native born and 12,748
foreign born. The total of white males is
585.877. and of the native whites 373,136.
Of the latter 235,803 were born of native
parents and 137,333 of foreign parents. The
foreign white males aggregated 12,741.
There were 2,053 colored males of school
age in the state, of whom 1,955 were*
negroes.

The females of school age are composed
of 368,126 of native birth and 11,814 of for- }
eign birth. The white females number
377,908. There is a total of 366,095 native
white females of school age in the state,
of whom 230,038 were born of native pa-
rents and 136,057 of foreign parents. The
foreign vchlte females aggregate 11,813.
The total of colored females of school age
is 2,032, of whom 1,957 are negroes.

There are 475.760 males of militia age,
18 to 44 years, in lowa, acording to the
bulletin, of whom 396,201 are native born
and 79,55'J foreign born. The whites ag-
gregate 472,240, of whom 392,770 are na-
tives and 79,470 foreigners. Of the native
whites 243,701 were born of native par-
ents and 149,069 of foreign parents. Th»
colored population of militia age numbers
3,520, of whom 3,373 are negroes.

There are 635,29S males of voting age, j
21 years and over, in the states, divided j
into 630,665 whites and 4,633 classed as j
colored. Of the latter 4,441 are negroes, i
Of the whites 477,273 are native born, and J
158,025 foreign born. The native whites j
aggregate 472,759, of whom 321,513 were
born of native parents and 151,246 of for-
eign parents. There are 157,906 foreign

•whites of voting age in the state.
The bulletin shows that, of the 635,298

males in the state 21 years of age and j
over, 618,237 are literate and 17,061 are j
illiterate. Of the 477,273 native "born in- i

habitants of voting age 468,485 are literate !
and 8.788 are illiterate. Of the 158,025 i
foreign born males ol voting age 149,752
are literate and 8,273 Illiterate.

The colored voting population (male),
numbering 4,633, is divided into 3,553 lit-
ercates and 1,080 illiterates. The negro
voters aggregate 4,441, of whom 3,466 are i
literate and 975 are illiterate. Of the 94 I
Chinese 70 are literate and 24 illiterate, j
The seven Japanese adults can all read |
and write, while of the 91 Indian adults |
10 can read and write, and 81 can't.

The foreign-born male adults aggregate j
158,025. Of these 117,524 are naturalized,
and 5,634 have filed their first papers. The
total of male adult aliens is 11,431, and
the aggregate of those whose citizenship

is unreported is 23,436.

Military Colleges.

"When the secretary of war returns
from Long Island, where he usually goes
every Thursday to spend three or four
days with his family, he will appoint a
board of army officers to help along his j
plans for establishing military colleges.

This board will consider the subject of
sites. They will begin, undoubtedly, by
indorsing the secretary's choice of Fort
Riley as one of the locations for a war
college, and may recommend Montauk as 'the second one. The secretary is not sure J\u25a0whether to have four college camps of this ;
sort or only two. Unless there is some- j
thing between Montauk and Riley the
troops from the middle states would have
a long way to go. But Mr. Root does not
want to make his plans so great in the be-
ginning as to stir up the antagonism of !
congress, for he will want some money
for them next winter.

The plans are sure to be quite elaborate
in any event. The secretary has put the j
stamp of his approval on the ideas of his 'assistant, Carey Sanger, who has made a j
\u25a0pecialty of the militia. It is his pet am-
bition to bring about a sweeping reform
in the United States in the line of mak-
ing the militia a more effective adjunct to j
the regular army. He wants to correct;
the inherent weakness of a system which !
is based on the theory of state rights. !
He wants the militia brought under the '
direct control of the federal authority, j
He would have every militiaman enlist ]
with the understanding that in case of i
emergency he could be ordered anywhere !
by the president of the United States and,
kept in service for ninety days. In re-
turn for which he would have the federal
government pay a large share of the cost
of equipment of the militia, maintain 'camps and military colleges, and pay reg-
ular officers to drill and discipline them.

