But
the fleld of twelve horses scored maany
times for the third heat and ““Fred
Kid"” was thoroughly tired. He was scon
overhauled by C. F. W., who crowded to
the pole and retained the lead to the end.
“Fred the Kid" rallled in the last quar-
ter and after he had dropped to sixth
place, pulled up to third while C. F. W.
fought it out with Tags.

C. F, W.'s rival got a bad start in the
fourth heat, and after a vain effort to
forge to the front, was jogged by Ames,
just inside of tke distance flag. 'The
drivers of Kitty Powers, Tags and Shecan
were fined $10 each for their apparent
effort to prevent a start until “Fred the
Kid” bhad been tired out.

The fleld wes sent away for the final
heat with ‘““Fred the Kid"” in a pocket at
the rear of C. F. W..'s sulky. ‘'iags
close up to the leader and blocked any ef-
fort Ames made to get out of his dilemma.
