The Constitutionality of the Law
Under Which 1t Is Levied
Upheld.

Judge Brooks has decided that the sep-
cial assessment Jlevied for Minnetonka
dam purposes is valid and that chapter
88 laws of 1897, is constitutional. Minne-
tonka residents acting with Judge Mc-
Gee as their leader and W. A. Lancaster |
as their attorney, opposed. the payment of
the,tax on the ground that the improve-
ment was of a public nature, and, there-
fore, should be paid from the general
fund. They also attacked the constitu-
tionality of the &dct as conferring upon
the court powers which were clearly leg-
islative and administrative. The state

cause of actiion was set forth and the
court sustains the demurrer.

Judge Brooks goes into the law very
fully in a memorandum aecompanying his
decision. He holds that the only
at "“issue is the constitution-
ality of the law in question when it con-
fers :upon the courts the right to order
the improvement and the assessment. A
large number of cases are cited to show
that it is no new thing fo endow courts
with such power and especially cites the
drainage law which permits an appeal to
the district court against an order by
county commissioner providing for the
construction of a ditch. It is admitted
that the funetion in question is an aa-
ministrative one, but the court says that
the power ‘may ‘be conferred by the legis-
lature.
