How Fruit Rinds May Be Trans-

formed Into Pleasure* for
the Palate.

The rinds of fruit, especially those of the
melons, seem rather impossible in the way of
dainties if one has not enjoyed the bounty of
grandmother's preserve closet. Some frugal
but ambitious housewife, who found that she
could not obtain her usual supply of citron
for preserving, put on her thinking cap and !
the result was that from the apparently use- |
less rind of the melons she produced a very
delightful substitute for the citron, and with
very little expenditure of money, at the same
time having a more digestible substance than
the citron, which is objected to because it is
not considered very wholesome.

Preserved and Spiced Melon Kinds.

These partake of the nature of foreign con-
fections. The preserved, with their rich,
syrup, are nice served with boiled rice and
cereals, and the spicier . preparations give
relish to many cold meats. \u25a0

Preserved Watermelon,

After the red part of the melon has been
cut off, pare on* the outside rind, removing
every part of the green; cut the rind into
pieces two inches long, weigh and throw into •

cold water; then drain and measure and add
to every two gallons a heaping spoonful of i
salt; let stand until salt dissolves; then fillI
the kettle with cold water, place on the
range, where the water will slowly come to |
boiling point, having the rinds covered with. a j
china plate to keep them under the water. ;
Cook gently until you can pierce them with a !
straw, then drain thoroughly from the water
and place- in syrup prepared while the rinds !
are cooking.- Bruise four ounces of ginger i
root and tie in a bag and throw it in three
pints of water; add three or four slices of j
lemon and cook until the water is strongly >
flavored: take out the ginger root and lemon; ,
then put in sugar, allowing three-quarters of
a pound of sugar to each pound of rind; stir j
the sugar and water until clear; then add
the rind and simmer for three-quarters of an
hour. It may be necessary to add more
water to the sugar for -the syrup, as you must
have enough .to completely cover the fruit.
Ifyou want the rinds crisp, add a teaspoonful
of powdered alum with the salt to the rinds;
but alum is objectionable.

Xntmegr Melon Preserve.
When the rinds are to be used for pre-

serving it is best to serve the \u25a0 soft part of
the melon iced or In a frappe. Or when the
melons are not ripe enough to be eaten after
they are cut. reserve them for pickling or
preserving. Pare ' and cut into* neat cubes
or finger lengths^ cover with salted water,
not too strong, and let stand for'three days;
drain and boil gently in fresh water for six
hours, changing the water three times. Then
make a syrup of one and one-half pound* of
sugar, to one pound of the rind, flavor the
syrup with lemon slices, white ginger, cinna-
mon and mace according to taste: boil up and
then add the rind well drained from the
water and boil it very gentil until the fruit
is transparent. If allowed to cook too Ire-
is transparent. If allowed to cook too rapid-
ly the fruit will go to pieces.
