The intention is to provide for a state
educational council of which the state su- |
perintendent of schools, the presidents of
the state university, state mormal school
and state college of agriculture will be
members ex-officio. It is probable the
council will be composed of seven mem-
To this board will be entrusted the
duty of selecting text books for a period
of years. At present, the law provides
for county uniformity. Text books are
adopted for a period of five years by a
board in each county composed of the
board of supervisors, county auditor and
county superintendent of schools. This
system has' proved highly objectionable,
and the intense rivalry of the leading
school book companies coupled with the
alleged venality of boards in some in-
stances has given rise to numerous scan- |
dals.

It is likely the bill for state uniformity '
will become one of the important questions
before the state legislature. Already the
cry is being raised that a state board,
unless hedged round with most rigid re-
strictions, will be open to corruption the
same as is the county board. However, |
it is predicted the school book companies
will fight the measure. In the case of
the American School Book company there
would be a valid reascn for its opposi-
tion. It has at present the lion’s share
of the school book business of the coun-
ties and the operation of the state uni-
formity plan might jeopardize the com-
pany’s interests seriously.

The bill of Superintendent Sheakley will
be brought before the State Teachers’
association for ratification. There is lit-
tle question the principle of state uni-
formity will be approved by this body.

It is the intention to exempt from the
operation of state uniformity the graded
schools. Or, instead of this, it may be
provided state adoption shall not apply
to cities or towns with a population above
a fixed limit.
