SEES STRIKE'S END
Organ of the Iron Trade Possesses

Faith.

TERMS OF SETTLEMENT OUTLINED

Blaift Furnace Workers Make a De-
mand, but a Strike I*

Unlikely.

Cleveland, Ohio, Sept. 12.—The Iron
Trade Review this weeK says:

Indications now p°mt to an early settle-
ment of the steel strike. According to Pitts-
burg advices President Shaffer has been in-
structed by the executive committee of the
Amalgamated Association to negotiate for
peace on the best terms available and the
strike will be settled on the terms offered by
the United States corporation last week. They
provide for the signing of the scale for all the
plants of the American Tin Plate company,
except those that have been started in opera-
tion since the strike has been declared, and
the Mouesaen plant;.the signing of the scale
for all the mills of the American Steel Hoop
company that were signed for last year and
the signing of the scale for all the mills of
the American Sheet Steel company that were
signed for last year, except the mills that
were placed in operation non-union during
the year and those that have been placed in
operation since the strike was declared.

The blast furnace workers affiliated with
the American Federation of Labor employed
in the two valleys have formulated a demand
for the operation of the furnaces with three
turns instead of two. Whether the operators
will concede to accede to this is a gorgian
knot, but as several difficulties among the
workers have been settled during the past
year a strike among them now is not con-
sidered likely.

THEY'LL BRING A DOLLAR
GOOD POTATOES AT HIGH POINT

Growers In Portage and Waupaca

Counties, Win., Will Reap a
Harvest of Coin.

Milwaukee, Sept. 12.—Wisconsin farmers

who are in Milwaukee attending the stat*
fair are of the opinion that the consumer
will this winter pay over $1 a bushel for
potatoes. Assemblyman Frost, who has a
potato plantation in Portage county, says
that he expects to realize fully eighty
cents a bushel for his crop, which is a
big and fine one. He says there are 14,000
acres of potatoes under cultivation in
Portage county, which is 2,000 acres more
than wiH be harvested in Waupaca, which
has heretofore been considered the ban-ner potato county of the state. The Port-
age crop, he says, is generally good, tout
owing to the poor crop elsewhere in the
country, the farmers expect to have a
bonanza.

A Milwaukee commission man said to-
day that the retail market price for good
Wisconsin potatoes after the crop is har-
vested ought not to 'be over 80 cents, the
reports from the potato growing sections
being more favorable the past few days
than they were when the drought teas at
Its height.

The best opinion seems to be ttoat the
householder will pay at least $1 a bushel
for good potatoes this year.

Wisconsin is the great potato growing
state of the west, and already agents of
Chicago commission men are in the field to
buy the crop at a figure far in advance
of anything offered In recent years. There
are nearly 80,000 acres under cultivation
in the counties of Portage and Waupaca
alone.

BROKE INTO STORES

BURNED ALL HE HAD
Demented Michigan Farmer Gives

His Property to Flames.

STOCK CREMATED IN THE STALLS

Veiglibors Who Came to Save Intim-
idated by the Farmer and

His Shotgun.

Marquette, Mich., Sept. 12.—Armed with

a shotgun, and declaring he would shoot
the first person who attempted interfer-
ence, a farmer named Lupton, livingnear
Germfask, and one of the most prosperous
agriculturists in the upper peninsula, held
at bay a crowd of neighbors while the
great bulk of his property went up in
smoke.

Lupton, who owned a fine farm, well
equipped with substantial buildings and
live stock and implements, suddenly be-
came demented. He hauled practically
everything of value he possessed to his
big barn, which contained about a hundred
tons of hay, besides vehicles and the like,
and after the horses and cattle were also
locked in, applied a match, next setting
fire to his dwelling house. Seizing his
gun, he defied the neighbors who had col-
lected, in answer to the alarm raised by
the family, to attempt to quench the
flames. The threats were heeded, and
the crowd stood mutely by and watched
the blaze lick up the property.

