MR. JOHNSON

In Expelling Shugart He Voilated
Every Kind of Law.

Sporting Life says:

If President Johnson condones star Mec-
Ginnity’s offense and lightens his punish-
ment he should do no less for the medio-
cre Shugart, whose offense, according to
Mr, Johnson’s own statement, was less
serious than MeGinnity’s base act. In
fact, Mr. Johnson must do so, as in Shu-
gart’s case he permitted himself to be
carried away by his overpowering desire
to do something to vindicate his umpire
policy and to strike sufficient terror into
the players’ ranks to prevent further out-
breaks. In doing so he.committed an
illegal act and perpetrated a grave in-
justice on Shugart. In the first place,
Mr. Johnson had no right under the
American League constitution to inflict
capital punishment—which is about what
expulsion in baseball amounts to—for any
offense but crookedness. In the second
place, Mr. Johnson in meeting out the
severest punishment known to baseball
law for a comparatively slight offense,
upon the mere statement of one party to
the trouble and without giving the player
a lrearing— right accorded the meanest
criminal everywhere—violated all rules of
equity and fair play. His action will not

can League directors, to the Players’ Pro-
tective assoclation, or to any court of
law, and if Shugart should decide to take
radical measures Mr. Johnson would find
himself compelled to eat ecrow by force of
law, and, perhaps, be also cast in heavy
damages, for his despotic act, which seems
to have been tacitly ignored by the press,
which would have raised a fine hullabaloo
had President Nick Young or any National
League magnate been guilty of such gross
injustice, (vide the Tebeau and. Holmes
cases). Mr. Johnson in mitigating Me-
Gjonity’s punishment is doing the proper
thing as, in the first instance, a stiff fine
and suspension for a definite period, which
was the limit of Mr. Johnson's power in
the matter, was sufficiently heavy punish-
ment for both MeGimnity and Shugart.
Now let Mr. Johnson set himself right and
undo his own wrong to Shugart and thus
relieve the American League of the re-
proach of making flesh of a star National
League player’s crime and fowl of an or-
dinary American League player’s offense.
Shugart should by all means at. once de-
mand justice, irrespective of the Mec-
Ginnity case. If Mr, Johnson does not
grant it Shugart has a legal cinch, as
the law of the land is greater than even
the president of a major baseball league.

Wisconsin Picking -Her Men—(}abt.
Ludington Explains.

The artillery match between Minnesota
and Wisconsin will take place at Lake
City next 'week, beginning Wednesday,
Sept. 18, at 2 p. m.
