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ABHORRENT OBJECT
IS LEON CZOLGOSZ

Dirty, Unkempt and Thoroughly Despicable,
the President's Assailant Passes Long

Hours in His Dungeon.

He Believes That the President Is Dead and Is
Guarded Carefully Lest He May At-

tempt to Kill Himself.

Buffalo, Sept. 12.—Nobody outside of
official circles sees Assassin Czolgosz, but
it is said he has grown to be even a more
disgusting object than when he was first
locked up with his face battered and his

clothes torn and bloody. He has not been
permitted to shave and his face is cov-
ered with a growth of scraggy beard that
is not an ornament. It is said that he has

neither washed his face nor even had an
opportunity to arrange the swab of hair
on hit head, which evidently he had
counted upon as an impressive factor in

the pictures of himself, which in his
mind's eye he saw in all the newspapers

of the world.

Czolgosz made one request for a comb. It
was denied him, and since then he has dis-
played' not the slightest interest in his
personal appearance.

As he appears now, there are not very
many men who would be particularly de-
lighted to meet Czolgosz in a lonely by-
way at night. There is a good deal of the
animal in his make-up. The police say he
has the phrenological characteristics com-
mon to criminals of a low and degraded
class.

Not Breaking Down.
It is again reported that the man Is

breaking down, but this probably is an ex-
aggeration. His gluttonous appetite may
have fallen offa little, as is said to be the
case, but that is only natural. It is not
surprising, either, that the section of a
dungeon and the absolute isolation not
only from the world, but from any echo
from what is being said and done about
him is a condition that has a cooling ef-
fect, even upon conceit as great as his.

Thinking the president is dead, he prob-
ably expects to be executed, and it is
likely he would kill himself if he got the
chance. Very good care is taken that he
does not get the chance and that none of
his anarchist confederates by any device
get to him.

CLEVELAND AFFIDAVITS

Buffalo Detective Obtains Some Sen-
sational Testimony,

ye York Sun Special Service

Cleveland, Sept. 12.—Further sensa-
tional developments in the Cleveland end
of the anarchist plot which led to the
shooting of President McKinley came to
light here. They came in the person of
Detective O'Loughlin of the Buffalo police
department. His coming here and his ac-
tions 'since his arrival have put a differ-
ent light on the local situation and have
put new life into the veins of the localpolice department. The Buffalo officer
spent yesterday with Detective Parker,
one of the shrewdest men in the Cleve-
land detective department. Several con-
ferences were held between the out-of-
town detective and all the high officers of

The police ar© not worrying about their
eminent prisoner's personal appearance.
The duties he has to do are simple. They

consist of sleeping on his plank, eating

his meals and now and then appearing for
further cross-examination. The sleeping

and eating are optional, but the appear-
ance for cross-examination is imperative.
Probably he enjoys it. It is the only
change he has. His guards answer none
of his questions and he has quit asking

them.
Think* the President Dead.

So far as is known he thinks the presi-
dent is dead. He is wearing the same
clothes, including his underwear, which he
had on when he shot the president. He

wa6 not provided with a change of linen,
and the police did not think it was their
duty to secure any for him. He wears
neither coat nor vest. His faded shirt is
soiled and spotted with blood, the blood
which was drawn from his nose and face

by the blows which were rained upon him
immediately after he shot the president.
His hair is long, heavy and tangled. It
falls over bis face and ears, and is be-

"What Detective
o'iLoughlln told th« local officers has
stirred up things here ; and a new and
invigorated 'policy of investigation will
be carried on forthwith looking toward
the thorough sifting of all the stories to
the effect that Cleveland was the scene
of much of the plotting by the anarchists.

