JOURNEYMEN PLUMBERS OUT

Other Unions, It In Said, Threaten |
to \\ ithdra w Before

l>ong.

The breach in local plumbing circles is
"widening constantly. At their meeting!
Monday evening tbe journeymen plumbers ;
formally resolved to sever their connec- !
tion with the BuildingTrades Council, and j
the notification of their action reached j
the council at its meeting last night. Un- j
der the rules, the resolution goes over i
for two months before action is taken on j
it. In the meantime pressure will be i
brought to bear on the plumbers' union !
to reconsider its withdrawal, but the j
word is given out as coming from authori- j
tative sources that the plumbers have j
acted advlaedly and will not go back into •
the council.

Their withdrawal from the union is ,
based largely on the recent action of
the council in refusing to take a hand ;
in the fight between the Master Plumbers' !
association and its seceding members in |
behalf of the union. The union, however, ',
states a leng line of grievances in its ]
announcement of withdrawal from the j
council.

This action on the part of the plumbers'
union is of special significance as affect-
ing the future status of the Building
Trades council. The general contractors !
of the city see in it indications of the !
long-promised breaking up of the council. !

The plasterers withdrew from the coun- i
cil some months ago, the woodworkers j
were thrown out last spring, and the car- |
penters, brick-layers and one or two |
other unions are said to be but luke- !
warm in their allegiance and only wait- j
ing the right time to withdraw. A radi-
cal reorganization of the council is in- |
evitable before the beginning of another !
building season, in the estimation of many j
of the contractors.

The council has long been exceedingly
unpopular with the Master Builders' as-
sociation, and the members of the asso- j
ciatlon are said to be preparing to go j
after it fiercely this winter.

The withdrawal of the plumbers' union, 'long one of the strongest supporters of
the organization, it is said, will help the 1
opposition movement along wonderfully.

BRITISH WORKMEN'S TOUR

They Come to America to Study j
Methods Here.

W. and D. C. Thomson of Dundee, Scot-
land, proprietors of the Dundee Courier,
the Dundee Weekly News, and other pa-
pers, have sent out an expedition of
twelve artisans to America to make a
tour of observation through the leading
Industrial centers, and to visit the Pan-
American exposition at Buffalo. The del-
egates, who were elected by popular vote,
represent the leading British industres^especially those which have felt most ac-
cutely the results of American competi-
tion. The enterprise may be regarded as
a tribute to our methods of workmanship,
for the delegates are to make diligent in-
quiries on that point as affecting their
respective trades, and to report their ob- j
servations for the benefit of their fellow- i
tradesmen at home. They are accom-
paned by a conductor—A. Nicoll Simpson '—a gentleman well known in literary and !
commercial circles on the other side of
the Atlantic. The trades represented in-
clude mechanical and electrical engineer-
ing, building, textile manufactures, trans-
portation, pottery work, mining, cabinet-
makng and upholstery, painting and dec-
orative work, etc.
