T'welve Hundred Cars readily Taken

Minneapolis Chamber of Commerce, Sept.
18.—Wheat sold higher this morning on sentl-
ment. December cpened at 673%c and sold at
67%@68c. May opened at 70%c and sold to
T13%4c. There was nothing in the market news
or in the regular statistics to warrant an ad-
vance, but following the depressing occur-
rence of last week, there was naturally a
more buoyant feeling after that factor had
spent its force. The stock market was higher
and the confident feeling was more in evi-
dence in other speculative lines, but a little
of this influence crept into wheat. Corn was
strong. There was a heavy frost reported at
Cheyenne, Wyo., and fear of frost injiry to
late corn was enough to ecare the shorts.
Predictions of frosts for the Dakotas and
Minnesota increased the corn strength, As
result of the Saturday adjournment, the fig-
ures, swelled by three days' receipts, showed
2,239 cars in the northwest. It was a close
Tun between the two markets, Minneapolis
getting 1,207 and Duluth 1,082 cars. |

The amount on passage at 34,648,000 bu, shows
a decrease of 2,304,000 bu. Local stocks in-
creased 565,792 bu for the week. The visible
supply increased by 2,432,000, bringing the
total up to 30,872,000 bu, Clearances wheat
and flour for two days were equal to 1,456,000
bu. St. Louls received 213,000 bu, against
336,000 bu. Kansas City had a holiday.

Primary receipts were uncertain as to com-
parison, as some reports were for two days
and some for three days. As reported, the
figures showed 2,915,000 bu, against 1,592,000
bu last year, and shipments 1,838,000 bu,
against 1,304,000 bu. Minneapolis received
1,207 cars, against 589 last year, and Duluth
1,032 cars, against 145,

The market eased off a little towards the
end, but closed higher than Friday all
around. December wheat closed at 67%e,
September 67%c, May wheat 70%@71c. Chi-
cago closed December at 705;@70%ec.

There was a good wheat demand and not-
withstanding the offerings ran to 1,200 cars
the market was cleaned up by noon. Millers
were buyers of selections in No. £ and No.

A Large Deal Pending—It Has Been

that a very large deal is now pending on
the Cochran gold mine located west of
Rochford three miles, in Pennington
county. James Cochran, the owner, was
in Deadwood this week and stated that a
deal might possibly be made that would
surprise people.

STOCKS ARE HIGHER]

Precipitate Rush to Buy at the
Opening. -

PRICES UP ALL THROUGH THE LIST

Quotations Fall Back, but Soen Re-
gain Their Fornier High
Level.

New York, Sept. 16.—The anxiety this mor-
ning in Wall street was somewhat relieved
by the early cabled quotations for Americans
In London, showing wide advances in all
American securities, reaching between 3 and
4 points in Atchison, St. Paul, United States
Steel stocks and the Readings. This was tak-
en as an indication that the country’s misfor-
tune had been already discounted in the oper-
ations of last week, but the possibility of
manipulation in the comparatively narrow
London market kept expectation at a high
tension for the opening prices here,

At the opening of the market here the ex-
traordinary spectacle was presented of a pre-
cipitate rush to buy, which carried prices up
throughout the list, the principal active stocks
rising from 3 to § points, the latter Rock
Island. The first stock quoted on the tape!
was Pennsylvania, at an advance of 3%, and
the succeeding quotations told the same story
of buoyant rise in prices. In some cases
Simultaneous purchases resulted in wide quo-
tations on an upward course, the first prices
varying from 1 to 13 in the cases of Amalga-
mated Copper, Union Pacific, Brooklyn Tran-
sit and some less comspicuous stocks. St.
Paul, the Pacifics, United States Steel stocks,
Sugar, Atchison and some of the eastern rail-
road lines led the advance.

The unexpected high opening induced large
sales of stocks by holders who were opposed
to liquidate until the future becomes more
defined. The orders by bargain hunters to
buy at the market were fed by the supporters
of the market, and prices fell back abruptly
after the first few minutes. Some of the prin-
cipal stocks lost a point or over and Amalga-
mated Copper, Brooklyn Transit and Sugar
declined 2 points each. The decline had not
proceeded far before sturdy resisiance was
encountered and prices retraced their upward
course more quietly, several among the gran-
gers, Paclfics and specialties rising ‘above the
opening, >

There was a reaction of 5 to 6 points under
profit-taking. At 11 o’clock the market rallied
to the top figures of the first hour again on
Wall street support and covering by room
shorts.

There was a large absorption of all grades
of stocks and bonds, with a steady uplift of
prices. St. Paul, Atchison, the Pacifics, . Eries,
Southern Rallway and Amalgamated Copper
exceeded former prices considerably, St. Paul
rising to 1601,. The Vanderbilts were buoy-
ant, Canadian Southern rising 6, Cleveland,
Cincinnati, Chicago & St. Louis 5%, and New
York Central and the New York, Chicago &
St. Louis stocks from 21 to 3. There was no
apparent diminution of confidence by the
buyers.

Prices fell back, but business decreased on
the decline and the market steadied again.
Missouri Pacific advanced to 103, Colorado
Fuel rose 5 and Consolidated Gas 4%, £

The general buying continued confident un-
der the stimulus of an absorption of the
Vanderbilt and Morgan stocks. Room traders
bid up other leaders very strongly. St. Paul
reached 161% and the best prices of the day
Wwere reported for active stocks. Money was
below 6 per cent. Shorts covered heavily all
through the list. Various inactive stocks
made exceptional advances, including a 10-
point rise in Ameérican Steel preferred.

Bonds were active and strong.
