A ROOSEVELT STUDY
Physical Characteristics of the New

President.

MASSIVE JAW THE CHIEF FEATURE

Chest of Herculean Proportions That

Uiuiii Be the-Unvy of Any

Athlete.

Mew YorkSun Spoolal Smmvlom ,
Buffalo, N. V., Sept. Theodore

Roosevelt, the twenty-sixth president of
the United States, furnished an excellent
opportunity for the study of his personal
characteristics yesterday _

afternoon.
He stood in the doorway of the Wilcox

residence, holding open with one hand
the screen door, looking out at the pour-
ing rain and waving with his hand^a fare-
well to Elihu Root, the secretary of war.

I His attitude was that of an alert and
deeply Interested man. His poise was
splendid in it suggestion of aggressive
and manly strength. The outlines of his
figure, bent. slightly forward in the con-
centration of purpose, presented a picture
of sturdy physical proportions. It was
that of a man gifted with the full glory
of perfect health. His face, clear, slightly
tanned, a rich glow reflecting a perfect
circulation, was aged in lines denoting

courage and purpose. - !>.-.
Every line in the face of the president

suggests an aggressive nature and the
determination to accomplish a fixed pur-
pose. The very contour of his head,

; which in a man 1 of less celebrity would
]be called "bullet shaped," is- that of a
jfighter. It is slightly conical, ranging

| from a broad, full forehead, which dips
down; evenly between eyes set far apart,

Ito an unusual breadth at the apex. His
ears suggest activity and aggressiveness.
They are alert, broad, deep and thick at
the lobes. Such ears would not fit a

jhead without a nose of the same physical
Ipeculiarities. President, Roosevelt has
such a nose. It is blunt, thick and wide
at the nostrils, and there is no curve to
them, save when, in obedience to impulse,
they dilate and bring to visible view the
emotional nature that .vibrates through
every nerve and muscle of his body.

An Inharmonious Feature.
The one feature that does not "fit into

the president's face or harmonize with
the others is the mouth. This is unu-sually wide. The lips are thick and far
apart in repose, the teeth showing be-
tween them. The framework of the lips
suggests force rather than character.
But the strongest feature of the face is
the jaw. There is a clean sweep fromear to ear of smooth tanned skin drawn
taut over a massive jawbone. Mr. Rocse-
velt's law is ever in repose. It is full
of grim determination and action.

Oue scarcely notices Mr. Roosevelt's
eye*?s. They neither lend to nor detractfrom the strength of the other features ofhis face. They are small and irregular. Th«
left one is larger than the right. They
are of a shade of blue, but not particularly
pronounced in form or color. They are
set wide apart over a narrow nose bridge,
rutted with the bow of the spectacles he
habitually wears. The lenses through
which the eyes look are of great thickness
and render the eyes themselves the most
insignificant feature of his face.

The neck which joins the head to the
body is thick, almost massive. There is so
little of it from collar to chin that even
when the president in a natural position
looks upward and outward at a person or
object an observer never notices it except
as a support for a low turned down collar.
Mr. Roosevelt could not wear a high
standing collar without doing incalculable
damage to his pugnacious chin.

But when one comes down to the shoul-
ders, which slope in regular even angles
from the collar rest, the observer begins
to appreciate the marvelous health the
president enjoys. The shoulders them-
selves are what is known among athletes
as "made shoulders." There is a drop of
full two inches from the point where they
join the short neck to the biceps.

Herculean Chest.
The development of the lower shoulders

and biceps furnish proof that Mr. Roose-
velt has devoted unusual care to them.
They fit perfectly into the almost hercu-
lean chest, thick as that of a Roman
gladiator. The expansion 'of Mr. Roose-
velt's chest would make a professional
pugilist blush with envy. The nerves and
organs seem to swell with pride under
such a shelter, for in response to every
movement of the thick, sturdy legs and

HOPELESS FROM BEGINNING

Only Point Upon Which-the Pre«l-
dent'M Doctors Agree.

A«u> Yorle Sun Special Service

Buffalo, Sept. 16i—Four of Mr. McKin-
ley's physicians who were actively connec-
ted with the case of the late president
from the time he was wounded until his
death have been interviewed. They are
Dr. Matthew D. Mann, who performed the
operation on the exposition grounds on the
day of the shooting, and Dr. Roswell
Park, Dr. Herman Mynter and Dr. Eugene

Wasdin. Their statements agree on only
one point. That is, \u25a0 that the case was
hopeless from the beginning. They to-
tally disagree as to the cause of the gan-
grene which produced death and Dr. Park
flatly contradicts the others as to the or-
gans injured by the bullet.

