The line will intersect the Duluth, Mis-
sabe & Northern, traversing Carlton and
St. Louis counties and extending some
distance beyond "Wild Rice lake. The
timber land which it is designed to tap
was formerly known as the Cook and
Turrish tract, and was bought some time
ago by the Brooks Timber company.
