It was a gloomy end the baseball season
bad for Minneapolis this year. The fans
iad long ago chilled the ball players and
th« management, by its col-d indifference
to the fate of the team end the cold
weather and rains during the past fort-
night have shattered the schedule and
added to their cup of grief. Baseball has
its ups and downs; this year it was all
down for Minneapolis and President A. B.
Beall right from the start.

The training at Kirksville was almost
useless as it rained all the lime and but
for the clever services of Dr. Norris, the
masseur, who wa* secured at a great ex-
pense, the team would have been in no
condition to enter the race. It was far
from being in the best trim however.

Still, a more promising bunch never
entered the Held, and there was not a
jnanager in the Western League or a
baseball writer of any standing but what
picked Minneapolis as one of the teams
which would be fighting for the pennant
and would finish one-two. Rain inter-
fered with the attendance in May almost
everywhere. Then came the trouble with
Jack Glasscock and the inability to se-
cure a competent successor. Wadsworth,
although a well-meaning and faithful
player, was not ordained for a baseball
manager, and probably realizes It him-
self. That he did the best he could is
probably true, but he failed, neverthe-
less.

Efforts were made to secure an able lead-
er. Gus Klopf was tried, likewise Jack
Crooks, two veterans in the game. An
effort was made to land "Gusty" Everitt,
but he preferred to go back to his home
town, Denver. Whenever a player was
released from the National or the Ameri-
can League the local management was
after him, but the rival major league was
able to bid much higher than any minor
league team.

Then "Jig" Donahue, who cost ?750,
jumped to the Milwaukee team. The
"protection" guaranteed by the National
League was long before that a dead let-
ter, and Mr. Beall was compelled to let
iJonahue and his money vanish without
being able to do a thing.

Later came a fearful slump in batting,
\u25a0union made the millers but puny infants
for any ;eani which happened along. Just
as they were picking up, there came a long
hospital list including Catcher McConnell
with broken fingers, Oongalton the most
\u25a0valuable man on the team, Rohe, the
steady little shortstop, and for shorter
periods Law, Swormstedt and others were
laid up.

It's all over now and ther is very little
\u25a0use in recalling unpleasant memories, but
that President Beall has not overlooked
anything that would strengthen the team
Is ulain. With two major leagues in the
field and a host of minors, baseball play-
ers, and especially managers, were at a
premium. Mr. Beall would gladly have
paid a considerable sum of money for just
a "tip" as to where he could secure capa-
ble men.

Before the next season opens the base-
ball situation will probable have cleared.
It is understood that the Western league
•will be reorganized with larger cities and
fester teams. If the two major leagues
compromise and consolidate there will be
a lot of splendid material on the market
and the western league as the" largest of
the minors would be in position to get the
cream. But these things will develop
later on.

Fred Jevne Is Dead.
Fred Jevne, the Western League baseball

umpire who fell out of a third-story window
of a Denver hotel on the evening of Aug. 2
and received internal injuries beside a brok-
en ankle, died last Friday evebing at the
county hospital, where he had been Since the
accident occurred. Two weeks before he
passed away the old baseball player was un-
conscious. Mr. Jevne was 33 years of age,
and, besides a widow, leaves a son 8 years of
age, who is now in Chicago. The deceased
was a well-known ball player in his time,
having been a member of the St. Paul, Min-
neapolis and Topeka nines during the palmy
days of the Western League, and also a mem-
ber of the Chicago National team. After he
left the diamond, he became an umpire, pre-
siding over games for the National, Southern
and Western Leagues. The last game he um-
pired was for the latter league, between Den-
ver and Dcs Moines, in Denver.

The New Western.
From Grand Rapids, Mich., comes a story

Some of Minnesota's Football En-

thusiasts Scent Danger.

LIMITED AS YET, HOWEVER

Game Ag-ainst Northwestern Will De
Played on .Marshall Field—

Hoyt Will Hot Play.

Apprehnesion is felt by some that the
varsity football eleven of this year will

not be up to that of a year ago. For
corresponding periods the team of this
year probably knows more football than
that of a year ago, at least individually.
But in that very fact lies the danger, for
there seems to be a disposition on the part
of some of the men—perhaps only two or
three—to chafe under the vigorous and
emphatic criticism Dr. Williams feels
called upon to give at times, criticism that
of necessity is made forcible in order to
be made impressive so that the errors
pointed out may not be forgotten and re-
peated. The man who cannot accept such
criticism with good grace in preparation
for a place on a football team is plainly
not the man for the team and should quit
the game and make room for men who are
willingand glad to take advantage of the
wider experience of their instructors.
The danger is that pointed out in The
Journal Monday—over-confidence.

Records Don't Win Battles.

Minnesota made a proud record last
year, but the team of this year cannot ex-
pect to win battles with mere prestige.
To depend upon prestige is to prepare the
way for ruining records. Itwas one of the
sources of strength of the team of last
year that it was willingto learn; every
hint by either of the coaches was taken to
heart and pondered over until the man for
whom it was Intended knew it thoroughly
and had it stored away in his memory for
good and all. There is no reason why

this year's men should not do as good

work as last year's if they apply them-
selves with the same spirit. It was that
spirit that gave ground for confidence in
the team very early in the season when
there was a disposition on the part of
many to condemn the men as unqualified.
Absolute confidence in his general should
be the attitude of every man in the squad;
that same general will be as ready to ap-
prove good work and aptness at learning
the lessons of the game as he will be to
condemn inattention and over-confidence.

The Prizes of This Year.

There is, in fact, more glory to be won
this year than there was last year. Three
foes worthy of the best Minnesota Can put
out are to be met. At Nebraska U. the
feeling of the student body is one of ab-
solute confidence. This is the kind of
report that is being 3ent out from there:

Lincoln, Neb., Sept. IS.—Nebraska will put

a crack eleven In the field this season. It
will get into the middle western arena more
than e\er before, playing Minnesota, Wiscon-
sin and Northwestern.

This feeling of confidence does not pre-
vail among the members of the team. It
is safe to say that a team never ap-
plied itself more closely in preparing for
a game than has the Nebraska team in
preparing for the game to be played here
Oct. 12.

These stories of Nebraska's hard work
and veteran team are not bugaboos with
which to try to frighten the Minnesota
men into greater efforts. They are true
and the men on the squad without excep-
tion should take theui into account, con-
sidering themselves tlucky to be fore-
warned.

Other foes to be met are lowa and
Wisconsin. Dr. Knipe, of lowa, is a suc-
cessful coach and may be counted upon to
put a formidable team in the field. After
all of the boasting from lowa City last
year, it will be a great honor for Min-
nesota to win a victory from the team

from that city.
To mention Wisconsin is enough, or

should be, to remind Minnesotans that,
they never got anything but a good fight
from the badgers and that they are Sure
to get just that this year.

Only Six 1001 Veterans.

It begins to look as though six vet-
erans was all Minnesota would get from
the team of 1901. Nothing further has
been heard from Flynn and Fee and it has
been definitely settled that Hoyt will not
play, much to the regret of those who re-
member his excellent work of last year.
Smith, Tweet and Van Valkenburg are, of
course, out as previously announced.

Sixten men have thus far been sent to
the training table.
