PROBLEM OF CREED

Ripple Over Higher Criticism.

REV. J. H. SANMIS CONDEMNS IT

To-night the Association Will Cele-
brate the Semicentennial of
the First Church.

The paper by Rev. J. Sidney Gould, of
Owatonna, on ‘‘Our Realization of the
Presence of God in the Bible” caused a
slight ripple at thie morning’s session of
the General Congregational Association
of Minnesota at the First church, Fifth
street and Eighth avenue SE.

The paper while generally well received,
met with the opposition of a few, and
was roundly criticized by one delegate.
Exception was taken to that part of the
paper having to do with higher criticism.

“Mey it not be,”” asked Mr. Gould, ‘‘that
the present lull in religlous activity is
caused by the uncertain tone of so much
of our preaching to-day? There can be
no doubt that such is the case. We are
being brought to feel—we must feel—that
there is a call for us to declare certain
facts discovered to us by higher criticism.
These discoveries have not undermined
our faith in Christ; they have rather
givem us a new Christ—new in the sense
that he is clothed in a garb of historical
substantiality that the Christ of the old
theology mever had.

‘““What is toh inder the preacher of to-
day from calling men to a new faith in
this Christ—to his telling them, honestly
and frankly, that so far as faith in Christ
as the complete and final revelation of
God is concerned, that whether Isalah is
& double or a single book, whether Mosges
wrote the Pentateuch, or whether the
story of Jonah is allegorical or historical
are minor matters, and declare to them
with the same positive Insistence that
was a part of the ministry of a century
ago, that we have an awakened and es-
tablished faith on the part of mankind.
‘When this is done I believe we will have
& new revival.”

Mr. Sammis Dissents.

Rev. J. H. Sammis, of Merriam Park,
took very decided issue with Mr. Gould. He
objected particularly to the expression
““the new Christ.”

“I do not believe in a new Christ,” was
Mr. Sammis’ emphatic and somewhat ex-
cited declaration. ‘I believe that the
Christ of to-day is the Christ of our
fathers, and that he is becoming more and
more dear to us. I object to the whole
foundation and ground work of so-called
higher criticism. I glory in the fact that
I am standing to-day just where I stood
twenty years ago.”

Mr., Sammis appeared to be in a minori-
ty. Mr. Gould’s paper was heartily ap-
plauded and at the conclusion of the ses-
gion his admirers pressed about him to
shake his hand and thank him for voicing
their sentiments.

For Disabled Ministers.

Rev. E. A. Berry, D.D., of Cedar Rapids,
Iowa, presented an overture from the Iowa
state association, with regard to making
adequate provision by the church for the
care and support of aged and disabled
ministers. A

Rev. Dr. Theodore Clifdon, of the Con-
gregational Educational Society, made an
eloquent presentation of the claims of
Windom Institute, at Montevideo, Minn.,
for financial aid from the asociation, He
said that $7,000 of the institute’s debt had
bene raised and that $6,000 yet remained
unsatisfied. He appealed to the delegates
to take up subscriptions for the cause in
the churches throughout the state.

The prayer for the “Church and Minis-
try of Minnesota” was led by Rev. Wil-
liam C. A, Wallar.

The work relating to the federation of
benevolent societies by the business com-
mittee, was the last business of the morn-
ing. The Minnesota Home Missionary
jubilee, over which President Strong pre-
sided, was the feature of the afternmoon.
Fifty years of missionary service in the
state. was reviewed in the discussion. A
ecollation was served by the ladies of First
church in the Sunday school rooms late
this afternoon.

This evening there will be an address
by Rev. W. Douglass Mackenzie, D.D., on
““The Coming of the Kingdom of Our
Christ.”

There were two hundred delegates in at-

tendance this afternoon. Among the dis-
tinguished visiting delegates are Dr.
James E. Roy, of Oak Park, Ill., repre-
senting the American Missionary associa-
tion, Rev. George V. Clark, a former slave
of Charleston, S. C.

Rev. Richard Hall, of St. Paul, is the
patriarch of the association. President
Northrop of the University of Minnesota
is about the pioneer member of the First
church.

The fiftieth anniversary of the First
church of Minneapolis will be celebrated
this evening. There will be toasts and ad-
dresse sappropriate to the occasion.

Fruit Puddings for Early Autumn
Dinners.
Pineapple Pudding.

Butter the pudding dish and line with
slices of stale sponge cake, Pare and slice
thin, a large pineapple, place it in layers
in the bottom of the dish, sprinkle with sugar,
then add another layer of pineapple, then
more sugar and so on until the dish is nearly
full, then pour over the fruit two-thirds
of a cup of water; cover with slicse of the
cake dipped in the cold water.” Cover with
a plate and bake slowly for two hours.

Butter a deep earthen pudding dish and

Then
loosen carefully around the edges with &
flexible knife and turn it out on the serving
dish. Serve with sweetened sugar and cream.
