
DEATH OF GEN. GARRARD
GOOD SOLDIER AND PIOXEER

Burns Received a Week Ago Termi-
nate His What He Did

for Frontenac.

Special to The Journal.
Frontenac, Minn.. Sept. 23. — General j

Israel Garrard died shortly before 1 o'clock
this morning as the result of injuries from
burns caused by the explosion of a lamp
last Monday evening in his home. For
over forty years he has been a resident of |
Frontenac save the time he served in the j
war of the rebellion.

The general, who belonged to the dis- j
tinguished Garrard and McLean families
of Ohio, first came to Minnesota in 1854
on a hunting trip, camping six weeks on
the shore of Lake Pepin. Attracted by
the natural beauty of the lake and the j
grand-scenery around Frontenac, he made
extensive Investments in land and pre-
pared to make the place his home.

He had command of one wing of the
union army in the fight at Cynthiana in
1864 In which John Morgan, the cavalry
raider, was routed, and then served In the
Atlantic campaign with General Sherman
as a brigade commander. Later he was
in the Nashville campaign with General
Thomas. --,;

Returning to Frontenac after the war
he took up his abode in St. Hubert's cot-
tage, first established as a hunting lodge,
and there he had lived ever since. There
he entertained Joe Jefferson, General
Charles King and other distinguished
guests and there he devoted his time to
study and to the enhancing of the natural
beauties of Frontenac, living the ideal life
of the country gentleman until the end.
Villa Maria, the convent school of the
Ursullne nuns, received its site and many \u25a0;
other beneficences from him, and his deeds •

were practically innumerable. He was
seventy-six years of age and is survived •

by a son, George Wood Garrard, and a
daughter. Miss Daisy. One brother, I
Col. Jeptha Garrard, resides at Cincin-
nati. The funeral will be held from his
late residence to-morrow afternoon.
