Selling Was Free but the Cash
Market Showed an Excellent -
Demand.

ALL WANT THE FINE WHEAT

Selling Pressure Developed in May
Corn—Weather Very
Favorable,

Minneapolis Chamber of Commerce, Sept.
24.—The market was tame this morning and
without much action, Firmness in corn, and
Liverpool cables showing a slight gain
abroad, gave encouragement for a moderate
advance at the opening. December started
at 68%c. Free selling developed, especially
in Chicago, on the northwestern receipts,
which were 1,448 cars, compared with 484
last year. Duluth again got the bulk, or
1,172 cars, while in this market the receipts
were 41 cars under last year. Selling pres-
sure also develo in May corn. December
wheat broke through 68¢ and sold at 67%ec,
Buyi against puts steadied the market
around this point. May wheat opened at
713%c and sold off to 709%@70%c.. September
was relatively a little weaker, and, from a
vent over December at yesterday’'s close,
eased to ¥c over. The weather is, on the
whole, favorable. A few showers fell in the
extreme north, but it is generally clear in
the west and southwest and in the north-
western spring-wheat states. Conditions fa-
vor a free movement. Later weather dis-
patches showed it clouding over the Dakotas.
Bradstreet figures that the world's visible
wheat supply increased last week by §,567,-
000 bu,

Liverpool was up %@%c. Paris gained 10
centimes on wheat end 20 to 30 centimes on
flour. Antwerp showed no change. St. Louis
received 25,000 bu, against 92,000 bu last
year, and Kansas City 42 cars, against 10
cars. Primary receipts were ' 1,840,000 bu,
&gainst 1,127,000 bu last year, and shipments
874,000 bu, against 681,000 bu. Clearances
wheat and flour totaled 685,000 bu. Minne-
apolis received 276 cars, against 327 last year,
and Duluth 1,172, against 167.

At the clete the market was comparatively
steady on December and weaker in the other
options. December lost 3,@3c for the day,
closing at 673 @677%c. September lost a full
cent, closing at 68%c, and May lost %@%c,
closing at 70%@70%c. Chicago December
closed at 70%c. Minneapolis No. 1 on track
is now 3% above Duluth, and with the ex-
cellent demand here for No. 1 it is thought
some of the wheat now going into Duluth will
be drawn here, and larger receipts are
looked for.

The cash market was on a higher basis
and showed excellent demand from millers
and elevators. The same difference was
noted as between the exceptionally good de-
mand for fine wheat and the more moderate
demand for ordinary lots. In No. 1 northern
the average was 1% @1%c over December, yet
a few very choice cars went as high as 2c
over, No. 2 northern sold at 1%c under,put
considerable of the choice No. 2 went at 1%c¢
and 1c under. No. 3 wheat averaged about
23%c under December and ranged from 64 to
65%c. Rejected wheat and no grade sold
from 61 to 63%c.
