While it would be a little
late in the season to expect an imposing
demonstration of yachts at Minnetonka,
the club could at least show him the lake
and the clubhouse. Should he accept, a
banquet would be arranged.

PLANS OF THEA, I A

Architects Urge the Beautifying of
the Nation’s Capital.

THEIR MEETING AT BUFFALO

Harry W. Jones keturn- From It
and Tells of the Matters
Discussed.

Harry W. Jones returned from Buffalo
this morning, where he has been in at-
tendance upon the annual convention of
the American Institute of Architects. The
meeting, Mr. Jones says, was the largest
and most successful in the history of the
institute, It was made especially in-
teresting by the presence of many prom-
inent architects who were members of
the board of architects that designed the
Pan-American buildings.

The discussion of federal architecture
proved highly interesting, as the sugges-
tion was made that the office of super-
vising drchitect of the treasury be sup-
planted by a bureau or board of archi-
tects to have general control of the de-
signing of government buildings of what-
ever nature. The secretary of the treas-
ury, Lyman J. Gage, Mr. Jones says, has
placed the architects of the country un-
der deep obligations by his assistance in
procuring the best class of designs for
government work, and in carrying out the
spirit and letter of the Tarsney act
whereby some of the later public build-
ings have been committed to private
architects to design, although under the
general supervision of the supervising
architect of the government. The results
following this practice have been so very
satisfactory that congress itself now rec-
ognizes the value of enlisting the serv-
ices of the profession at large rather than
depending upon the draughtsmen in the
supervising, architect’s office at Wash-
ington.

A committee of architects was ap-
pointed to confer with the authorities of
the district of Columbia regarding the
beautification and rearrangement of the
national capital in order that the build-
ings of the future may be placed in ac-
cordance with a thoroughly studied plan.

“THE HISTORICAL NOVEL”

Richard Burton Bases His Talk on
“Monsieur Beaucalire.”

Richard Burton gave a delighted au-
dience the first of a series of three “In-
| terpretations of Literature’” at the PFirst
| Unitarian church Saturday evening. The
size and enthusiasm of the initial au-
dience promises an unusually successful
course.

“The Historical Novel” was Dr. Bur-
ton’s theme Saturday night, and its chosen
illustration was ‘‘Monsieur Beaucaire,”
that delicious tidbit of eighteenth century
romance lately produced by Booth Tark-
ington.

The 'dramatic form of ‘‘Monsieur Beau-
caire’” adapts it especially for public read-
+ing. Its possibilities have been realized
by Richard Mansfleld, who is preparing
to stage it, and by Leland T, Powers, who
is adding it to his repertoire of readings.
Raturday night was its pioneer presenta-
tion in Minneapolis, and to say that Dr.
| Burton charmed his auditors is very weak-
ly expressing the effect he produced. He
illumined the dainty story more by sym-
pathy than by elocutionary art, but was
quite in character at all times, reading the
broken French of the prince {ncognito with
delicate grace and “humor.

By way of prelude, Dr. Burton gald some
good things about modern fiction. Roman-
ticism, he said, holds the field just now,
after a reaction against the reign of real-
ism. The most striking feature of mod-
ern literary life is the emormous appetite
for romance, and the consequent vast out-
put. The historical novel is now the
vogue, and it is perfectly natural and
right that it should appeal to us. With-
in its limits it is legitimate. But critics
just now should throw out a word of warn-
ing. The public, under the influence of
the reaction against realism, Is open-
mouthed for everything in the nature of
historical romance, and devours both good
and bad. Not more than one-third, in
Dr. Burton’s view, 18 bad, but that third
includes a few things that have had a
tremendous sale. The danger is that the
trend will go too far, and we will react
from the historical novel, both good and
bad, grasping the lower forms of realism
which are still in the field.

Booth Tarkington was cited as an ex-
cellent example of the romantic reactiop,
dnd an example of men with great powers
in the line of realistic fictlon, whose gen-
fus has rightly led them to romance.

In his decision Judge HOolt -says: ‘'There
was a great deal of testimony at the trial
that should have been stricken out, but dis-
regarding that testimory, I am satisfied that
the evidence shows an attempt by the de-
fendant to interfere with. the service of a
warrant whioh he krew had been issued, and
was about to be executed.” .

