FOREIGN MARTS DID NOT FOLLOW OUR UPTURN

Wheat Fell Back on Unresponsive
Cables and Increased North-
west Receipts.

DEC. CLOSED EASY AT 66 5-8¢

Reported Increase in Offerings of
Russian Wheat In Liverpool—
General Newws.

Minneapolis Chamber of Commerce, Oct. 9.—
Disappointing cables and large northwestern
recelpts took the strength out of wheat aud
put December back under 67c to start the
day. Liverpool made a feeble response to our
andvance. Corn was a little easier. There is
a government report to come t0-mMOITOW, but
it is not expected to show much beyond a
general summary of what has gone before
and there is less than the usual interest in it.
Later cables were weakening. Liverpool lost
the advance first reported and at the close
was 4 to %d lower. The same wire brought
an intimation that the Liverpool sagging was
due in part to heavier offerings of Russian
wheat. December sold to 68%;@66%c and at
woon held at this figure.

The northwest got 808 cars, compared with
BS1 last year. Kansas City reported 51 cars
against 174 last year, and St. Louis 27,000
bushels against 57,000 bushels. Parls was un-
changed to 10 centimes higher, Antwerp 3¢
higher. Primary receipts were 1,167,000 bush-

els and shipments 226000 bushels, against
1,113,000 and 421,000 last year. Wheat and
flour clearances 958,000 bushels. Minneapolis

received 660 cars and Duluth 246, against 509
and 72 last year.

The market closed quiet. Good cash busi-
ness was reported in Chicago. The seaboard
had 21 loads for export. December closed at
665%c,; May, 09%@69%c. Chicago closed De-
cember at 693 @069%c.

Grade wheat sold well to-day, but there
was a less active trade in the rejected and no
grade lots, Millers took everything in No. 1
northern, nearly everything in No. 2 and
selected lots of No. 8. Elevators took the re-
malnder. No. 1 to arrive was saleable around
68c. Spot No. 1 sold at 68%c for the bulk.
No. 2 ranged from 65%c to 66%c, the great
bulk going at 65%c. No. 8 sold from 62¢ to
83%c. A wider difference was made in the
very poor low grade lots. Rejected sold as
low as 58c and no grade to 55c for some
tars. Ordinary rejected and no grade sold
{rom 58c¢ to 62%c.

Offerings were heavy all around on the early
decline. Weakness in corn also had a de-
pressing effect and December sold off to 69z
@69%c. There were traders, however, who
expected another rally like that of two days
previous, and at this price there were a good
many buying orders. December reacted to
6954@69%¢c and held for a time. Local re-
ceipts were 147 cars, none contract; Minne-
apolis and Duluth reported 906 cars, a total
for the three points of 1,058 cars, against
