work yesterday afternoon and resolved to
give better support to both Albert Lea
and Macalester colleges In the future. The
program was hurried ud in order to give
the delegates an opportunity to enjoy the
ride tendered them by 'the citizens of Al-

bert Lea and later all went to Albert Lea
college to inspect the Institution and par-
take of refreshments. Everybody was
favorably impressod with the appearance
of the institution.

In the evening the first topic considered
iw_s home missions and there was an ad-
dress upon the subject by Rev. John B.
Dizon, D. D., secretary of the national
board. Rev. Newton E. Clemenson of
Logan, Utah, presented the subject of an
amendment to national constitution pro-
hibiting polygamy within the United
States. His arguments startled those who
_card him. (

The report of the home mis-
sion work of the state was
Interesting and showed the amount of
money given by the seven presbyteries
In the .state to that work. The figures
below show the amount, Minneapolis fur-
pishing about one-half:

The committee on temperance took a de-
cided stand and urged better work along

that line and secured the adoption of a
resolution pledging the synod to use all
efforts possible to prevent the repeal of
the present anti-canteen law, several
members making impassioned but brief
addresses upon the subject.

There are in the state 122 mlsslonnary
societies to carry on home mission work
and 22 bands, in aU having 8,136 members.
The workers sent out many boxes of goods
valued in all at $1.i551.04.

The synodical saciety of the Woman's
Home Missionary workers held meetings
yesterday and cleared up a lot of work,
listening to report-, enjoying addresses
and having a general good time. There
\u25a0were about fifty delegates present and the
reports showed the societies had been do-
Ing excellent work.

The foreign branch of the work done by
\u25a0women was on the program to-day and
many prominent workers were present. Af-
ter the minutes of the last meeting were
read there was an address upon "Retro-
spect and Prospect" by Mrs. E. S. Wil-
liams, of Minneapolis; then a model Sun-
day school exercise by the Bchool of this
city; next was an address by Mrs. D. B.
"Wells, of Chicago, and then the roll of
missionaries was read by Mrs. F. S.
Haupt, of this place. In the afternoon \
there were presbyterial and synodical re-
ports closing with a free parliament con-
ducted by Mrs. D. B. Wells.

Rev. Dr. Adams was presented with a
_ne gold watch by th© synod. Rev. Mr.
Kennedy making the presentation ad-
dress. It was in recognition of Dr.
Adams' work for home missions.

Routine work took up all the time of
the synod this afternoon, an early session
of the Winona Presbytery being held.
This afternoon an address, "Why People
Do Not Attend. Church," was delivered
by Elder C. T. Thompson and it was a
thoughtful and original presentation of
the vexed question. The business of the
synod will close to-night, but many local
pulpits will be supplied by visitors.

MEHRIAM'S FOOT DOWN
«'SIXDOW!V DOCTORS" OUT OF IT

Cenaas Director Cause* an Outbreak
hy Hi* Determination to Stop

Olerka' Loafing.

Mmw YorkBun Saoclml Sm*vlom
Washington, Oct. 12.—Director Merriam

of the bureau of census has caused an-
other outbreak among the employes of
that bureau by his determination to put
an end to loafing and soldiering upon all
softs of Inadequate and petty excuses.
The time-honored method of securing ex-
tra vacations In the departments is to
furnish the heads of bureaus with doctors'
certificates. These certificates can be ob-
tained more easily at the national capita}
than in any other community in the world,
owing to the fact that Washington has an
overabundanr supply of so-called "sun-
down" doctors.

The "sundown" doctor is a department
employe who has studied medicine and
obtained a certificate of graduation from a
medical college which entitles him to
practice. Either through timidityor be-
cause of that sentiment which operates to
prevent the officeholder from resigning,
he continues to work for Uncle Sam in
the day time and attempts to pick up a
few honest dollars by writing prescrip-
tions at night.

Director Merriam has no confidence In
the "sundown" doctor and he purposes to
•end physicians of his own selection to
the homes of all clerks who furnish med-
leal certificates of illness, to determine
•whether their certificates were issued in
good faith or merely as a matter of con-
venience. The clerks are protesting be-
cause they say that Mr. Merriam's order
Is a reflection on their honesty, but Mr.
Merriam is not concerned about triviali-
ties like this. He says he will carry the
order into effect and dismiss every clerk
man or woman, whom he catches impos-
ing- on the bureau.

In That Time Mr. Glover Might
