Hearty Words Come From Com-
mander Sears.

SCHLEY EVER BRAVE IN BATTLE

Applicant Will Have His Side Fin-
ished by the End of Next
Week.

Washington, Oct. 15.—The presentation
of the Schley side of the case was con-
tinued to-day. When yesterday's wit-
nesses had been recalled and had made
the verbal changes necessary in their tes-
timony they were promptly dismissed and
at the instance of Mr. Rayner the judge
advocate summoned Lieutenant Com-
mander James H. Sears, who, as lieuten-
ant, was Admiral Schley’s flag officer on
board the Brooklyn during the war with
Spain. He testified to many details con-
nected with the campaign and was prompt-
ly succeeded by a number of other naval
officers who served on the Brooklyn.

Commander N. E. Mason, executive officer
of the Brooklyn; Lieutenant Commander
T. D. Griffin, who had charge of the pow-
der division of Admiral Schley's flagship,

Lieutenant Commander Sears followed
Nunez. Mr. Rayor questioned him, say-
ing at the beginning of the examination
that he would ask him concerning the
points of the precept and requesting that
replies should be as concise as possible.
Mr. Sears said that when the flying squad-
ron arrived off Clenfuegos he knew noth-
ing of a c ode of signals for communica-
tion with the Cuban Insurgents.

Witness stated that Commodore
Schley had told him that Captain McCal-
la had brought a code of signals for com-
munication with the insurgents on shore
near Cienfuegos.

Describing the blockade of Cienfuegos,
Commander Sears said that it had been
maintained from one to four miles out
and that the Dupont was stationed inside
with instructions to keep close into the
mouth of the harbor and maintain careful
watch, reporting any suspicious inci-
dents.

Tells of the Battle.

Witness described the engagement of
July 38, saying:

I was in my room when I heard the cry
of the executive officer, ‘‘clear ship for ac-
tion.”” I knew what that meant and ran to
the quarter deck. I looked aloft to see if
the prescribed signal, ‘‘enemy is escaping,”
was up and saw that it was. I met the com-

‘modore on the quarter deck and he directed

the signal ‘“clear ship for action,’”” followed
From this position
1 had a good view of the entrance. Our
ship was headed at the time to the westward
of north, not on her regular heading, which
was about northeast by north. The engines
had been started by the time I got on deck
and she was gaining way and swinging to-
ward the enemy. The first vessel, which
proved to be the flagship Maria Teresa, came
out. She was directly on our bearing from
the entrance to the port.

To me the Teresa ap-
peared to not hold an exactly steady course
and the helm of our ship was eased one
way or the other to keep our ram pointing
toward the Teresa.

It was taken by us
to mean an attempt to ram us. The Brook-
lyn's helm was handled to give the. ship a
sheer toward her. This she did twice. The
Vizcaya then resumed her course and we did
also. The commodore spoke of the advis-
ability of signaling through the Oregon to
the Texas to stay by the Vizcaya and she
turned aund insured her surrender, but after
a moment's thought he said: *Phillip will
know enough to look out for that,”” and
then we proceeded. While we were engaged
on the beam of the Vizcaya the Colon had
passed inside of the Vizcaya, firing bu:
gradually drawing away. We were increas-

ing our speed as rapidly as the fires could

be ferced, and after the Vizcaya had gone
in we continued the chase after the Colon.
The forcing of the fires told and we began to
overhaul her or else she began to slacken
ber speed. We estimated the distance to the
Colon to be full 10,000 yards.

After we began to gain upon the Colon the

commodore directed the Oregon to try her |

guns at her. Then the Oregon and the
Brooklyn fired deliberately at the Colon. After
our fire she began to waver in toward the
shore. Her course was unsettled and the
commodore said he thought she had enough ot
it and would be looking for a soft spot to
lie upon, which proved to be the case. She
fired occasionally at us, rather rapidly at
first, and then it became weaker. She was
close into shore at that time and at 1:15
hauled down her flag.
Lieutenant Wells were sent on board the
Colon to receive the surrender.

Schley's Intercepted Report.

When Mr. Sears had concluded his de-
scription of the battle Mr. Rayner asked
him if Commodore Schley had given him
a dispatich to be sent to the navy depart-
ment making a report of the battle. Wit-
ness replied in the affirmative. Admiral
Dewey then asked if this dispatch had
been sgnt and was informed by Mr. Rayner
that it had not been forwarded to the de-
partment, although it had been taken to
the cable office. The court decided that as
the dispatch had not reached the depart-
ment it could not appear.

“Suppose it was nbt Commodore Schley’'s
fault that the dispatch was not for-
warded?” asked Mr. Rayner.

To this inquiry Admiral Dewey re-
sponded: ‘“‘You can't ask questions of the
court. We are not in the witness box.
Commodore Schley’'s report is in evidence
and that is enough.”

