WHEAT DECLINED TO 67%4c FOR DECEMBER

Market Firm and a Shade Higher
to Start, but Heavy Near
the Close.

LIVERPOOL HELD UP WELL

Northwestern and General Primary
Receipts Light—News of
the Trade.

Minneapolis Chamber of Commerce, Oct. 16. |

—There was not much of influence either way
in to-day's early wheat news. The market
was firm on steady cables, and lighter north-
western receipts, but trade was light and
without feature. Weather conditions are
again favorable to a free movement, hence
the moderate receipts at northwestern points
have but slight effect. Holders drew encour-
agement from the primary receipts which
wera under last year. There was enouga
favorable sentiment here to have held firm
and worked a possible small advance, but
Chicago was draggy and heavy towards noon.
St. Louis was reported selling freely in Chi-
cago. Minneapolis December sold early at
677c, but at nodn dropped to 87%@67%¢c. May
sold down to 70c. St. Louls received 38,000
bushels against 61,000 bushels last year, and
Kansas City had 36 cars against 203 cars.
Paris closed unchanged, and on flour 5 cen-
times higher, Antwerp closed unchanged.
Liverpool closed 3d higher.

Primary receipts were 895,000 bushels
against 1,111,000 bushels last year, and ship-
ments 299,000 bushels against 423,000 bushels.
Wheat and flour clearances equaled 402,000
bushels. Minneapolis received 337 cars and
Duluth 191 against 331 and 45 a year ago.
Near the close the market broke, December

striking 67%c and closing at that figure.

New York reported 41 loads taken for ex-
port.
