Youtsey to Tell Who Fired the Fatal

Georgetown, Ky, Oct. 18.—Henry E.
Youtsey, now serving a life sentence in
the Kentucky state prison, is to tell who
killed William Goebel and then Youtsey
is to be pardoned. This is the story on
everybody's lips and though some faint-
hearted denials have been given out by
Campbell, the lawyer for the prosecution,
yet republicans and democrats alike be-
lieve the story.

Long ago it was proven that Campbell
practiced law not exactly as other lawyers.
This lends plausibility to the story. In
the minds of most of those familiar with
the case Youtsey is regarded as the man
who fired the shot. But Youtsey is not
the man whom the prosecution wishes to
land.

WAGES ON THE FARM

North Dak:ta Leads the States in
This Group.

NEVADA LEADS ALL THE UNION

Georgia Appears to Pay the Least
to Farm Hands—Labor
News.

The department of ‘agriculture has just
issued a report detailing the wages paid
farm laborers in the several states and
territories. The figures quoted are those
prevailing in 1899, and although wages this
fall were considerably higher than those
of that year, the ratio of difference be-
tween the states is practically the same.

According to the report farm labor in
Minnesota is worth $29.46 a month. In
South Dakota it brings $30.568 and in North
Dakota $32.84. The state paying the high-
est wages is Nevada where a farm laborer
is pald $45.10 a month. Labor is cheap-
est In Georgia where it is worth only
$11.28. These figures do not include board.
Including board the figures are as fol-
lows: Minnesota, $19.98;@outh Dakota,
$20.41; North Dakota, $21.82; Montana,

$32.12 and South Carolina, $7.24.

By the day during the harvest season
the figures given are Minnesota, $2.20;
South Dakota, $2.30; and North Dakota,
$2.49; exclusive of board. Including board
the figures are $1.84 in Minnesota, $1.87
in South Dakota and $1.99 in North Da-
kota. ~The harvest season in Minne-
sota lasts thirty-one days, in South Da-
kota thirty-six and North Dakota forty.

who have failed to pass the state exami-
nation shall be discharged and members of
the union employed in their places. If
this is done it is figuresd that there will
be work for all hands for most of the win-
ter. Otherwise many of the union wiil
be out of employment at the close of the
regular building season. The union mem-
bers feel pretty bitter toward the imported
non-union plumbers and will make every
effort to drive out of the business those
who have failed to get state licenses.

one man for violation of the state law in
this regard and it is said other arrests
will follow.

The non-union plumbers are attending
strictly to business and looking forward
to the time when they will get their char-
ter for the proposed new plumbers union.

villages.
