The papers in this application for a di-
vorce cite as the grounds for the separa-
tion, cruel and inhuman treatment, de-
sertion and intimacy with another woman,
The plaintiff asks that she be given suf-
ficlent alimony for the support of herself
and two children, of whom she asks the
custody.

Mrs. Wales E. Fisher of this city will
also ask legal separation from her hus-
band, a well-known citizen. The grounds
on which the action is based is incom-
patibility of temper. The couple has been
married about a year and this was the
second matrimonial venture of each.
