SHARP BREAK IN WHEAT AND 1 CENT DECLINE

Conflicting Reports From Argentine
With the General Tenor
More Favorable.

LIVERPOOL OFF AT THE CLOSE

Good Loeal Cash Demand—Visible In-
crease of 1,185,000 Bu.—Flax
Sold Lower,

Minneapolis Chamber of Commerce, Oct. 21.
—Firmness in Liverpool and an advance of
3d in the opening cable started wheat on
tractionally higher range this morning.
Broomhall's early cable said that the Liver-
pool strength was on advices of continued
dry weather in Argentine. A little later,
however, a Chicago house gave out a private
cable saying that there had been light rains
in Argentine, which lessened the effect of the
Broomhall message and took the edge off the
market. Something of the same nature
seemed to have reached Liverpool, for at the
finish that market had a sharp break, closing
3d under Saturday. Receipts here were light,
and under last year, while the total for the
northwest showed 1,031 cars, agalnst 926 cars.
Local cash demand was good. December wheat
opened at 68%@6Slc, sold at 68%e, and
dropped to 677%ec, holding at that figure at
noon. May opened at 7lc¢ and sold down to
W3, World's shipments were 8,736,000
bushels, against 7,672,000 Jast week and
6,981,000 & year ago. America shipped 5,536,000
bushels, Russia 2,280,000, the Danube 068,000,
Argentine 200,000 and India 162,000 bu. The
amount on passage decreased 1,478,000 bushels.
Liverpool stocks are 3,444,000 bushels, a de-
crease of 88,000 for the week. The visible in-
creased 1,185,000 bushels, making the total
89,393,000 bushels.

Primary receipts were 1,277,000 bushels,
against 1,557,000 bushels last year, and ship-
ments 382,000 bushels, against 632, Minne-
apolis received 7% cars and Duluth 241,
against 863 and 63 last year.

The market broke again before the close,
December selling to 67%c and May down to
70c. On slight reaction at the end December
closed at 67%c and May at 70%c.

Wheat and flour clearances equaled 565,-
000 bushels.

The cash market was active and firm, with
good demand. Nearly everything in was on
sale. There is a good deal of wheat due on
previous sales to arrive, but deliveries are
moderate. No. 1 northern sold at 1%c over
December for the bulk. No. 2 held in line at
3%c under December. No. 3 wheat had a
basis of 2%c under Decefiber for much of
the trading, this grade ranging from 65%c to
66%c. Rejected and no grade were taken
on a range of 6lc to 64c for the former, and
%60 to 63c for no grade.

THE FLOUR MARKET

Continued Firmness — Demand for
Prompt Delivery.

The trade shows no especially new feature
to start the week, and prices are quoted the
same. The tone of the market is very firm.
There is continued demand for flour for
prompt delivery and the mills are rushed to
get out orders,

The fact that the time is shortening,
making it less practicable to buy here and
deliver on October contract is expected to
hold spot flax relatively easier.

Reaction Followed by Yield of
Prices and Trading in
Lethargic Condition,

New York Oct, 21.—Dealings were fairly
well dlltrlbutod at the opening and some
good sized blocks changed hands, but the level
of prices was almost exactly the same as at
Saturday's close. Very few stocks changed
