A SHOOTING AT ST. PETER
-WILLIAM YOUNGREN MAY DIE

Shot in a Honie of Questionable
Character by Fred Dm In, an

Eleotrioluu.

St. Peter, Minn., Oct. 21.—A shooting

affair occurred in this city last night, and
as a result William Youngren's life hangs
In the balance. Youngren, who is about
25 years of age, had gone to the home of a
Mrs. Flelshauer, who runs a house of a
disreputable character, and forced hia way
through the door. Fred R. Davis, an
electrician, about 30 years old, who was
inside, tried to prevent his entering. Onoe
inside, a quarrel arose between the two
men. and Davis pulled a 32-calibre revolv-
er, and fired two shots, one if which took
effect in the lower portion of Youngren's
abdomen, passing through the intestines
and lodging in the back. Davis imme-
diately telephoned for a doctor and offl-
cr. Sheriff McMillan went to the scene
and put Davis under arrest, and he is now
lodged in the county jail. The doctors
say that the bullet took fatal effect, and
that Youngren can only live a few days
at the most.

The preliminary hearing of Mr. and Mrs.
Tanke who were arrested for the murder
of John Wellner, Jan.l, 1899, will take
place on Tuesday. T. J. Coleman, one
of the detectives who has been working
on the case, says he has evidence which
will prove beyond doubt that the shots
were fired by Mrs. Tanke, at that time
wife of the murdered man, and that Tanke
was her accomplice. The supposition ia
that the preliminary hearing will be
short, and that the two prisoners will be
bound over to the grand jury. Both Tanke
and his wife are rather reticent, and deny
the crime. Attorney Eckstein, of New
Ulm, has been retained for the defense,
and County Attorney Davis is the attor-
iew for the state.

THE TRADE IN GOPPER
TO EXTE3JD SCOPE OP NEW YORK

Metal Exchange Is Unwilling;to Con-
tinue in the "Pent-Up

I'tica" Role.

New York, Oct. 21.—A movement is on
foot by which it is hoped to make New
York a greater copper trading center. The
project originated in the New York metal
exchange, where the present dealings
have been confined exclusively to lake
copper. The latter is produced by a few
large concerns, of which the largest, the
Calumet and Hecla company, has a regu-
lar outlet through, consumming channels
for its product. In round numbera the
total output of lake copper is about 60,000
tons a year, three-fifths of which is the
product of the company above mentioned.
The yearly production of all kinds of cop-
per in the United States amounts to about
270,000 tons, the lake output consequently
representing scarcely a fifth of the total.

It is proposed to change the plan and
establish a contract through which deal-ings on a large scale, as in other staples,
would be practicable. Since there is no
duty on foreign copper imported into the
United States .the new contract, it is
learned, would be made to include copper
from all parts of the world, thus giving a
total annual production of over 500,000
tons as a basis of operations in the metal.
It is also said that the proposed contract
will cover the rough and refined metal
on the basis of not less than ninety-
six per cent of fine copper, metal testing
under that not being agreed delivery. This
radical change from present methods of
dealing in copper on the exchange is ex-
pected by its projectors to open a new
field for operation.

FILIPINOS FRUSTRATED
No More Butcheries Likely to Occur

In Samar.
Manila, Oct. 21—Owing to the vigilance

of Lieutenant Thomas M. Baines, Jr., of
the Ninth United States infantry, another
slaughter of American troops by insur-
gents has been averted. It seems that
Lieutenant Baines discovered a prisoner
re-entering a cell at Carbiga, island of
Samar, where several were confined,
through a hole that had been let in the
wall. An investigation showed a plan to
fill the jail with men and to call the
guard, which would be necessary to get
the door open, and then to attack the
garrison. It also developed that the insti-
gators were a priest and the presidente,
both of whom have been arrested, togeth-
er with several other prominent prison-
ers.

Other attempts have been discovered,
but fortunately frustrated, at Pambujan
and other points in Samar. Several per-
sons have been arrested in connection
with these.

Reinforcements are being rushed to Sa-
mar. Three hundred and thirty marines,
under Lieutenant Colonel Mancil C. Good-
rell, have gone there ott board the United
States cruiser New York, and two battal-
ions of the Twelfth infantry will start
Immediately for the same destination.

United States officers from other prov-
inces that were supposed to be pacified
have recently arrived in Manila, and they
say that the news of American disasters
spread like wildfire among the natives,
who scarcely attempted to conceal their
delight.

MR.GNAEILESR.FLIKT
THE HEAD OF THE RUBBER

TRUST
In Ills Testimony Before the United

SttStes Industrial Commission He
States That Prices of Rubber of
Standard Grade Have Averaged
for the Last Ten Tears About 9O
Cents Per Pound.

WHAT IS BEING DONE TO SUPPLY
THE DEMAND?

Charles R. Flint, probably the greatest
authority on rubber, explains why rub-
ber is so high in price by stating that it
is produced "in countries of compara-
tively small populations and is used in
countries of rapidly increasing popula-
tions, and as the uses of rubber are con-
stantly increasing, there has been, under
the working of the law of supply and de-
mand, an increase in the price of crude
rubber, although the production of crude
rubber increases. at the rate of about 6
per cent per annum." This increased pro-
duction is brought about, of course, by
the reckless tapping and destruction of
a greater number of wild trees each year.
He states also that the combination of
rubber interests throughout the United
States has prevented a great speculative
advance in the price of the article, but,
that there have been so many new uses
for rubber that the large supplies of rub-
ber these different allied companies have
had on hand have been insufficient to sup- .
ply the demand and to keep down the
price of the article, which has averaged
for ten years 90 cents a pound. This only
goes to show that the demand for übber is
far greater than the supply and that rub-
ber will command a big price per pound.

On the -Tabasco plantation of 8,000 acres
rubber is produced for less than 5 cents
per pound, and brings at the world's
markets between 60 cents and $1. This
plantation is now paying moderate divi-
dends, and when it is fully developed
