A Sign That Iowa’s Goal Line Is
Not to Be Crossed.

WISCONSIN HAD

AN OFF DAY

The Wolverine Score of Saturday
Sets & Good Mark for
the Gophers.

It is highly important that the gridiron
heroes of the state university should make
the best preparation possible for the game
Saturday with Iowa. Manager Mo~
Qutheon, of the Iowa team, Is reported
to have received his famous “hunch” that
Iowa’'s goal line 1is not to be crossed
this year. Friends of the Minesnota eleven
are hoping that Mr. McCutcheon's
“hunch’” is fooling him or else that it has
made a mental or subconscious reserva-
tion in favor of Minnesota. It is & hor-
rible thing for the Minnesotans to have
to play a football team made up of sturdy
Iowans, splendidly trained, and a real
“hunch’” thrown in. It might be well
for the Minnesota management to look up
the “Big Nine” rules on hunches and see
if there isn't some way of throwing Mr.
McCutcheon’s own out. Dr. A. A. Knipe,
the Iowa coach is sald to have received
with decided satisfaction the news of the
arrival of this mysterious thing. For two
years it has been a factor in Iowa U.
football. Whether it is due to its pres-
ence or not, JIowa is taking a brace and
preparing a system of offense which {s ex-
pected to puzzle the gophers. These mat-
ters have both been regarded of sufficient
importance to warrant the following dis-
patch’s being sent out from Iowa's capital
of learning:

Iowa City, Iowa, Oct. 21.—A practice game
will be played on Iowa fleld to-day with
either Cos, Parsons or Wilton college in order
to give the varsity & chance to practice its
offensive plays before the game with Minne-
sota. The games in practice thus far have all
been excellent tests of Iowa's defense and no
efforts to run up scores have been made.

Iowa is beginning to show more confldence
in her winning the game with Minnesota Sat-
urday. Yesterday .the good news went oves
the university that Manager McCutcheon had
had his famous “hunch’’ again. Two years
ago he recelved a “hunch’ that the team
would not be scored against over the line.
Last year he again recelved a ‘‘hunch’ that
no touchdown would be made against Towa.
On receiving it this year he Is jubilant. Coach
Knipe is much interested in learning that Mc-
Cutcheon has recelved the “hunch.” Dr.
Knpipe has asked McCutcheon anxiously a
number of times if he had received it this
year and has shown disappointment at the
negative reply.

Paul Tratt, coach of the Grinnell team,
when here Saturday also sounded a note
of warning. He says it's a bad thing for
a team to skip a date—sort of a hoodoo.
Therefore, it is especially important that
the Minnesotans should work hard this
week, despite the fact that it has been
sald by one who has seen both teams play
that Minnesota should win by about four
touchdowns.

A Good Mark,

Michigan has set a good mark for the
Minnesotans in defeating the Northwest-
ern team by a score of 29 to 0. Minnesota
will have to play Northwestern on Chi-
cago grounds which will place the gophers
at a disadvantage, whereas Northwestern
was at a disadvantage Saturday in playing
Michigan on Ann Arbor grounds. But
Minnesota should endeavor to keep in such
shape as to be able to defeat Northwestern
by an even more liberal margin than
Michigan, if she doesn’t want Michigan
to be claiming the western championshi!
on a basis of comparative scores. St({{
the Iowa-Michigan gome will offer some
ground for comparison, too.

Wisconsin’s Off Day.

Wisconsin had an “off day” Saturday.
Certainly it was not expected that Knox
would cross her goal line. Paul Tratt,
formerly of the Wisconsin team, attributes
Knox's score to the absence of Driver.
Long, the substitute, he says, was prob-
ably rattled. The game with {Wsconsin
is the great one ‘ahead of Minnesota, un-
less Iowa should prove stronger than has
been thought in the light of recent devel-
opments.

Illinois Good Showing.

Illinois’ big score of 24 to 0 against Mr.
Stagg’s men tells two things—that Stagg's
men are weak as compared with former
years and that Illinois is stronger. This
was the pre-contest view of the situation.
Illinois in practice has been doing fast
work, whereas Chicago has been very
weak., Besides, Chicago suffered greatly
by the absence of Kennedy.

In the east Princeton seems to have
made the best showing defeating Brown
by a score of 35 to 0. Yale defeated the

and that, too, after a hard battle. Har-
vard scored on West Point in the last
minute of the play, getting only six to
the soldier boys’ 0.

Tacoma, Wash., Oct. 21.—Excitement prevalls in Klickitat county over the coming
sale of the townsite of North Dalles, on the Columbia river, by the sheriff to satisfy
tax liens. The town was established in 1889 by Rev. O. D. Taylor and is situated just
across the Columbia river from The Dalles, Ore. Rev. Mr. Taylor sold many lots
throughout the east, particularly in Michigan, where he had formerly lived. He
was subsequently arrested in Michigan for alleged fraudulent methods in selling the
lots, but was aoquitted on a second trial. About 5,000 lots will be sold, the eastern
investors losing everything. Several other townsites of the boom days have been
similarly sold for taxes.
