GENERAL FEELING OF CONFIDENCE IN WHEAT
The Bears Are Inactive at Present,

Fearing Possible Bull News

From Argentine.

IOCALLY THE OUTLOOK IS FIRM

>ortu western Movement Continue*
Moderate—Liverpool In Heal-

tiitliiK Mood.

Minneapolis Chamber of Commerce, Oct.
23.—Wheat was flrm to-day, December work-
ing back early to 68c and holding the frac-
tionally higher level to noon. Receipts In
the northwest do not increase, and those in
the trade who have figured on a heavy run
to affect the market have been disappointed.
For a week past the weather has favored a
free movement, yet receipts held moderate
throughout, and at times were under the
last year figures in this market. To-day the
figures show a total of 641 cars for Minne-
apolis and Duluth, against 501 last year.
Ten days or more ago it was the speculative
talk that as soon as the bad weather then
prevailing should let up, heavy receipts
would follow. This has not materialized.
Since then a number of reasons have been
given a* to why the movement did not In-
crease. Duluth was getting an unusually
heavy run of wheat, most' of It going out
by lake; much flax was being rushed In,
considerable wheat was being diverted to
Chicago from points naturally tributary to
Minneapolis, and with the passing of these
things. It was expected northwestern stocks
would begin to pile up. Now there Is some
gossip to the effect that, but for the diffi-
culty of getting enough cars, the receipts
here would be heavier. Nevertheless, the
long-talked-of heavy northwestern move-
ment has been bo Blow In coming that the
bears have about made up their minds that
no serious pressure may be expected from
this cause, at least not until the flax move-
ment lets up, or after the close of naviga-
tion. With this prospective weakening fac-
tor out of the way for the present. It is
difficult for the bears to find anything in the
situation depressing enough in Its general
bearing to warrant an effort to work for
lower prices. Argentine has been to the
front as a factor for a week past. Advices
were that there has been no rain of value
and that the weather la very hut. Liver-
pool, however, the market that should most
quickly respond to this news, shows no great
alarm over the situation. \u25a0 This morning
Liverpool, for the third successive day,
tame higher to start, but lost the advance
at the close. Export demand is reported
slow. This la not especially weakening, al-
though It detracts in some degree from an
otherwise firm situation. After the recent
period of remarkably heavy exports, some
reaction may be expected. The course of
speculative prices for the immediate future
depends largely upon Argentine conditions
as reflected in the Liverpool market. So far
as the local situation Is concerned, with the |
good cash demand, moderate increases in lo-
ctL elevator stocks, light receipts and a very
satisfactory flour trade, the Influence from
this sad of the line favors firmness.
