“ON 'CHANGE” MEN CONTENT

Sald to Be Satisfied With Wheat

Grading Here,

Grain men on the chamber of commerce
floor are said to be satisfied with wheat
grading as at present done in Minneapolis.
One of them, whose name is not given, has
been quoted as saying that a misteke was
made when the statement was published
that Duluth was receiveing more wheat
than Minneapolis because the grade at the
head of the lakes was less rigorous than
that in use here. It is a fact, however,
that unjust diserimination in grading has
diverted considerable wheat to Duluth
that should have come here .

This fact has been recognized in South
Dakota, where shippers are reported to
by seeking other markets because they
say the grading is not based upon the
flour making qualities of the grain. While
Dakota wheat was shrunk this year by the
hot weather, dealers say that this shrink-
age is in the heart, which is next to
worthless, and that the flour producing
ability of the grain has not been impaired,
although, under the Minneapolis system
of grades, 1ts value has been lessened.

SNELLING IN THE LEAD

In the Fight for Place as North-
western Army Headquarters.

Local army officers say that the fight to
be designated as the army headquarters
of the northwest has dwindled down to a
struggle between three posts, Fort Snell-
ing, Fort Bismarck and Fort Sheridam,
the last being located near Chicago. They
assert that Fort Snelling is in the lead at
this time, because of its central location
and excellent railroad facilities. One ob-
jection is found in the fact that the fort
reservation is not large enough to permit
of extended field maneuvers, but Fort
Sheridan is no better off, and Fort Bis-
marck is so situated that winter maneu-
vering would be out of the question. If
Fort Smelling is designated, the reserva-
tion may be enlarged by the purchase of
adjoining land.

UNCLE SAN’S AUTOS

The Republic Plant Preparing to
Turn Out Five Rigs.

EACH TO CARRY 1,000 POUNDS

Ranning Time Per Day Is to Be
Limited to 16 Hours—Drivers
After Places.

Preparations are already under way at
the plant of the Republic Motor Vehicle
company in this city for the early comple-
tion of the five automobiles to be built
in accordance with government require-
ments for the use of the postoffice de-
partment in Minneapolis.

The gears will be of the standard kind
used by the Republic company, the motors
four-horse-power electric with a capacity
of from 12 to 15 horse power overload.
The wheels will be of wood with very heavy
solid rubber tires. The bodies will be
about eight.feet long, the top solid wood
with & canopy and dash in front for the
drivers’ protection. The bodies will be
painted blue with the government U. S. M.
in letters on the sides. The front and
back of the carriages are to be protected
with heavy gratings securely locked. The

_vehicles will weigh 2,200 pounds with ca-

pacity of not less than 1,000 pounds of
mail.

Applications are coming in every day
for the position of chauffeurs. Mr. Lin-
ton intends to employ students in the
electrical engineering department of the
university on Sundays and at night. The
vehicles will have a running time of not
to exceed sixteen hours each day.

The city will allow a running rate of six

{ miles per hour down town and ten miles

outside. The automobiles will have the
right of way the same as the wagons now
in the service.

SLUMS ARE DOOMED

Must Inevitably Go in New York’s
Early Future.

USCH IS THE VIEW OF DR. SHAW

The Editor of the Review of Reviews
Discusses Municipal Problems
in New York,

Before the Congregational Club of New
York this week Dr. Albert Shaw, editor
of the Review of Reviews, discussed
municipal problems, paying special atten-
tion to the present New York situation.
His ideas are of interest here, not only
because of his former residence in Min-
neapokis, but also because some of them
apply to conditions outside of New York.
He declared himself in favor of munici-
pal ownership of public service franchises
and a rigid enforcement of law, though
to accomplish the latter a wise modifica-
tion of the laws might be necessary.

