EXPORT DEMAND IMPROVED

Liverpool Held Yesterday's Gain—
Nothing Further of Importance
From Argentine.

Minneapolis Chamber of Commerce, Oct. 25,
—The tone of firmness and confidence that
bas ruled In wheat for several days found
further expression this morning in an in-
‘crease In general speculative interest, and
better buying than has been seen for some
time, December wheat sold up to 68%c and
May to T1%c. Liverpool was %d higher. This
was encouraging not so much in itself as in
the fact that Liverpool's gain of 5d yester-
day was more than maintained. With this
came an early New York report of better ex-
port inquiry and 50 loads already taken. Chi-
cago wired that 230,000 bu were sold there
early to go out, and that cash lnquiry was
good. In the local cash market there was
good demand. KElevators were free sellers in
QChicago on the bulge, and this turned the
general market back a fractlon from high
points, Nothing especially new came from
Argentine. Parls closed dull and Antwerp
was unchanged., Argentine shipped 164,000 bu
for the week, against 200,000 last week and
100,000 a year ago. St. Louls recelved 49,000
bu, compured with 48000 last year.

Primary receipts were 1,056,000 bu, against
901,000 bu, and shipments 363,000 bu, against
326,000 bu. Clearances wheat and flour, 220,000
bu, Minneapolis recelved 492 cars and Duluth
184 cars, agalnst 441 and 122 last year, The
outlook 1s for an increase of 300,000 bu for the
week in local stocks.

The market held the advance and closed
firm at the top. December wheat closed at
08%c and May at 7Tl%c. Chicago December
closed at T1%@T1%c.

Wheat to arrive was in active demand. No.
1 northern and No. 2 sold freely and sone®
round lots were sold.