Just now it is all a question of how to
bring it about. Mr. Root thinks a mili-
tary board is a pretty good scheme. The
effect of recommendations of a military
board on congress might be more weighty
than that of recommendations of one Root,
secretary of the treasury, or one Sanger,
assistant secretary.

Ammunition for Irrigatora.

The interesting information has reached
here that the recent drought in the corn
belt and Kansas is to be made use of by
the irrigation boomers who have been
trying so long and so hard to get congress
to appropriate for dams and reservoirs
in the arid and semi-arid states. They
are saying that if there was irrigation in
Idaho, Nevada and Wyoming there would
not be such a lonp dry spell in Kansas.
The details of their argument are coming
by slow freight; but the hint is enough
to illustrate the enterprise and persist-

ence of the interests working for irriga-
tion. At the last congress the irrigation
lobby was everywhere in evidence. It wa3

one of the most active in Washington.
They got irrigation paragraphs into almost
every appropriation bill in congress, and
some of them were not stricken out until
the eleventh hour, and at the imminent
risk of provoking an extra session. All
they want is an opening wedge. Just one
wedge for a precedent and they promise
the irrigation budget will grow like the
pension roll, or the rural free delivery.
Incidentally, a lot of land which is now
worthless will be given a very good value
and some speculators will reap a fortune.
Collis P. Huntlngton taught the people
of the west how to turn government sub-
sidy to personal account.

IT WILL NOT DOWN
Fight for a 640-Acre Tract at Thief

River Falls.

HEIRS OF OLD CHIEF MOOSE DUNG

They Will Contest the Title Despite

the Decision of the 11.I1. S.
Supreme Court.

Thief River Falls. Minn., Sept. 7.—A

cause celebre which agitated this com-
-1 munity for seven years and was supposed
to have been closed two years ago by the
decision of the supreme court of the
United States, in the case of Jones vs.
Meebaa, is threatening to again bob up.
By the terms of the treaty negotiated by
Governor Ramsey in 1863 with the Red
Lake and Pembina Indians, a tract of 640
acres was reserved outside the general
reservation for Chief Moose Dung as his
individual property.

"Moose Dung," said Mr. Ramsey in his
report to the commissioner of Indian af-
fairs, "who was really the most influen-
tial of all the chiefs, stood at the head
of a party embracing the large majority
of the bands who were favorable to and
even anxious for the treaty," and the
land in question was granted him as a
reward for his services in assisting in the
negotiations. Upon the death of the chief
his land and title of chief descended to
his oldest surviving son. Red Gown, who
thereupon assumed his father's name. This
was in accord with tribal custom, and the
decision of the supreme court approved
the title in the following language:

"The elder chief, Moose Dung, being a
member of an Indian tribe, whose tribal
organization was still recognized by the
government of the United States, the right
of inheritance in his land, at the time
of his death, was controlled by the laws,
usages and customs of the tribe, and not
by the law of the state of Minnesota or
the action of the secretary of the inte-
rior." Further, "the title to the strip
of land in controversy, having been
granted by the United States to the elder
chief, Moose Dung, by the treaty itself.and
having descended, upon his death, by the
laws, customs and usages of the tribe, to
his eldest son and successor as chief,
Chief Moose Dung, the younger, passed
by the lease executed by the latter in
1891 to the plaintiffs for the term of the
lease and their rights, under the lease,
could not be divested by any subsequent
action of the lessor or of congress or of
the executive department."

This decision was the result of a legal
battle fought over two leases made by the
younger chief covering the same piece of
property and was held to affirm his abso-
lute title to the land. The decision was
handed down in 1899 and Moose Dung
promptly sold the property, which is im-
mediately adjoining the city of Thief
River Falls, and very valuable. The land
has passed to several persons and a por-
tion of it has been platted into town lots
and handsome residences erected thereon.

The other heirs of the old chief now
propose to contest the title pt the pres-
ent chief and lay claim to a share of the
property. While, under the decision of
the supreme court this seems to be a
hopeless undertaking, it will throw the
title into litigation and prevent, for a
time, the development of the north and
of the city. The present owners claim that
the matter has been instigated by rival
real estate dealers. '