When the barn and house had been
practically consumed, Lupton fled to the
woods and was later found by a searching
party, concealed in a haystack in a near-
by field. On the approach of the men he
again took to his heels. The authorities
of Schoolcraft county were notified, and
the demented farmer was captured in the
woods the next day. He will be sent to
the asylum. He has a wife and family.

POPS MAY GET TOGETHER
MIDHOADKKS AND FUSIONISTS

Latter as Well as the Former in

lowa to Attend the Kamas
City Conference.

Dcs Moines, lowa, Sept. 12.—The mid-

dle Of the road and the fusion wings of
the populist party in lowa are drawing

closer together, and indications are that
by another year the fusionists will split
away from the democrats.

Mr. Reed says
that in another year he looks for the
populists to be united in lowa. This will
either be under the party name or under
the name of the new organization that
is likely to be formed at Kansas City.

SLAUGHTER OF GERMS
SERUM TO CURE CONSUMPTION

New York Physician Experiments In
the Presence of Imminent

Surgeons.

Mew York Sun Saocfal Sor-vlca.; New York. Sept. 12.—Dr. Wilfred G.
Fralick yesterday gave a demonstration
of his cure for consumption and diseases
of the blood at the Memorial hospit^ in
Brooklyn, before more than twenty emi-
nent surgeons and physicians. Five per-
sons in the last stages of consumption and
one suffering from cancer, all of whom are
rich themselves or are connected with
rich families, began the treatment. The
first patient was a young man of wealth
and social eminence In one of the western
states. In an almost dying condition, he
was wheeled into the operating room. He
could not walk and could scarcely raise his
hands. He coughed continuously. The ser-
um was heated to 110 degrees and then in-
jected.

Asked to give the nature of the serum,
Dr. Fralick said in from three to six
months he would; make it public. The
treatment given the cancer patient was
exactly like that for consumption. All
of the physicians present marveled at the
excellent first results the five patients
showed.

PRESIDENT STICKNEY TALKS

Admits That Rate Demoralization
Exists —Omaha and Sioux

City Extensions.

Special to The Journal.
Chicago, Sept. 12.—President A. B.

Stickney of the Chicago Great Western
denies the reports that Morgan and Har-
riman are likely to get control of his
road. The report that an alliance with
the Hill roads is contemplated, he de-
clares to be equally* false.

"Of course," said Mr. Stickney, "any one
can buy Great Western securities in the
open market or from individual holders
who are willingto sell, but the stock and
bonds for the company are held by a large
number of people, and few of them, it
seems to me, are willing to dispose of
their holdings, considering them ail excel-
lent investment."

Mr. Stickney admitted that rate de-
moralization exists, but declared that his
road was in no way responsible for it.

The extensions to Omaha and Sioux
City, he said, would be completed next
summer. Part of these lines from Man-
ley Junction to Fort Dodge, lowa, and
from Hampton to Clarion will be com-
pleted this year, and from Fort Dodge to
Omaha and Sioux City some grading is
already under way.

DEALS WITH SHIPPERS

Traffic Officials Hans Fire on Re-
porting Private Contracts.

The Chicago meeting of traffic officials
has failed to bring about a satisfactory
agreement or action on contracts. Some
o? the lines failed to make a report of
their business and others are said to be
cutting deeper than ever. It is now agreed
that all contracts cannot be pooled or can-
celed.

Where a line is now carrying business
at 5 to 7 cents below tariff, a restoration
to rates may be looked for. But good,
paying secret contracts cannot be reached-.
The roads involved will not disclose them.

NEW LOGGING ROAD

T. B. Walker Will Bnlld One Near

Lake Itasca.

T. B. Walker is about to commence the
construction of a standard gauge rail-
road for logging purposes from a point
half way between Solway and Shevlln to a
point fourteen miles south, in the neigh-
borhood of Lake Itasca, where he has
about 200,000,000 feet of pine to get out,
and which he will heul to Bemidji and
Akeley for sawing. His contractors are
now getting in their work camps on the
line and will be crying for laborers within
the next ten days.

New Trolley Projected.