By far the most sensational thing, how-
ever,' accomplished • by the Buffalo man
was the securing of affidavits concerning
the statements which Emma Goldman
made in .her inflammatory speech which
she delivered here on May 5 and which Is
said to have started Czolgosz on his des-
perate course. The affidavits secured yes-
terday by O'Loughlin will' figure prom-
inently in the preliminary hearing of
Emma Goldman. They consist of state-
ments from members of the local detec-
tive force and from several citizens who
heard Goldman's speech. All of the" day
was spent by the two officers in hunting
down persons who had attended the now
famous -lecture. Some of the affidavits
contain sensational matter, it is said, al-
though they were spirited away and no
inkling given of their contents.

PINKERTON PERPLEXED

Points He Does Not Understand—An-
archism Farreacbing-.

•Kite York Sun Special Service \u25a0

New York, Sept. 12.— there is one man
in this country who knows a lot about an-
archists and their ways it is William A.
Pinkerton, head of the Pinkerton Detect-
ive Bureau. Mr. Pinkerton" is not san-
guine when discussing the probability of
unearthing a plot to kill the president.
He said:

The anarchists don't plot. They are not
persons of action. They sit around and>,some-
body says that somebody ought to be put out
of the way. One of the group announces that
he is going to do the deed, and when he does
it, nobody is more surprised than the very
men who suggested his act. I will say,
though, that if there was a plot the Chicago
police will dig it out. They are closer to
the anarchists than any policemen in tho
country and'have been ever since the Hay-
market riot. If Chief O'Neill says he has
information leading him to believe that there
was a plot, there is something to It.

There are two points about the shooting of
President McKinley that interest me. One-
is, where is the man who shook hands with
him Just before Czolgosz? If he is on the
level, why doesn't he come forth and say
so? The very fact that he has not appeared
is evidence of a plot. He knows he was the
last man to shake the president's hand, and
that an attempt has been made to kill the
president. Why doesn't he come out and tell
the police who he is? If he is honest and
had nothing to do with Czolgosz, he can
prove it. If he is afraid to show himself,
there must be a reason for it. The secondpoint Is, how the secret service men could
allow the assassin to approach the •president
with his hand wrapped up in a handkerchief.
I don't want to cast reflections, but I must
say that this move was extremely unwise.

Getting back to the anarchists, I would say
that the most troublesome feature about them
is the women membership. The women are
worse than the men. Women like Emma
Goldman and Lucy Parsons can do more
harm than a hundred bewhi3kered anarchists.
They are more rabid and more unscrupulous.
The country would be surprised should the j
full strength of the anarchist movement be
known. My men in Chicago brought me as-
tounding reports of the far-reaching effects
of the movement in that city. Icould scarce-
ly believe the evidence. Men and women of
education and refinement and influence all
over the country are in the movement. Thy
are not advocates of force and assassination,
but they are advocates of the principles of
anarchy in general, and they are. willingto
fight for them. The many expressions ofsympathy for Czolgosz and his act reported
from various parts of the United States do
not surprise me.

ANARCHISTS "GIT"

New York Reds Don't Relish the Idea
of Being; Counted.

New York, Sept. 12.—The New York an-
archists don't want to stand up and be
•counted. They are fleeing in all direc-
tions since they read that Police Commis-
sioner Murphy had issued an order to his
precinct commanders to make a list cut the
anarchists in their respective districts and
the captains are going to have a hard time
getting accurate and complete lists, which

Iis what Colonel Murphy wants. But in the
future, anarchists will be watched in their
haunts just as crooks are watched in
theirs. Everything they do will be noted
and kept against a day when it may be
valuable. Two detectives have already
been assigned from the detective bureau to
do nothing but get closer to anarchists
and this branch of detective work will be
a specialty in the office from now on. Jo-
hann Most said:

Yes, Emma is arrested; but it was a fool-
ish thing to do. Why arrest her? They can
do nothing to her. They say she met him.
What if she did? .Any one might meet an
excitable young man who was bent on doing
something foolish without knowing what he
was going to do. Undoubtedly he met a great
many people between the time he planned to
do this thing and the time he carried out his
plan. O, I tell you it is the newspapers that
make most of this fuss. They have made
all the excitement Are the people excited?
Are the people making any fuss? They are j
not. They may care up in the Fifth. avenue
clubs, but that's all. It is all right for the
papers to cry down with anarchy every time
some foolish persons shoots a ruler, but the
people are not worrying about the matter.