It is also proved by their statements
that important information regarding, the
distinguished patient's condition was
withheld from the public and that j the
physicians at no time'shared the optimis-
tic views expressed by Dr. Mcßurney; Dr.
Mann declared that at no time did he feel
confident that Mr. McKinley would recov-
er. All ; the other physicians expressed
similar views. They said the symptoms
which led to the fear for the president's
life from the outset were the high pulse
and the weak action of the heart, for
jwhich they could find no reasonable expla-

| nation.
Drs. Mann and Wasdin asserted posi-

tively that when the flve-inch incision in
Mr. McKlnley's abdomen opened on Tues-
day gangrene was discovered in the
wound and that particles of gangreneous
flesh were clipped away with the surgeon's
scissors. This was denied as positively
by Drs. Park and Mynter, who said that
the surface of the wound displayed only
a slight irritation.

It was when the doctors came to discuss
the cause of the gangrene in the abdomi-
nal, cavity, that their disagreement be-
came most apparent. Dr. Wasdin clung
tenaciously to his theory that the gan-
grene was produced by some violent cor-
rosive poison with which the bullet had
been treated. Dr. Mynter held that if the
bullet had been poisoned at all it was by
means of coating it.with'some substance
containing pus-producing - bacteria. Dr.
Park scouted the poison theory and 'de-
clared that the gangrene had been caused
by the escape of the fluid from the pan-
creas, which he said had been perforated
by the bullet. All the other doctors con-
tradicted the latter statement, saying that i

the pancreas had not been touched by the
bullet; but that it had become affected by
gangrene from the surrounding tissues.

Dr. Mann referred to the official ac-
count of the autopsy covering the wound
performed by the physicians on Sunday,
step by step. This is a typewritten docu-
ment of eight pages, highly technical,
which will not be- made public at present.
After reading that portion of the paper I
referring to the condition of1 the pancreas
Dr. Mann said it showed that that organ '
had not been perforated. He practically !
accused Dr. Park of being deficient in
knowledge of anatomy, by saying that it

Iwould have been impossible, in view of the
range "taken by the bullet, for it to have
passed through both walls of the stomach,
clipped off the top of the left kidney, and
also have passed through the pancreas.
The pancreas, he declared, was out of
range. These are the principal points on
which the physicians disagree.

New York, Sept. 16.—Three men of this
city—Frederick W. Holls, William J.
Youngs and Nicholas Murray Butler—will,
it is believed, become national figures dur-
ing the administration of President Roose-
velt. In the past Colonel Roosevelt has
always sought their advice when confront-
ed with difficult problems and he trusts
them implicitly. ,

Mr. Holls is only 44 years of age. It
is said he can have the United States at-
torney generalship providing Mr. Knox in-
sists upon retiring from the cabinet. Dur-
ing Mr. Roosevelt's term ac governor Mr.
Holls was chairman of the special com-

j m,ittee appointed to bringabout the unifl-
j cation of the education systems of the
| state. Mr. Holls was appointed by presi-

dent McKinley as general secretary of
the commission to the peace congress at
The Hague. When the international court
of arbitration was formed as a result of
The Hague congress he was chosen as the
United States member. He is an inde-
pendent republican, having left the reg-
ular organization because of dissatisfac-
tion with the methods of Senator Plett.

Nicholas Murray Butler is professor of
philosophy and education in Columbia
university and is dean of the faculty. He
is 42 years of age. He is editor of the
Educational Review and is bitterly op-
posed to the public school methods here.

William J. Youngs was Mr. Roosevelt's
secretary during the latter's term as gov-
ernor. It is believed that Mr. Youngs
will succeed 'Mr. Cortelyou as secretary to
the president. Mr. Youngs was formerly
district attorney of Queen's county.

"THE WELL, BELOVED"

Title Moat Likely to Come to the
Martyred President.

Ann Arbor, Mich., Sept. 16.—Aa audience
of 3,000 people gathered in University hall
last night to hold exercises in memory of
President McKinley. Rev. E. S. Ninde,
Colonel H. S. Dean, Dr. Mary Wood-Alien
and D. A. Hammond spoke. The chief
address was by Dr. James B. Angell, pres-
ident of the pniversity, who said:

The title that is most likely to come to our
martyred president is that of '"the well be-
loved." Washington has a dignified «everity
that left a space between himself and the
people. Lincoln was loved by only half the
nation when he died. The old animosities be-
tween the north and south had not expired
when Garfleld passed away. But since Mc-
Kinley came into office the blue and the gray
have been united. He won the hearts of the
southern people and cemented a nation. His
was the average American life !n a glorified
form. He was pure, simple, genial and kind.
So long as he dominated our affairs he could
be dealt with by foreign powers sincerely,
and this is the secret of the great influence
of this great nation in the administration of
foreign affairs.