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Preached the Gospel of Hustle

In an’address to: 300 traveling men at
the hall' of Council No. 63, United Com-
mercial travelers, Saturday evening, J. T,
Wyman sald that the hope of Minneapo-
lis in its relation to the future of the
northwest lay not only in its advantageous
location but in its men. Minneapolis, he
said, led all competitors in this market
not only in manufacturing but in the pluck
and hustle of its people. This was partly
due to the fact that its people were 2
mixture of the races of the world noted
for vigor and aggressiveness.

Mr. Wyman said that the northvgestern
states were capable of supporting 50,000,-
000 of people. That was a future mark for
this prosperous market. Much depended
upon the men of Minneapolis not only of
to-day“but of the future, Minneapolis has
the power and, ability to get trade and is
rapidly accumulating the capital. It was
a remarkable fact that in a few years
Minneapolis had placed herself in a po-
sition where she needed no financial help
i moving the wheat crop of the north-
west.

In no part of the wofld, Mr. Wyman as-
serted, was there more opportunity for
the young man of to-day than in Minne-
apolis. It is now, es in the past, the poor
mans’ sons who are doing most of the
business in America. Education is one
of the big opportunities of life, and Min-
neapolis with its great university and
other educational advantages, would
equip thousands of young men In the
| future to do battle for the commercial
and the general prestige of Minneapolis.
Mr. Wyman alluded to the general pros-

perity of the country and told the travel-
ing men that he hoped it would result in
meking them proprietors and employers
instead of employes.

G. M. Gillette discussed the corporation
and its relation to the industrial progress
of the country. He said that the inter-
state traffic acted as a bar to any effective
state control. Missouri’s stringent anti-
trust law had been successfully evaded.
Minnesota’s law had never been tried to
eny extent. Federal legislation was the
only remedy and that should be enacted
with the fact in mind that the corporation
was in a measure necessary to tramsact
the business of to-day. He believed that
corporations should be compelled to give
the utmost publicity to their affairs. As
a result, they would be unable to sell
stock to the public at a price far more

than its real worth. As soon as the
profits became excessive, other capital
would go into the same business. Mr.

Gillette said that ultimately corporations
would be brought to a sound basis, and
that much of their stock would be pur-
chased by laboring men, who would then
have the question of control in their own
hands.

W. J. Dean discussed the employer and
the employe. He said that experience
had demonstrated that the trend was to-
ward the best men; thé men of temperate
habits and who were first-class represen-
tatives in every sense of the word.

A large number of Minneapolis jobbers
were present at the meeting, which was
presided over by R. Lewls, semior coun-
sellor of No. 63.

TEXAS OIL NEWS.

An Interesting Account of How
the Saratoga Well Is Being
Brought In.

A telegram just received says that the
6-inch pipe has been set on the cap rock.
Now the most important part of the work
has to be done. Experience is important
and great care has been exercised in se-
lecting the right men to bring the well
in.

The cap rock is not usually very thick,
but it so hard that the drill makes only
two or three feet a day. The punpose i
to go through the cap rock and down into
the porous oil rock just as deep as pos-
sible. The custom is to drill until they
“lose the water.” It will be remembered
that this drilling is done with hydraulio
pressure on the inside of the pipe with
which the drilling {s belng done. The
water escaping underneath the drill or
shoe at the bottom of the pipe and com-
ing up between the pipe that serves as a
drill stem and the outer casing which
is fixed and always remains stationary,
within the well.

When the well loses the water it indi-
cates that the drill shoe and the mouth
of the pipe is imbeded in a very porous
rock through which the water quickly
escapes. This is the oil-bearing rock, and
as soon &s the hydraulic pressure is re-
moved the well becomes a gusher. Some-
times a pocket of gas is struck, which
precedes the oll. The greatest care is
exercised in this work, which is carried
on only in daylight and under the im~
mediate direction of the head driller.

Drills have gone down
into it forty feet, but some experts say it
is probably 1,000 feet through. All we
know is that this is unprecedented in oil
development—the greatest oil field in the
history of the world—and the Saratoga
well is right in the middle of it.