Commander Sears said he had been with
Commodore Schiley in five engagements

Asked about the range given for the
firing of the American guns on May 31,
Mr. Sears said he had given it at 7,000
yvards under direction of Commodore
Schley.

Trying to Trip Him.

'‘Asked if he had had any conversation
with Commodore Schley concerning that
range, he replied in the negative.

Did you not state otherwise with regard to
that range in the wardroom of the Massa-
chusetts on the day of the action of May 31.

I have no recollection of stating anything
else.

Now, refresh your memory. I ask if you
did not say in the wardroom of the Massachu-
setts: ‘‘For God’'s sake, don’t discourage him.
It is all we have been able to do to work him
up to this,”” or words to that effect?

No. I never said anything of the kind.

More Commendation From Cook.

At the beginning of the afternoon ses-
sion Captain Cook of the Brooklyn, was
recalled to correct his testimony of yes-
terday. While he was on the stand, Cap-
tain Lemly took occasion to ask a number
of questions, especially concerning the
retrograde movement of May 26. He said
he had had a conversation with Commo-
dore Schley concerning that movement.,
The commodore had said he must have
coal and would start in the direction of
Key West and go toward that base until
the weather moderated, so he could coal
from colliers.

Several questions also were asked by
the court. One of these related specifical-
ly in regard the conduct of the commodore
in the battle of July 3.

It Did the Whole Business for Ad-
miral Schley.
Washington, Oct. 15.—There was a stir

in the courtroom yesterday as Schley’'s
friends turned to each other to express

| their delight at Captain Cook’s announced
! opinion that Admiral Schley was a brave

and patriotic officer, and the admiral him-
self could not suppress & smile of satis-
faction. Captain Cook also helped Schley’s
case by declaring that the reason the
flying squadron did not leave Cienfuegoa
and go to Santiago May 21 was because the
commodore—as he called Schley—believed
the enemy was In the former port. Cap-
tain Cook made a good impression.
evaded no questions and spoke as frankly
about the retrogade movement as about
the points in Schley's favor. The mem-
bers of the court seemed favorably im-
pressed with his story, and Schleys’ attor-
neys did not conceal their satisfaction at
the drift of his testimony. One of them
stated that Captain Cook denied point
blank the report that he had told Presi-
dent McKinley he believed Schley made
a mistake in turning back to Key West
for coal. So pleased are the attorneys for
Admiral Schley with the effect of Captain
Cook’s testimony that they are consider-
ing the advisability of closing their case
after putting Schiey on the stand and
having him tell his own story. Attorney

There wa#
an attempt to drag statements from him
calculated to put Schley in a bad light or
to force him to give opinions and theories.
Counsel for Schley give President Roose-
velt credit for securing this change of tac-
tics and are correspondingly grateful.

POISON OF EVERY HOME

Vigorous Address of Dr. S. G. Smith
Before Congregationalists,

Portland, Me., Oct. 15.—The national

Congregational council took up its routine
work. Rev. Dr. Willard Scott of
Worcester, Mass., reported for the com-
mittee on councils and pastorate. He
presented fourteen reasons why the ex-
isting system is unpopular and ineffective
in bringing about the results anticipated
in its adoption.

An address by Profezssor Moore of And-
over started up a discussion which result-
ed in bringing up the famous Andover
controversy, it hinging on his statement
that the claims of the seminaries upon
the churches were not being fully met.

He was followed by Rev. Samuel G.
Smith of Minnesota upon ‘“The Christian
Citizen and Municipal Government.”

“A foul city government is the poison of
every home, an attack upon every form of
industry. Too much pessimism has al-
ready found expression with respect to the
cities. It will not do to say that the evils
of the American cities are due to their
rapid growth and to their foreign popula-
tion. These are the excuses usually of-
fered by those who regard the present
conditions as beyond remedy.

““The foreign population comes _from
countries in which the cities are better
governed than they are here, for it is
agreed that our cities are the worst man-
aged of all the great centers of popula-
tion. Instead of the foreign population
corrupting the American cities, American
c]lties are corrupting the foreign popula-
tion.”

The question of a suitable currency sys-
tem, adapted to our needs and our banking
system, is one of the living issues of the
day, and will so continue until it has been
intelligently solved.

Uniform Lavws.

Frank W. Tracey, chairman of the com-
mittee on uniform laws, submitted his re-
port. It set forth that the negotiable in--
strument law had been considered in many
legislatures last winter, but was success-
ful in only one state,, Pennsylvania. Ef-
forts have been made to educate the peo-
ple in the different states in regard to the
law. The lawyers from the smaller towns
are opposed to it, as one of them said,
‘“‘because it probably would take away my
|bread and butter.” The law has been
‘adopted in seventeen states and the com-
,mittee recommended that the work of
educating the people be continued.

A. B. Hepburn presented the report of
ithe committee on internal revenue taxa-