Taking up the New York situation, he
said:

Tammany Hall {s supported by a great
number of personally decent and inoffensive
citizens, but as a political and municipal
force it represents an aggregation of selfish
private interests—great groups of small place-
holders; distinct bodies and classes, such as
the saloonkeepers; great bodies of laborers,
who are taught to think that their work
comes through political favoritism and pri-
vate corporate interests, which at times have
most to gain from weak or corrupt municipal
government.

Against the selfish and petty interests which
support Tammany political government are
all the interests and groups which take a
higher and broader view, and which, in the
aggregate, are more than a majority, but
which in the very nature of things lack unity
and close organization, The difficult thing is
to bring them into voluntary co-operation at
a given moment.

Much that was gained under the reform ad-
ministration of Mayor Strong has been per-
manently held during a Tammany regime
by a tenaclous publie opinion. If the reform
forces should win this year great progress
would undoubtedly result in the coming pe-
riod of two years, and it would for the most
part be permanent gain, even if a reaction
should follow and another Tammany adminis-
tration should have Its turn. Such is the
course and method of municipal progress in
New York and many another town.

In spite of all reactions and drawbacks, we
shall inevitably abolish the slums in New,
York’'s early future; we shall continue enor-
mously to reduce the death rate among little
children by improved sanitary methods, and
we shall steadily advance the physical, moral
and economic tone of the population,

t is true that Tammany is corrupt and
ought to be defeated. But I do not find my
own mind dwelling so much upon the badness
of Tammany as upon the possibility of good
that,lies in the election of the ticket headed
by Mr. Low. It is the positive side rather
than the negative side that appeals to my in-
terest and kindles my enthusiasm,

Even with a Tammany government we
should make some progress in the right di-
rection, because even Tammany must re-
spond at certain points to the demands of an
improved public opinion. But at the present
time the possibilities of splendid progress at
the hands of an enlightened and disinterested
administration such as Mr. Low and his ticket
could provide, give this campaign an un-
wonted character of buoyancy and hope.
Never has the ballot box in America offered &
great community so much of conerete bless-
ing as it now offers the people of the city of
New York.

Cornelius Vanderbilt, Jr., Making a
Trip With A. B. Stickney.

THE FACT MAY BE SIGNIFICANT

Harriman Interests Reported to Be
Considering Purchase of the
Great Western,

President A. B. Stickney of the Chicago
Great Western, the “independent” rail-
road in the Minneapolis-Chicago group, is
now on a tour of inspection over the line
in company with Cornelius Vanderbilt, Jr.,
and W. A. Reid, of the New York banking
firm of Vermilye & Co., which firm has
underwritten Great Western securities.
The gentlemen are traveling in Mr. Stick-
ney’s private car, and it is not known
whether they will visit the twin cities.

Great significance attaches to this trip,
as it is not denied that the Great Western
is for sale, provided Mr. Stickney’s price
is forthcoming. It is now believed that
the Harriman interestes are preparing to
take over the property on Mr. Stickney's
terms. The opinion also prevails that
the same syndicate has an eye on the
Rock Island, one of the few great inde-
pendent systems now remaining In
America.

The Great Western has long been a
thorn in the flesh of the Minneapolis-
Chicago lines. With terminals in Chiecago,
Minneapolis, St. Paul, Kansas City, Sioux
City and Omaha, and strategically located
with reference to all of its competitors,
the road enjoys a unique position in the
northwestern railroad world. It runs
through rich sections of country which
originates much business and is by no
means a long line between any of the
points named. Its location and excelent
facilities have enabled its management to
steer clear of entangling alliances with
other lines. In both passenger and
freight matters the road usually main-
tained an attitude of independence even
while agreeing to keep the faith regard-
ing certain tariffs. But neither freight
or passenger associations have even been
quite strong enough to compel the Great
Western to bow the knee in conformity
to the plans laid by its competitors.

The road has always been able to cause
any amount of rate trouble, and it is for
this reason that the community of owner-
ship syndicates want to se it absorbed
in some way and its individuality obliter-
ated. Mr. Stickney denied that the road
was for sale last summer when rumors
were rife of affecting the sale of the

property.