Special to The Journal.
Marquette, Mich., Sept. 12.—The proposi-

tion to build a trolley line conuecting the
cities of Iron Mountain and Norway, a dis-
tance of about twenty miles, has vow taken
definite form. F. J. Trudell of Menominee,
representing the capitalists involved, has
made application to the rommon council of
Iron Mountain for a franchise covering the
right of way through that city, and the
aldermen have signified their willingness to
grant it. It is intended that work on the
line begin early in the spring.

Control of Iron Ore Roads.
It is understood that plans are being

matured to further place the iron ore traffic
of the range country tributary to Duluth
under one control. The retirement of the
Rockefeller officials on the Missabe & North-
ern is now said to be complete and the gen-
eral offices of that road and the Duluth &
Iron Range will probably be consolidated.

I. C. Traffic Alliance.
General Manager L. F. Day of the Minne-

apolis & St. Louis says that the presence of
several of the Minneapolis & St. Louis offi-
cials in Chicago during the past week was
for the purpose of completing trafflce arrange-
ments with the Illinois Central. These will
include the use of the latter's tracks into Chi-
cago and also result in some changes in the
Omaha service.

Has Pacific Short Line.

It is understood that President Hillof the
Great Northern has secured actual pos-
session of the Pacific Short Line, running
130 miles from Sioux City to O'Neill, Neb.

The Great Northern leased the property
for one year, and the belief now is that it
has since bought the road. The operation of
the road by the Great Northern has been
profitable, and it is especially valuable now
when there are good crops all along the line.

President Sttckney Denies It.
Many well Informed railroad men believe

that the Chicago Great Western will Include
with its other extensions the control of the
Green Bay and Western which would give the
Maple Leaf a direct route to the lakes. Great
Western officials have denied several times
that they have any designs on the Green Bay
& Western but the denial Is not taken as final
In railroad circles.

Change in G. X. Service.
The Great Northern is arranging for a new

train service between Crookaton and Thief

River Falls, Red Lake Falls and St. Hilaire,
which will go into effect next Sunday. A
mixed traiu Is to be replaced by daily, ex-
cept Sunday, passenger trains. These will
be the first to run between the northern
points. Connections will,be made at Crool;-?-
--ton with Fosston line trains and also With
the main line.

Cut in Oats Rate.

The Burlington and Northern Pacific an-
nounce a through rate of 60 cents per 100
pounds on oats, carload 20,000 pounds, from
all points east of The Dalles, Oregon, in-
cluding Lewisfon, Idaho, and points in the
Palcuse country, to Denver and Colorado
points. The present rate on oats between
the points named is 90 cents per 100 pounds.
It ig understood that the Union Pacific will
meet the rate.

Zumbrota-Plainvieiv Line.

Winona, Minn., Sept. 12.—The east end of
the railway line surveyed from Zumbrota to
Plainview has been completed and ends at
Minnesota City, six miles west of Winona.
Engineer Armstrong, who has directed the
survey, refuses to tell what road has beenmaking it, but states positively that the line
will be put through in the near future. He
has returned to Zumbrota and will continue
the survey northward toward Cannon Kalis.

Locomotives for the South Shore.

Calumet, Mich., Sept. 12.—The Rogers Lo-
comotive Works, of Paterson, N. J., is con-
structing six locomotives for the Duluth,
South Shore & Atlantic. Four will be of the
consolidation type, and two switch engines.
The Mineral Range railroad has contracted
with the same concern for four simple con-
solidation ninety-flve-ton engines. The South
Shore system is improving all branches of
its service this year, as it is expected the
Copper Range will enter this city early in
the spring and competition promises to be
lively. At present the entire business of the
largest mining company in this country is
controlled by one line.

Railroad Notes.
The Duluth & Northeastern, a togging rail-

way, which connects with the Duluth & Iron
Range at Hornby, Miun., filed its annual re-
port yesterday with the railroad commission.
Its gross earnings were $119,954.62, of whichall but $835.92 was from freight business
During the year the road paid dividends ou
capital stock of $200,000.