WOULD XI USE McKINLEY
Surprising: Tack Assumed by Emma

Goldman.
Chicago, Sept. 12.—Emma Goldman

spent a comfortable night and was ex-
tremely cheerful when she arose to-day.
She was not allowed to see the news-
papers, but when told that the different
dispatches indicated a lack of evidence
against her, she smiled and said: "The
gentlemen seem to be coming to their
senses."

She then said: •\u25a0•-••

* I would nurse the president of this coun-
try tenderly as I would a hard-working man
whose hands were soiled with toil. If I were
not in Jail, and if the people about the pres-
ident would let me, I would nurse him and
nurse him well. To me the president is sim-
ply a sick man. I am a trained nurse and
I have the symapthy of a woman— sym-
pathy of an anarchist—for suffering mankind.
I would not be an anarchist—l could not be-
without . sympathy. It is not sympathy for
a ruler, but sympathy for the man—the man
•who suffers, for the wife who suffers. By
what I have said I don't mean to retract
other statements I have made of my opinion
of the president. As a president my opinion
of Mr. McKinley is not high. Last winter I
nursed back to health a woman who was an
intimate friend of a Philadelphia detective,:
on whose testimony I served a term of seven
months in 1893. The officer met me unex-
pectedly, and, In affright, begged me not to
revenge myself on the woman for the suffer-
ing he had caused me. I told him he did not
understand anarchy, but I guess he under-
stands now, for never was woman more ten-
derly nursed than was this friend of my per-
secutor.

Miss Goldman denied bhat there was
such a thing as a constitution by which
anarchists are governed.

The police of Washington and Buffalo
are to-day looking for Charles T. Lafon,
a Washington colored man, who was re-
cently employed in the government build-
ing at the Buffalo exposition. The fol-
lowing telegram, signed "Prof. Charles T.
Lafon," and dated "Washington, D. C,
Sept. 11," was received by Chief of De-
tectives Colleran here last night: "Hold
Emma Goldman. I have proof to convict
her in Buffalo."

Chief Bull of Buffalo to-day sent the
following -to Captain Colleran: "One
Charles T. Lafon was employed in the
government building and left here two
days ago."

Chief Sylvester of Washington also
wired the local police stating that be had
been unable to locate Lafon up to this
morning. While Captain Colleran is in-
clined to repose little confidence in the
message signed by "Prof." Lafon, he said
to-day that he will aimtt further informa-
tion from the east on the subject.

Buffalo, N. V., Sept. 12.—1t is believed
the ball has now become encysted in the
muscles of the president's back. Dr.
Mann, speaking in regard to this, said
he knew a man who lived for years
with a bullet in the muscles of his
heart.

The attention of the physicians is now,
therefore, mainly directed to tTfe care
and treatment of the wound caused by the
incision made in the abdomen above the
navel, where the operation was performed.
This wound is progressing satisfactorily.

Another milestone passed on the road to
recovery was the discontinuance yesterday
by the doctors of the figures showing res-
piration variations in their official bul-
letins.

Where the liolgooiei Came From.
Posen, Polish Prussia, Sept. 12.—The family

of Leon Czolgcsz, the anarchist who at-
tempted to assassinate resident McKinley,
hails from Cerkkwioe, near Zenin, in the
province of Pcm*.

The president now breathes deeply and
normally, and the addition of the respira-
tion record to the bulletin was considered
valueless. The president's pulse v.as
slightly accelerated in the afternoon, but
the change was not deemed material and
his temperature remained practically sta-
tionary at 100.6 from daylight until dark.
The evidences of improvement were the
president's keen relish of the beef juice
given him during the nightand the increase
in his allowance from one to three tea-
spoonfuls and also the fact that the wound
is becoming "more healthy."

Dr. Mcßurney explained that the slight
irritation found still remaining should
pass away within the next twenty-four
hours.