St. Cloud, Minn., Sept. 16.—Appropriate

memorial services were held in the several
churches of the city. At the cathedralBishop Trobec spoke feelingly of the
death of the rresident; condemning in
drastic terms the anarchist population
that made such an act possible in a free
country. Father Jones, pastor of the ca-
thedral, also eulogized the late president.
At the Presbyterian church Rev. E. V.
Campbell spoke.

Sioux Falls, S. D., Sept. 16.—Mayor
Burnside appointed a committee to decideupon a form of memorial service in honor
of William McKinley. On the day of
the funeral all business houses in Sioux
F&II3 will be closed and the people will
assemble In the Auditorium, where appro-
priate services will be held.

Pierre, S. D., Sept. 16.—Two Pierre min-
isters took the assassination of the presi-
dent as texts for their sermons, Rev.
Mr. Hougate of the Methodist church
preaching on the subject of anarchy, while
Rev. Mr. Lyman of the Congregational
church took the assassination.
• Lanesboro, Minn., Sept. 16.—When the
announcement was received that the presi-
dent was dead exclamations of grief were
heard on every hand. Flags draped inmourning were flung to the breeze and all
the bella of the city tolled.

Vancouver, B. C, SEept 16.—Sincere re-
grets are everywhere expressed and much
feeling is shown publicly and privately
over the tragic death of the president.
Flags are half masted and the general
feeling is almost as keen as if Canada
had lost her greatest man.

Winnipeg, Man., Sept. 16.—There is a
general feeling of monrning for President
McKinley which almost equals the grief
felt for Queen Victoria. Hundreds of
flags, both British and American, are
flying at half mast, and special memorial
services were conducted in all the
churches of the city.

Mayville, N. D., Sept. 16.—The news of
President McKinley's death was received
with the profoundest sorrow. Flags were
half masted and the people everywhere
talked in subdued voices. The day seemed
more like Sunday than Saturday. Union
memorial services were held in the Con-
gregational church yesterday. The church
was hung with festoons of evergreen and
the pulpit was heavily draped with crape.
At the left of the desk was a portrait of
the martyred president, also draped. In
the morning addresses were delivered by
Professor Willis E. Johnson, Rev. Charles
D. Lewis, Editor Stewart and Rev. E. G.
Sellars, who condemned in the strongest
language the lying cartoons and writings
of the yellow journals. In the evening,
President Worst of the agricultural col-
lege, Fargo, delivered a eulogy upon the
dead president and advocated stringent
measures against anarchists.

Yankton, S. D., Sept. 16.—S. J. Conklin,
adjutant general South Dakota, has noti-
fied the military companies as follows:
"Appropriate divine and military services
will be held at Camp Herreid, Aberdeen,
next Thursday to pay homage of lore and
reverence to the great and good presi-
dent whose death has shrouded the nation
in grief."

West Superior, Wis., Sept. 16. — The
death of President McKinley was received
here with profound sorrow. Many of the
principal business blocks of the city are
decked with crape and pictures of the mar-
tyred president hang in many windows.
In all of the churches special memorial
services were held and at the Cumming
Avenue church Bishop Earl Cranston, of
Portland, Oregon, denounced anarchism,
and yellow cartoonists. Particularly did
he speak bitterly against the latter, say-
ing that 100 years, from now cartoonists
would be looked upon in the same lightas
anarchists are at the present time.

The board of trade adjourned out of
respect as did also the board of review.
The bells at all the fire halls were tolled
when the news of the death was received.

Winona, Minn., Sept. 16.—Public me-
morial services for the late president
were held on Sunday evening at the Cen-
tral Methodist church, nearly all the
Protestant churches in the city uniting.

The large edifice was crowded almost to
overflowing. The service was opened with
the hymn, "Nearer, My God, to Thee."
An impressive prayer was made by Rev.
R. L. Jackson. The speakers voiced the
general feeling of mourning. These speak-

ers included Rev, Dr. William McKinley,

Thomas Simpson, Judge O. B. Gould, Rev.
Messrs. E. S. Van Ness, Theo Clifton and
J. F. Stout, and L. L. Brown.

Bloomer, Wis., Sept. 16.—Union * me-
morial services were held in the Congre-
gational church on the death of the presi-

dent Sunday morning. The church was
beautifully decorated. The G. A. R. post
attended in a body. Remarks were made
by Rev. D. A. Richardson and Rev. L. L.
Thayer.

Fergus Falls, Minn., Sept. 16,—Memorial
services were held in the churches here
with the exception of Grace M. E. church,
which will have appropriate services next
Sunday. Citizens, regardless of party,
feel that they have sustained a personal
loss in the death of the president, and
never in the history of this section was
the mourning so universal and so sincere.
Flags have been at half-mast since the
news of his death arrived, and several of
the business houses are draped in black.
Rev. J. W. Todd's sermon Sunday even-
ing was particularly touching, the address
being delivered from the text "Know ye
not that there is a prince and a great
man fallen ihis day in Israel?"