STANDARD BOX CAR

The American Railway Association
Adopts One at St. Louls.

St. Louis, Mo., Oct. 24.—A standard box
car for the railroads of the United States,
Canada and Mexico has been adopted at
the semiannual meteing of the A.merlcan
Railway association. The dimensions call
for a car thirty-six fet long, eight feet
and six inches wide and eight feet high,
inside measurements, making a cross sec-
tion of sixty-eight square feet, the car
having a capacity of 2,448 cubic feet. Side
openings to be six feet wide.

MAY GET IN THE COURTS

Proposition Looking to Retirement
of Northern Paclific Preferred.

The move for the retirement of North-
ern Pacific preferred, in which James J.
Hill is interested, was the all important
topic in railroad circles to-day, owing to
the presence of J. Pierpont Morgan, ar-
biter of the matter, in the twin cities.
It is now asserted that unless Mr. Morgan
succeede in reconciling the various fac-
tions affected by the contemplated deal,
the matter may get into the courts.

The terms of the Northern Pacific set-
tlement provided that all interests should
be carefully conserved and it was because
of this assurance that the Harriman
interests consented to wait for an ad-
justment. 5

Fort Dodge, Iowa, Oct. 24.—It has been an-
nounced that, on Sunday, Nov. 3, a new time
table will go Into effect on the Mason City
& Fort Dodge railroad, and that it will be
formally recognized as & working part of the
Chicago Great Western system.

Six New Stations.

Redwood Falls, Minn.,, Oct. 24—Six new
stations have been located on the Minnesota
Western railway, which is now under process
of construction between Evan, Brown county,
through Redwood county, to Marshall, Lyon
county. The stations west of Evan are Way-
burne, Clements and Rowena. Then comes
Wabasso, at the junction with the Vesta
branch. West of Wabasso are Lucah, Milroy
and Dubley, the last named only being in
Lyon county.

Oklahoma City’s New Road.

Oklahoma City, Okla., Oct. 24.—Work was
begun here to-day on the Oklahoma City &
Western railroad, which is to extend from
this city to Acme, Texas, 202 miles. Within
thirty days 2,000 men will be employed. The
road is to be in operation by April, 1902

A Letter From Mrs. Bertha Nilsson-
Best Showing How News
Was Received.

That Mc-
Kinley was sincerely mourned even in far-
off New Zealand |s shown by a letter re-
ceived here from Mrs. Bertha Nilsson-
Best, written at Auckland, Sept. 16. She
writes:

Last night we received the terrible news
of our dear president’'s death. How sad the
people at home all mvrst bé. When we were
told of it we all cried like children. To-
day all the flags are at halfmast and all the
people here seem to take President Me-
Kinley's desggth quite to heart. The feeling is
as great as though he were a ruler of the
British empire. Business is to be entirely
suspended the day of the burial. Memorial
services are to be held In all the churches.
We have closed the house for to-night, which
I think was very nice of Mr. Hallam, our
manager, to do. At the request of the Amerl-
can consul, Miss Josephine Stanton, Mr. Hal-
lam and myself are to sing ‘‘Nearer, My God,
to Thee” in a quartet at the McKinley
memorial services in St. Paul's chureh. Most
of the company will come to that church.
Nobody feels like working.

The Josephine Stanton Opera company,
of which Mr. and Mrs. Best are members,
has just closed a highly successful tour
of New Zealand, and opened up in Sydney,
Australia, at the Criterion theater, Oct.
21. Illustrated papers from Dunedin and
Canterbury, New Zealand, reproduce some
very interesting photos of Miss Stanton,
surrounded by her entire company in the
mouth of the crater of Mount Eden. This
is the famous volcano about a mile from
Aukland, in the immense crater of which
the native Maoris were accustomed to hide
their armies, the hard, firm margins of
the basin offering excellent fortifications.