President Lonesome.
The president continues in excellent

spirits but he confessed to one of the at-
tendants that he was getting lone-
some. He requested that he be placed in
another bed. A depression had formed in
the mattress on which he has lain since
he was taken to the Milburn house and
had caused some discomfort. Another
bed was provided and last evening he wai
carefully moved from one to the other
without difficulty. He has asked several
times if there was any news which he
should know, but inquiries, especially
about public matters, are discouraged and
the rigid inhibition against the admis-
sion of anyone except his wife and faith-
ful secretary has not been relaxed.

It is virtually decided that no attempt
will be made to remove the president to
Washington until he has completely re-
covered, and in a general way it can be
said that there is no likelihood that this
will be until October.

The night consultation of the physi-
cians furnished in some respects the
moat reassuring news which has yet come
from the sick room. A microscopic
count of the blood had been made dur-
ing the day by Dr. Wasdin. At the eve-
ning conference the result was submitted
and found to be perfectly satisfactory.
There had been no abnormal increase of
white corpuscles, such as would have ex-
isted had blood poisoning set in, and
the doctors had the satisfaction of an-
nouncing officially that the count of the
blood corroborated the clinical evidence
of the absence of any blood poisoning.

The president was bathed and given
nourishment while all the doctors were
present and afterwards was placed in his
new bed.

Dr. Minter came out and was hemmed
in on all sides by the eager newspaper
men.

"Good news, good news," he cried,
"nothing but good news. We have washed
and fed the president and moved him to
another bed."

"Is he still improving?"
"He is, and to prove it I desire to say

that a count of his blood shows that it
is in a normal condition and we feel that
we can announce definitely that there is
not the least indication of blood poison-
ing."

"Is the president out of danger?"
"No doctor would say that, but his

condition under the circumstances could
not be better. This much I will say em-
phatically."

"Was any tra.ee of pus found in the
exterior wound?"

"Not a particle. Pus means the exist-
ence of an abscess, and there is not a
suggestion of pus about the president's
body."

Confirmed by Dr. Mcßurney.

Dr. Mcßurney remained in the house
a while longer than the other physicians,
leaving shortly after 11 o'clock. He con-
firmed the statements made 'in the bul-
letin. Dr. Moßurney laid particular stress
en the fact that the president is able
to take a great deal of nourishment,
which was an important factor in his
case. This is the one thing needed to
strengthen and build him up after the
ordeal that has so weakened him. He
is now taking about an ounce of beef
broth every hour, and so far the stom-
ach has not rejected any of it.

The wound which it was found neces-
sary to redress last night is progressing
satisfactorily, and Dr. Mcßurney said it
had improved very much. The doctor ap-
parently felt very much elated over the
progress the president is making toward
lecovery, and in response to an inquiry
as to whether he believed Mr. McKinley
would recover, smilingly replied, "Oh,
yes."

"President McKinley passed under the
influence of ether, at the first operation,
whispering words of the Lord's Prayer,"
one of the physicians present said last
night. "There .was no outward show of
piety, no hypocritical assumption, but
when we bad administered ether, and just
as he was sinking into unconsciousness,

there for the purpose of assassinating the
Duke of York when he comes to Montreal.

Cape Kenlopen, Del.—The handsome steam
yacht, Rapidan, owned by Robert Hall Mo-
Cormick, the Chicago millionaire, went
ashore on the point off here and probably
will become a total wreck.

St. John*, N. F.—A disastrous fire occurred
here, resulting in the destruction of several
stores, containing fish and seal oil, on the
south side of St. Johns. Two men were
killed and several others injured. The loss
is about $500,000.

Washington—Secretary Gage has received
a number of offers of bonds for the sinking
fund under his announcement, but has de-
cided not to give out any information as to
the amounts offered until his offer expires at
4 o'clock to-day.

Constantinople—A dispatch received from
Erzroum reports that a gendarme who was
enamored of an Armenian girl in the neigh-
boring village mustered his friends, outraged
the girl, murdered many persons and finally
sacked and burned the village.

"FREE SOCIETY"

Platform Thereof Famishes Incriin-

inntine Evidence.
Buffalo, Sept. 12.—The Courier Bays this

morning: Superintendent Bull now has
in his possession the code of instructions
imparted to the selected assassin, Czol-
gosz. ,

The platferm of the Free Society was
also added to the cumulative evidence of
the anarchistic conspiracy yesterday. This
document binds its members together to
work for the destruction of the existing
social order and continues:

"As in former times no privileged class
ever relinquished its tyranny, no more can
we take it for granted that the capitalists
of the present day will forego their priv-
ileges and their authority without com-
punction. It is therefore self-evident that
the fight of prelatorian against the upper
and the middle classes must be of a vio-
lent character and that mere wage con-
flicts can never lead to the goal.

"Force, the only remedy.
"We know therefore that the ruling

class will not voluntarily relinquish its
prerogatives and will make no conces-
sions to us. Under these circumstances
there is only one remedy left—force

"Our platform is simple and divided as
follows:

"First—Destruction of existing class
domination through inexorable revolution
in international activity.

"Second—The building of a free society
on communistic organizations or produc-
tions.

"Third—Free exchange of equivalent
products through the productive organi-
zation.

"Fourth—Organization of the educa-
tional system upon religious and a scien-
tific and an equal basis for Taoth sexes.

"Fifth—Equal rights for all without dis-
tinction of sex or race.

"Sixth—The regulation of public affairs
through agreement between the independ-
ent communes and confederacies."

CZOLGOSZ TORTURED

Buffalo Police (live Him the Famoutt
"Third Degree."

Buffalo, N. V., Sept. 12.—1t is not de-
nied by the police of Buffalo, except in
a perfuuctory manner, that Czolgosz has
been tortured since his arrest.

There are not many in this country who
will protest against the use of the famous
"third degree" in this case.

The confession, which is now in the
hands of District Attorney Penny, was
forced from Czolgosz by torture.

When the would-be assassin of the pres-
ident was first taken before Superintend-
ent Bull he was asked to tell how he had
come to make the attack upon President
McKinley.

"I will not talk," said Czolgosz. "I
will not say a word."

The superintendent looked at the pris-
oner, then, turning to two stalwart guards
who had brought him in, said: "Take himaway."

It is not known that any sign wasgiven, it is not known that the- policemen
had any cuthority for their strenuous ac-
tions, but when Czolgosz was again
brought before Superintendent Bull he wasglad to confess.

"Did we give him the third degree?"
repeated one of the policemen who hadhad Czolgosz.

"He got the thirty-third degree."
"I cannot tell you what was done to

him, but sufficient was done to persuade
him to talk. He thought he was lucky to
get away alive, and he was right. YesCzolgosz was tortured, he was given rig-
orous treatment, and it is probable he
will be tortured again. He has not told
all he knows. This is a peculiar case and
it demands peculiar treatment. It is my
belief that the public will uphold us inusing force to bring the enemies of society
to justice."

An important pamphlet, giving general
instructions to assassins, was found on
Czolgosz by the police. It advises per-
sonal weapons as a sure means of ac-
complishing that purpose.

WILL TRY AGAIN

Reported Conspiracy to Complete
the Work of ( «olgo«/.

Washington, Sept. 12.—There Is rea-son to believe that other anarchists standready to complete the work of Czolgosz
if the cresident recovers. This fact willbe established if all ramifications of theconspiracy to kill the president can bebrought to light. The authorities are al-ready in possession of evidence pointing
in this direction, but there is nothing yet
to indicate who the men are who are
to make the next attempt. It is hoped
some of the anarchists now under arrest
may reveal the clue.

An anonymous letter is in the possession
of the authorities, in which the writer,"
whose mind has evidently been influencedby demagogic denunciations of the presi-
dent as the tool of the trusts, declares
if the president survives the bullets of
Czolgosz he will yet be killed.
